êî ñíèæàåòñÿ. Ìåòîä ìîðôîôèçèîëîãè÷åñêèõ èíäèêàòîðîâ ïîçâîëÿåò îöåíèòü ôèçèîëîãè÷åñêîå ñîñòîÿíèå
îðãàíèçìà ìèêðîìàììàëèé. Íàèáîëåå ïîêàçàòåëüíûìè ÿâëÿþòñÿ èíäåêñû ïå÷åíè è íàäïî÷å÷íèêîâ, çíà÷åíèå
êîòîðûõ ñâèäåòåëüñòâóþò î íàïðÿæåííîñòè ýíåðãåòè÷åñêîãî ñîñòîÿíèÿ îðãàíèçìà.

Íà ïðîòÿæåíèè âñåé èñòîðèè ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ ÷åëîâå-
÷åñêîãî îáùåñòâà åãî äåÿòåëüíîñòü âñå ñèëüíåå, ãëóá-
æå è ñ íàðàñòàþùèìè òåìïàìè èçìåíÿëà æèâóþ ïðè-
ðîäó, à â ïîñëåäíèå äåñÿòèëåòèÿ ñòàëà íàèáîëåå ìîù-
íûì ôàêòîðîì åå ïðåîáðàçîâàíèÿ. Äëÿ áîëüøèíñòâà
æèâîòíûõ íàèáîëåå îïàñíûì ÿâëÿåòñÿ íå ïðÿìîå èõ
èñòðåáëåíèå, à ðàçðóøåíèå èñêîííûõ áèîòîïîâ, òðàíñ-
ôîðìàöèÿ ëàíäøàôòîâ, à òàêæå çàãðÿçíåíèå îêðóæà-
þùåé ñðåäû.
Â ëèòåðàòóðå èìååòñÿ çíà÷èòåëüíûé ôàêòîëîãè÷åñêèé
ìàòåðèàë, ñâÿçàííûé ñ èçó÷åíèåì ïðÿìîãî âîçäåéñòâèÿ
àíòðîïîãåííûõ ôàêòîðîâ íà ïðèðîäíûå, â òî âðåìÿ
êàê èññëåäîâàíèé àíòðîïîãåííûõ ôàêòîðîâ òåõíîãåí-
íîé ïðèðîäû ïðîâåäåíî ãîðàçäî ìåíüøå. Ýòèì îïðå-
äåëÿåòñÿ àêòóàëüíîñòü èññëåäîâàíèé âîçäåéñòâèÿ òåõ-
íîãåííîãî ïðåññà íà ìåëêèå ìëåêîïèòàþùèå, à èìåííî
íà ëåñíóþ ìûøü. Ìåëêèå ìëåêîïèòàþùèå òðàäèöèîí-

íàó÷íî-èññëåäîâàòåëüñêîé ëàáîðàòîðèè ãîðíîé ýêîëî-

íûå ðåñóðñû íà åå âûïîëíåíèå, à òàêæå ïîâûøàåò ïî-
êàçàòåëè ãîòîâíîñòè âîîðóæåíèÿ, âîåííîé è ñïåöèàëü-
íîé òåõíèêè ê èñïîëüçîâàíèþ ïî íàçíà÷åíèþ. Ïîýòîìó
ðàáîòó ïî ñòðîãîìó ðåãëàìåíòèðîâàíèþ ïîðÿäêà ïðè-
ìåíåíèÿ ñîêðàùåííîé ïîâåðêè, êàê â èíòåðåñàõ ëèö,
ýêñïëóàòèðóþùèõ ÑÈ ÂÍ, òàê è ëèö, îñóùåñòâëÿþùèõ
ïîâåðêó ÑÈ ÂÍ, íåîáõîäèìî ïðîäîëæàòü.

Â ñòàòüå ïðîâåäåí àíàëèç ñîñòàâà è óñëîâèé ôóíêöèîíèðîâàíèÿ ñîâðåìåííûõ êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñåòåé, ðàñ-
ñìîòðåíû òðåáîâàíèÿ ê íèì è ê çàùèùåííîñòè îáðàáàòûâàåìîé â íèõ èíôîðìàöèè, à òàêæå õàðàêòåðíûå
óãðîçû ñåòÿì. Âûÿñíåíî, ÷òî èñïîëüçîâàíèå ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ â êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñåòÿõ îãðàíè÷åíî íà
îðãàíèçàöèîííî-àäìèíèñòðàòèâíîì óðîâíå â ñâÿçè ñ îòñóòñòâèåì ýôôåêòèâíûõ òåõíè÷åñêèõ ñðåäñòâ çà-
ùèòû èíôîðìàöèè ïðè ðàáîòå ñ äàííûì òèïîì óñòðîéñòâ. Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, íåîáõîäèì ïîèñê íîâûõ ïóòåé
îáåñïå÷åíèÿ íà òåõíè÷åñêîì óðîâíå òðåáóåìîãî óðîâíÿ çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ â ñîñòàâå
êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè.

Îäíèì èç îñíîâíûõ ýëåìåíòîâ ëþáîé ñîâðåìåííîé îð-
ãàíèçàöèè ÿâëÿåòñÿ êîðïîðàòèâíàÿ ñåòü. Êàê ïðàâèëî,
äàííàÿ ñåòü ñòðîèòñÿ ñ èñïîëüçîâàíèåì ðàçëè÷íûõ òî-
ïîëîãèé è îáúåäèíÿåò ðàçðîçíåííûå ôèëèàëû îðãàíè-
çàöèè â åäèíóþ ñåòåâóþ ñèñòåìó. Êîðïîðàòèâíàÿ ñåòü
ïîçâîëÿåò îáåñïå÷èòü îäíîâðåìåííóþ ðàáîòó ñîòðóä-
íèêîâ ðàçíûõ ïîäðàçäåëåíèé îðãàíèçàöèè ñ ðàñïðåäå-
ëåííûìè èëè öåíòðàëèçîâàííûìè ïðèëîæåíèÿìè, áà-
çàìè äàííûõ è äðóãèìè ñåðâèñàìè, ïðåäíàçíà÷åííûìè
äëÿ îáðàáîòêè, ñèñòåìàòèçàöèè è õðàíåíèÿ äàííûõ.
Êîðïîðàòèâíàÿ ñåòü ïðåäñòàâëÿåò ñîáîé âçàèìîñâÿçàí-
íóþ ñîâîêóïíîñòü ëîêàëüíûõ ñåòåé ïîä âëèÿíèåì îá-
ùåé ãëîáàëüíîé ñåòè. Åå ïîëüçîâàòåëÿìè ÿâëÿþòñÿ èñ-
êëþ÷èòåëüíî ñîòðóäíèêè îðãàíèçàöèè.
Àðõèòåêòóðà êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè îñíîâàíà íà èñïîëü-
çîâàíèè âûñîêîñêîðîñòíûõ êîììóòàòîðîâ è ìàðøðóòè-
çàòîðîâ, ïðåäíàçíà÷åííûõ äëÿ óïðàâëåíèÿ ïåðåäà÷åé
äàííûõ ìåæäó ðàáî÷èìè ñòàíöèÿìè, ñåðâåðàìè è äðó-
ãèìè óñòðîéñòâàìè â åå ñîñòàâå. Ñåòåâûå êîììóòàòîðû
è ìàðøðóòèçàòîðû ôèçè÷åñêè ñîåäèíåíû ñ óñòðîéñòâà-
ìè ñåòè øèðîêîïîëîñíûìè è îïòîâîëîêîííûìè êàíàëà-
ìè îáìåíà äàííûìè è èñïîëüçóþòñÿ ïðè ðåàëèçàöèè íà
íèõ ôóíêöèé ïðîãðàììíûõ áðàíäìàóýðîâ.
Ñïåöèàëèñòû ïî îáñëóæèâàíèþ ñåòè ïîäêëþ÷àþò
ðàáî÷èå ñòàíöèè ê ìàðøðóòèçàòîðàì ïîñðåäñòâîì
Ethernet-êàáåëåé èëè ïî ñåòè Wi-Fi. Êàæäîìó êîíå÷íî-
ìó óñòðîéñòâó ïðèñâàèâàåòñÿ èäåíòèôèêàöèîííûé íî-
ìåð â ñåòè, ñîçäàþòñÿ ó÷åòíûå çàïèñè ïîëüçîâàòåëåé,
íåîáõîäèìûå äëÿ âõîäà â ñèñòåìó ïîñëå ïðîâåðêè ó÷åò-
íûõ äàííûõ. Ñèñòåìíûå àäìèíèñòðàòîðû íàñòðàèâàþò
ïðàâèëà áðàíäìàóýðà è îãðàíè÷åíèÿ äîñòóïà ÷åðåç Èí-
òåðíåò äëÿ ñåòè â ñîîòâåòñòâèè ñ îðãàíèçàöèîííûìè
òðåáîâàíèÿìè ê óïðàâëåíèþ [1].
Ëîêàëüíûå ñåòè êàæäîãî îòäåëåíèÿ êîìïàíèè ñâÿçàíû
äðóã ñ äðóãîì ïîñðåäñòâîì òðàíñïîðòíîé ñåòè. Åñëè
îòäåëåíèÿ êîìïàíèè íàõîäÿòñÿ â ðàçíûõ ðåãèîíàõ, òî
â êà÷åñòâå òðàíñïîðòíîé ñåòè èñïîëüçóåòñÿ Èíòåðíåò.
Îñíîâíîé îáìåí äàííûìè îñóùåñòâëÿåòñÿ ïîñðåäñòâîì
ëîêàëüíûõ ñåòåé, à òðàíñïîðòíàÿ ñåòü ïðåäíàçíà÷åíà
äëÿ ïåðåäà÷è èíôîðìàöèè ìåæäó îòäåëåíèÿìè îðãà-
íèçàöèè.
Ñóùåñòâóþò ñëåäóþùèå âàðèàíòû ðåàëèçàöèè êàíàëîâ
îáìåíà äàííûìè [2, 3]:

� ôèçè÷åñêèé êàíàë îáìåíà äàííûìè;
� âèðòóàëüíàÿ ÷àñòíàÿ ñåòü (Virtual Private Network
� VPN).
Îñíîâíîé è ÿâíîé îñîáåííîñòüþ ïåðâîãî âàðèàíòà ðå-
àëèçàöèè êàíàëîâ îáìåíà äàííûìè ÿâëÿåòñÿ íåïðèåì-
ëåìîñòü åãî èñïîëüçîâàíèÿ â óñëîâèÿõ áîëüøèõ ðàñ-
ñòîÿíèé. Âî âòîðîì âàðèàíòå ðåàëèçàöèè èñïîëüçóåòñÿ
óæå ñóùåñòâóþùàÿ ñåòü îáìåíà äàííûìè, à ïîâåðõ íåå
îðãàíèçóåòñÿ VPN.
Êîðïîðàòèâíóþ ñåòü ñëåäóåò ðàññìàòðèâàòü êàê ñëîæ-
íóþ èåðàðõè÷åñêè îðãàíèçîâàííóþ ñèñòåìó âçàèìîäåé-
ñòâóþùèõ ïðîãðàììíûõ-àïïàðàòíûõ è îðãàíèçàöèîí-
íûõ ñëîåâ (ðèñóíîê 1) [1].

Â îñíîâå íåå ëåæèò ñëîé êîìïüþòåðîâ � öåíòðîâ õðà-
íåíèÿ è îáðàáîòêè èíôîðìàöèè, à òàêæå òðàíñïîðòíàÿ
ïîäñèñòåìà, êîòîðàÿ îòâå÷àåò çà íàäåæíîñòü ïåðåäà÷è
èíôîðìàöèîííûõ ïàêåòîâ ìåæäó óñòðîéñòâàìè â ñî-
ñòàâå ñåòè.
Íàä òðàíñïîðòíîé ïîäñèñòåìîé ðàñïîëîæåí ñëîé ñåòå-
âûõ îïåðàöèîííûõ ñèñòåì. Ê åãî çàäà÷àì îòíîñÿò îð-
ãàíèçàöèþ ðàáîòû ñåòåâûõ ïðèëîæåíèé è ïðåäîñòàâ-
ëåíèå ÷åðåç òðàíñïîðòíóþ ñèñòåìó ðåñóðñîâ óñòðîéñòâ
ñåòè â îáùèé äîñòóï.
Ñèñòåìû óïðàâëåíèÿ áàçàìè äàííûõ (ÑÓÁÄ) âûäåëÿ-
þò â îòäåëüíûé ñëîé êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè èç-çà èõ îñî-
áîé ðîëè, çàêëþ÷àþùåéñÿ â õðàíåíèè â óïîðÿäî÷åííîì
âèäå îñíîâíîé èíôîðìàöèè è îñóùåñòâëåíèè íàä íåé
áàçîâûõ îïåðàöèé.
Ñëåäóþùèé ñëîé � ñèñòåìíûå ñåðâèñû, èñïîëüçóþùèå
ÑÓÁÄ êàê èíñòðóìåíò äëÿ ïîèñêà íóæíîé èíôîðìà-
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öèè. Èõ çàäà÷àìè ÿâëÿþòñÿ: âûïîëíåíèå îáùèõ ïðîöå-
äóð îáðàáîòêè èíôîðìàöèè, à òàêæå ïðåäîñòàâëåíèå
êîíå÷íûì ïîëüçîâàòåëÿì èíôîðìàöèè â óäîáíîì äëÿ
ïðèíÿòèÿ ðåøåíèÿ âèäå. Ê ýòèì ñåðâèñàì îòíîñèòñÿ
ñëóæáà World Wide Web, ñèñòåìà ýëåêòðîííîé ïî÷òû
è ò.ï.
Âåðõíèé ñëîé êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè ïðåäñòàâëÿþò ñïå-
öèàëüíûå ïðîãðàììíûå ñèñòåìû, âûïîëíÿþùèå ñïåöè-
ôè÷åñêèå çàäà÷è (íàïðèìåð, ñèñòåìû àâòîìàòèçàöèè
áàíêà, îðãàíèçàöèè áóõãàëòåðñêîãî ó÷åòà, àâòîìàòèçè-
ðîâàííîãî ïðîåêòèðîâàíèÿ, óïðàâëåíèÿ òåõíîëîãè÷å-
ñêèìè ïðîöåññàìè è ò.ï.).
Êîíå÷íîé öåëüþ ôóíêöèîíèðîâàíèÿ êîðïîðàòèâíîé
ñåòè ÿâëÿåòñÿ ðåàëèçàöèÿ ïðèêëàäíûõ ïðîãðàìì âåðõ-
íåãî ñëîÿ. Äëÿ ýòîãî íåîáõîäèìî, ÷òîáû ïîäñèñòåìû
äðóãèõ ñëîåâ ÷åòêî âûïîëíÿëè ñâîè ôóíêöèè.
Îñíîâíûìè îáùèìè òðåáîâàíèÿìè, ïðåäúÿâëÿåìûìè
ê ñîâðåìåííûì êîðïîðàòèâíûì ñåòÿì, ÿâëÿþòñÿ: ðàñ-
øèðÿåìîñòü, ìàñøòàáèðóåìîñòü, ïðîèçâîäèòåëüíîñòü,
óïðàâëÿåìîñòü, íàäåæíîñòü è áåçîïàñíîñòü [4].
Ðàñøèðÿåìîñòü îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ñïîñîáíîñòüþ èíòåãðà-
öèè îòäåëüíûõ êîìïîíåíòîâ ñåòè (ïîëüçîâàòåëåé, îêî-
íå÷íûõ óñòðîéñòâ, ïðèëîæåíèé, ñëóæá).
Ìàñøòàáèðóåìîñòü îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ñïîñîáíîñòüþ óâåëè-
÷åíèÿ êîëè÷åñòâà óçëîâ, ïðîòÿæåííîñòè ñåòåé îáìåíà
äàííûìè, ïðîèçâîäèòåëüíîñòè ñåòåâîãî îáîðóäîâàíèÿ
è óçëîâ.
Ïðîèçâîäèòåëüíîñòü îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ñïîñîáíîñòüþ îáåñ-
ïå÷åíèÿ òðåáóåìûõ çíà÷åíèé ôóíêöèîíàëüíûõ ïàðà-
ìåòðîâ ñåòåâûõ óçëîâ è êàíàëîâ îáìåíà äàííûìè.
Óïðàâëÿåìîñòü îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ñïîñîáíîñòüþ îáåñïå÷å-
íèÿ öåíòðàëèçîâàííîãî óïðàâëåíèÿ, ìîíèòîðèíãà ñî-
ñòîÿíèÿ ñåòè è ïëàíèðîâàíèÿ ðàçâèòèÿ ñåòè.
Íàäåæíîñòü îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ñïîñîáíîñòüþ îáåñïå÷åíèÿ
áåçîòêàçíîé ðàáîòû óçëîâ ñåòè è êàíàëîâ îáìåíà äàí-
íûìè, ñîõðàííîñòè, ñîãëàñîâàííîñòè è äîñòàâêè äàí-
íûõ áåç èñêàæåíèé ê óçëó íàçíà÷åíèÿ.
Áåçîïàñíîñòü îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ ñïîñîáíîñòüþ îáåñïå÷åíèÿ
çàùèòû äàííûõ îò íåñàíêöèîíèðîâàííîãî äîñòóïà.
Â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ ïîä îñíîâíûìè ýëåìåíòàì êîðïîðà-
òèâíîé ñåòè ïîíèìàþò: ðàáî÷èå ñòàíöèè (ÝÂÌ èëè ìî-
áèëüíîå óñòðîéñòâî); ñåòåâîå îáîðóäîâàíèå (ëèíèè îá-
ìåíà äàííûìè, êîììóòàòîðû, ìàðøðóòèçàòîðû, VPN-
øëþçû); ñåðâåðû (ïî÷òîâûé ñåðâåð, ñåðâåð ïå÷àòè,
ñåðâåð áàçû äàííûõ, ôàéëîâûé ñåðâåð, òåðìèíàëüíûé
ñåðâåð (MS O�ce, 1Ñ, Skype è ò.ä.), Web-ñåðâåð, ñåðâåð
ðåçåðâíîãî êîïèðîâàíèÿ).
Òèïîâàÿ ñòðóêòóðà ñîâðåìåííîé êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè
ïðåäñòàâëåíà íà ðèñóíêå 2.
Îäíèì èç îñíîâíûõ è íàèáîëåå ïðîáëåìíûõ (ñ òî÷-
êè çðåíèÿ çàùèùåííîñòè îáðàáàòûâàåìîé èíôîðìà-
öèè) ýëåìåíòîâ â êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè ÿâëÿåòñÿ ðàáî-
÷àÿ ñòàíöèÿ. Ýòî óñòðîéñòâî ñ ïîäêëþ÷åííîé ñåòüþ
îòêðûâàåò ïîëüçîâàòåëþ äîñòóï ê ðåñóðñàì êîðïîðà-
òèâíîé ñåòè. Íî âìåñòå ñ òåì, îòêðûâàåòñÿ è äîñòóï
äëÿ îñóùåñòâëåíèÿ âíåøíåãî âîçäåéñòâèÿ (êàê ïðàâè-
ëî, íåãàòèâíîãî) íà ýëåìåíòû êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè.

Ïîýòîìó ñèñòåìà çàùèòû êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè ÿâëÿåò-
ñÿ îäíîé èç îñíîâíûõ è íàèáîëåå âàæíûõ åå ñîñòàâëÿ-
þùèõ. Îíà ïðåäíàçíà÷åíà äëÿ áîðüáû ñî ñëåäóþùèìè
óãðîçàìè [5]:
� ïîïûòêîé óäàëåííîãî âçëîìà;
� íåñàíêöèîíèðîâàííîãî äîñòóïà ê êîíôèäåíöèàëü-
íûì äàííûì;
� çàðàæåíèÿ âðåäîíîñíûì ïðîãðàììíûì îáåñïå÷åíè-
åì;
� çàãðóçêîé è óñòàíîâêîé øïèîíñêèõ ïðîãðàìì;
� ñïàìîì è ôèøèíã-àòàêàìè;
� âçëîìîì ñàéòîâ è êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ãðóïï â ñåòÿõ.
Îñíîâíûìè òðåáîâàíèÿìè ê çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìà-
öèè, îáðàáàòûâàåìîé êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè, ÿâëÿþòñÿ
[1]:
� äîñòóïíîñòü äàííûõ â ñåòè òîëüêî äëÿ àâòîðèçîâàí-
íûõ, èäåíòèôèöèðîâàííûõ ïîëüçîâàòåëåé;
� öåëîñòíîñòü äàííûõ â ñåòè (ïîëíîòà è äîñòîâåð-
íîñòü âîçâðàùàåìûõ íà çàïðîñ ñâåäåíèé);
� êîíôèäåíöèàëüíîñòü äàííûõ (ïðåäîñòàâëåíèå äàí-
íûõ ñîãëàñíî óðîâíþ äîñòóïà ïîëüçîâàòåëÿ).
Ñ ó÷åòîì ñîâðåìåííûõ òåõíîëîãè÷åñêèõ òåíäåíöèé, â
êà÷åñòâå ðàáî÷èõ ñòàíöèé ìîãóò âûñòóïàòü êàê ÝÂÌ,
òàê è ìîáèëüíûå óñòðîéñòâà, ê êîòîðûì ìîæíî îòíå-
ñòè ñìàðòôîíû, ïëàíøåòû, íîóòáóêè è ðàçëè÷íîãî ðî-
äà ñìàðò-óñòðîéñòâà. Îíè, êàê è ñòàöèîíàðíûå ðàáî÷èå
ñòàíöèè îáëàäàþò ñîáñòâåííîé îïåðàöèîííîé ñèñòåìîé
è íàáîðîì ïðîãðàììíûõ êîìïîíåíòîâ äëÿ âûïîëíåíèÿ
ðàçëè÷íîãî ñïåêòðà çàäà÷, ïðè ýòîì ìîãóò ðàáîòàòü
êàê â ëîêàëüíîì, òàê è â ñåòåâîì ðåæèìàõ.
Ñëåäóåò ïîä÷åðêíóòü, ÷òî â íàñòîÿùèé ìîìåíò èñïîëü-
çîâàíèå ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ â êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñå-
òÿõ îãðàíè÷åíî íà îðãàíèçàöèîííî-àäìèíèñòðàòèâíîì
óðîâíå â ñâÿçè ñ îòñóòñòâèåì ýôôåêòèâíûõ òåõíè÷å-
ñêèõ ñðåäñòâ çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè ïðè ðàáîòå ñ äàí-
íûì òèïîì óñòðîéñòâ.
Òåõíè÷åñêèå ìåòîäû çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè â êîðïîðà-
òèâíûõ ñåòÿõ ïîäðàçóìåâàþò ïðèìåíåíèå èäåíòèôè-
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êàöèè è àóòåíòèôèêàöèè ïîëüçîâàòåëÿ, ðàçãðàíè÷åíèå
ïðàâ äîñòóïà è óïðàâëåíèå äîñòóïîì ê äàííûì, ïðèìå-
íåíèå àëãîðèòìîâ øèôðîâàíèÿ è èñïîëüçîâàíèå ìåæ-
ñåòåâûõ ýêðàíîâ.
Çàùèòà èíôîðìàöèè â êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñåòÿõ òðåáóåò-
ñÿ êàê äëÿ îðãàíèçàöèé ñî ñëîæíîé àäìèíèñòðàòèâíî-
òåððèòîðèàëüíîé ñòðóêòóðîé, òàê è äëÿ êîìïàíèé,
èñïîëüçóþùèõ îáëà÷íûå òåõíîëîãèè, îíëàéí êàññû,
IP-òåëåôîíèþ, Èíòåðíåò-áàíêè, ñèñòåìû ýëåêòðîííîãî
äîêóìåíòîîáîðîòà.
Êàê ïðàâèëî, ðåàëèçàöèÿ ìåðîïðèÿòèé êîìïëåêñíîé
çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè â êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñåòÿõ îñëîæ-
íåíà àïïàðàòíî-ïðîãðàììíîé íåñîâìåñòèìîñòüþ áîëü-
øèíñòâà åå ýëåìåíòîâ ìåæäó ñîáîé. Ïðè÷èíîé ýòîãî
ÿâëÿåòñÿ èñïîëüçîâàíèå îáîðóäîâàíèÿ ðàçíûõ ïîêîëå-
íèé è ïðîèçâîäèòåëåé, ðàçëè÷íûõ áàç äàííûõ è ëî-
êàëüíûõ ñåòåé (Local Area Network � LAN).
Ïðè ýòîì, âñå ïðèìåíÿåìûå ñðåäñòâà è òåõíîëîãèè çà-
ùèòû íå äîëæíû ïðåïÿòñòâîâàòü êîððåêòíîìó ôóíê-
öèîíèðîâàíèþ ýëåìåíòîâ êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè.
Êàñàÿñü âîïðîñà çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè, îáðàáà-
òûâàåìîé â êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñåòÿõ, òàêæå ñòîèò îòìå-
òèòü, ÷òî â ñëó÷àå íàëè÷èÿ â îðãàíèçàöèè èíôîðìàöèè,
òðåáóþùåé ðàçëè÷íîãî óðîâíÿ çàùèòû, âíóòðè íåå ñî-
çäàåòñÿ íåñêîëüêî ñåòåé ñ ñîîòâåòñòâóþùèìè òðåáîâà-

íèÿìè ê çàùèùåííîñòè äàííûõ.

äëÿ ïîëó÷åíèÿ äîñòóïà ê ðåñóðñàì êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñå-
òè èñïîëüçóåòñÿ íåñêîëüêî óñòðîéñòâ ñ ðàçíûìè óðîâ-
íÿìè çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè, ÷òî ñîçäàåò îïðåäåëåííûå
íåóäîáñòâà.
Òàêèì îáðàçîì, èñïîëüçîâàíèå ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ
äëÿ äîñòóïà ê ñåòÿì ñ ðàçíûìè òðåáîâàíèÿìè ê çà-
ùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ îãðàíè-
÷åíî íà îðãàíèçàöèîííî-àäìèíèñòðàòèâíîì óðîâíå, ïî-
ñêîëüêó íå ñóùåñòâóåò ýôôåêòèâíûõ òåõíè÷åñêèõ ïðî-
ãðàììíûõ è àïïàðàòíûõ ñðåäñòâ çàùèòû, îáåñïå÷èâà-
þùèõ ãàðàíòèðîâàííóþ çàùèòó èíôîðìàöèè. Ñóùå-
ñòâóþùèå òåõíè÷åñêèå ïîäõîäû ê çàùèòå èíôîðìà-
öèè, èñïîëüçóåìûå äëÿ ñòàöèîíàðíûõ ðàáî÷èõ ñòàíöèé
� ÝÂÌ, íå ïðèìåíèìû â ïîëíîé ìåðå ê ìîáèëüíûì
óñòðîéñòâàì èç-çà îãðàíè÷åííîñòè èõ âû÷èñëèòåëü-
íûõ ðåñóðñîâ, ìîáèëüíîñòè, ìóëüòèôóíêöèîíàëüíîñòè,
à òàêæå îñîáåííîñòåé èõ ïðîãðàììíî-àïïàðàòíîé àð-
õèòåêòóðû. Ïîýòîìó íåîáõîäèì ïîèñê ïðèíöèïèàëü-
íî íîâûõ ïóòåé îáåñïå÷åíèÿ íà òåõíè÷åñêîì óðîâíå
òðåáóåìîãî óðîâíÿ çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè ìîáèëüíûõ
óñòðîéñòâ â ñîñòàâå êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè.
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Àíàëèç òðåáîâàíèé, ïðåäúÿâëÿåìûõ ê
çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ

Â ñòàòüå ïðîâåäåí àíàëèç òðåáîâàíèé, ïðåäúÿâëÿåìûõ ê çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ
â ñîñòàâå êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè è ôàêòîðîâ, âëèÿþùèõ íà íåå. Âûÿñíåíî, ÷òî çà÷àñòóþ â ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîé-
ñòâàõ îòñóòñòâóåò ÷åòêàÿ ãðàíèöà ìåæäó ïðèâàòíîé è êîðïîðàòèâíîé èíôîðìàöèåé, õîòÿ ñîîòâåòñòâóþ-
ùèå äàííûå äîëæíû èñïîëüçîâàòüñÿ è õðàíèòüñÿ îòäåëüíî. Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì âîçíèêàåò íåîáõîäèìîñòü â ðàçðà-
áîòêå ñîîòâåòñòâóþùèõ ïîäõîäîâ, îáåñïå÷èâàþùèõ áåçîïàñíóþ ðàáîòó ñ èíôîðìàöèåé ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ
â ñîñòàâå êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè. Ïðè ýòîì êîðïîðàòèâíàÿ èíôîðìàöèÿ äîëæíà õðàíèòüñÿ è îáðàáàòûâàòüñÿ
èñêëþ÷èòåëüíî â çàùèùåííîì ðåæèìå.

Â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ íàáëþäàåòñÿ ïîñòîÿííûé ðîñò ïî-
òðåáíîñòè ïîëüçîâàòåëåé òåëåêîììóíèêàöèîííûõ ñå-
òåé â äîñòóïå ê èíôîðìàöèè, íåçàâèñèìî îò èõ ìå-
ñòîðàñïîëîæåíèÿ. Ïðè÷èíîé ýòîìó ñëóæèò óëó÷øå-
íèå ïðîïóñêíîé ñïîñîáíîñòè ðàäèîòåõíè÷åñêèõ êàíà-
ëîâ ñâÿçè, ðàçâèòèå ìíîãîôóíêöèîíàëüíûõ ìîáèëüíûõ
óñòðîéñòâ è èíôîðìàöèîííûõ òåõíîëîãèé. Äàííàÿ òåí-
äåíöèÿ êîñíóëàñü è ñîâðåìåííûõ êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñå-
òåé, ïðåäîñòàâëÿþùèõ äîñòóï ê èíôîêîììóíèêàöèîí-
íûì óñëóãàì è ðåñóðñàì ñ ðàçíûìè òðåáîâàíèÿìè ïî
çàùèùåííîñòè è àêòèâíî èñïîëüçóþùèì â ñâîåé àðõè-
òåêòóðå ìîáèëüíûå óñòðîéñòâà â êà÷åñòâå îêîíå÷íûõ
ðàáî÷èõ óñòðîéñòâ.
Ñîâðåìåííîå ìîáèëüíîå óñòðîéñòâî ÿâëÿåòñÿ ìíî-
ãîôóíêöèîíàëüíûì ìåäèà-óñòðîéñòâîì, îáëàäàþùèì
âû÷èñëèòåëüíûìè è êîììóíèêàöèîííûìè ðåñóðñàìè,
â êîòîðîì ôóíêöèÿ òåëåôîííûõ ïåðåãîâîðîâ íå ÿâ-
ëÿåòñÿ ïåðâîñòåïåííîé. Îñíîâíûå óçëû ñîâðåìåííûõ
óñòðîéñòâ àãðåãèðîâàíû â ñîñòàâå åäèíîé ìèêðîñõåìû,
÷òî íåîáõîäèìî äëÿ óëó÷øåíèÿ ïîêàçàòåëÿ ýêîíîìè÷-
íîñòè. Â ðàìêàõ ìèêðîñõåìû ðåàëèçóþòñÿ çàäà÷è ñáî-
ðà, îáðàáîòêè, õðàíåíèÿ è îáìåíà ïîëüçîâàòåëüñêîé è
ñëóæåáíîé èíôîðìàöèåé. Â íåêîòîðûõ ñëó÷àÿõ ïðî-
èñõîäèò îáúåäèíåíèå íà îäíîì êðèñòàëëå íåñêîëüêèõ
ÿäåð îñíîâíîãî ïðîöåññîðà, êîììóíèêàöèîííîãî ïðî-
öåññîðà, ãðàôè÷åñêîãî ñîïðîöåññîðà è äð. Ïðè íåîáõî-
äèìîñòè äîáàâëÿþò ìèêðîêîíòðîëëåðû äëÿ êîäèðîâà-
íèÿ ðå÷è, âûñîêî÷àñòîòíûå áëîêè äëÿ ðàáîòû â ðàç-
ëè÷íûõ ñòàíäàðòàõ ñåòè ñîòîâîé ñâÿçè, èíòåðôåéñíûå
áëîêîâ Wi-Fi, ìîäóëè GPS/TnOHACC/Galileo/Beidou,
à òàêæå íàáîðû èíòåðôåéñîâ äëÿ âçàèìîäåéñòâèÿ ñ
ðàçëè÷íûìè òèïàìè óñòðîéñòâ (USB, SD, MMC, UART
è äð.). Òàêèì îáðàçîì îáåñïå÷èâàåòñÿ êîíôèãóðèðîâà-
íèå ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ äëÿ ðåøåíèÿ ðàçëè÷íûõ çà-
äà÷ ñ ó÷åòîì òðåáîâàíèé ïîëüçîâàòåëåé [1].
Ïðèíöèïèàëüíûì âîïðîñîì ïðè èñïîëüçîâàíèè ìî-
áèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ â êà÷åñòâå ýëåìåíòîâ êîðïîðàòèâ-
íîé ñåòè âûñòóïàåò âîïðîñ äîâåðèÿ ê àïïàðàòíûì
ïëàòôîðìàì ýòèõ óñòðîéñòâ. Êàê ïðàâèëî, îíè ðåà-
ëèçîâàíû ñ èñïîëüçîâàíèåì èìïîðòíûõ ýëåêòðîííûõ
êîìïîíåíòîâ è òåõíîëîãèè System-on-Chip.
Â ïîäàâëÿþùåì áîëüøèíñòâå ñîâðåìåííûõ ãàäæåòîâ
èñïîëüçóåòñÿ àðõèòåêòóðà ARM-ïðîöåññîðîâ, ñ íàëè-

÷èåì òàêîé òåõíîëîãèè êàê TrustZone. Äàííîå ðå-
øåíèå ñëóæèò äëÿ àïïàðàòíîé âèðòóàëèçàöèè äâóõ
ïàðàëëåëüíûõ ïðîöåññîâ � äîâåðåííîãî â ðàìêàõ
ðàáîòû îïåðàöèîííîé ñèñòåìû SecureOS è "ãîñòå-
âîé"îïåðàöèîííîé ñèñòåìû � RichOS. Äîâåðåííûå
ïðîöåññû â TrustZone îáëàäàþò ïîëíûì êîíòðîëåì íàä
"ãîñòåâîé"ñèñòåìîé, âêëþ÷àÿ íàëè÷èå æåñòêèõ êîí-
òðîëèðóþùèõ ôóíêöèé è ôóíêöèé ðàçâåäêè. Ïðèëî-
æåíèÿ èç TrustZone óïðàâëÿþòñÿ SecureOS, êîòîðàÿ
âíåäðÿåòñÿ â ìèêðîñõåìó íà ýòàïå åå ïðîèçâîäñòâà.
Ïðè ýòîì RichOS (íàïðèìåð, òàêàÿ êàê Android) íå
èìååò ôóíêöèîíàëüíûõ âîçìîæíîñòåé îïðåäåëèòü íà-
ëè÷èå SecureOS. Ïî ñòàòèñòèêå, â áîëåå 95% ñîâðåìåí-
íûõ ïðîöåññîðàõ ñ ARM-àðõèòåêòóðîé âíåäðåíà òåõ-
íîëîãèÿ TrustZone. Â èõ ÷èñëî âõîäÿò òàê æå çàùè-
ùåííûå ñìàðòôîíû òèïà Êîïåðíèê Ñ1, Samsung Z3,
YotaPhone, YotaPhone 2 [2].
Ê îñîáåííîñòÿì èñïîëüçîâàíèÿ ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ
ìîæíî îòíåñòè òîò ôàêò, ÷òî ñîòðóäíèêè îáû÷íî ïîëü-
çóþòñÿ èìè â ìåñòàõ, íå êîíòðîëèðóåìûõ êîìïàíèåé.
Íî äàæå åñëè óñòðîéñòâà èñïîëüçóþòñÿ âíóòðè îôèñà,
îíè ïåðåíîñÿòñÿ ñ ìåñòà íà ìåñòî, è ýòî ñàìî ïî ñåáå ñî-
çäàåò óãðîçó óòå÷êè êîíôèäåíöèàëüíîé èíôîðìàöèè.
Êðîìå òîãî, ñìàðò-ãàäæåòû ñ âîçìîæíîñòüþ õðàíåíèÿ
è îáðàáîòêè èíôîðìàöèè ìîãóò áûòü ïîòåðÿíû èëè
óêðàäåíû, ïðè ýòîì äàííûå, õðàíèìûå íà íèõ, ïîäâåð-
ãàþòñÿ âûñîêîìó ðèñêó áûòü ñêîìïðîìåòèðîâàííûìè.
Ïðè ôîðìèðîâàíèè ïîëèòèê áåçîïàñíîñòè è ðåãëàìåí-
òîâ èñïîëüçîâàíèÿ ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ â îðãàíèçàöè-
ÿõ îáû÷íî ó÷èòûâàþò, ÷òî òàêèå óñòðîéñòâà ìîãóò ïî-
ïàñòü â ðóêè çëîóìûøëåííèêîâ, êîòîðûå ïîïûòàþòñÿ
ïîëó÷èòü êîíôèäåíöèàëüíûå äàííûå ëèáî íàïðÿìóþ,
ëèáî óäàëåííî, ïîäêëþ÷èâøèñü ê êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè
îðãàíèçàöèè.
Ñòðàòåãèÿ ïî íèâåëèðîâàíèþ ïîñëåäñòâèé ïîäîáíûõ
èíöèäåíòîâ ïîäðàçóìåâàåò èñïîëüçîâàíèå äâóõ óðîâ-
íåé çàùèòû èíôîðìàöèè.
Ïåðâûé óðîâåíü ïîäðàçóìåâàåò èñïîëüçîâàíèå ñðåäñòâ
êðèïòîãðàôèè, íàïðàâëåííûõ íà çàùèòó êîíôèäåíöè-
àëüíûõ äàííûõ ïóòåì øèôðîâàíèÿ ëîêàëüíîãî õðàíè-
ëèùà ìîáèëüíîãî óñòðîéñòâà, èëè èñïîëüçîâàíèå îá-
ëà÷íûõ çàùèùåííûõ ñðåäñòâ õðàíåíèÿ èíôîðìàöèè è
ïîëíîãî çàïðåòà ëîêàëüíîãî õðàíåíèÿ êîíôèäåíöèàëü-
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íûõ äàííûõ.
Âòîðîé óðîâåíü ïîäðàçóìåâàåò îáÿçàòåëüíóþ àóòåíòè-
ôèêàöèþ ïîëüçîâàòåëÿ. Â áîëüøèíñòâå ñëó÷àåâ, ïðåä-

ëåííûé â âèäå ïðîñòîãî PIN-êîäà, ÷òî çíà÷èòåëüíî
ñíèæàåò çàùèùåííîñòü. Ïîýòîìó íóæíû áîëåå íàäåæ-
íûå ìåòîäû àóòåíòèôèêàöèè (íàïðèìåð, àóòåíòèôè-
êàöèÿ â äîìåíå), èñïîëüçóåìûå âìåñòî èëè â äîïîë-
íåíèå ê âñòðîåííûì âîçìîæíîñòÿì óñòðîéñòâà. Êðî-
ìå òîãî, ñòîèò ó÷èòûâàòü, ÷òî äàæå åñëè ìîáèëüíîå
óñòðîéñòâî âñåãäà íàõîäèòñÿ ïðè âëàäåëüöå, ñóùåñòâó-
þò èíûå óãðîçû áåçîïàñíîñòè (íàïðèìåð, âîçìîæíîñòü
ïîäãëÿäåòü âàæíûå äàííûå èëè ïðîöåññ ââîäà ïàðîëÿ).
Åùå ê îäíîé íåìàëîâàæíîé îñîáåííîñòè ìîáèëüíûõ
óñòðîéñòâ ìîæíî îòíåñòè èõ ñïîñîáíîñòü âçàèìîäåé-
ñòâîâàòü ñ äðóãèìè ñèñòåìàìè äëÿ õðàíåíèÿ è ñèíõðî-
íèçàöèè äàííûõ. Ëîêàëüíîå âçàèìîäåéñòâèå âêëþ÷à-
åò â ñåáÿ íåïîñðåäñòâåííîå ïîäêëþ÷åíèå ìîáèëüíîãî
óñòðîéñòâà ê ÝÂÌ, â òî âðåìÿ êàê óäàëåííîå âçàèìî-
äåéñòâèå ÷àùå âñåãî âêëþ÷àåò àâòîìàòè÷åñêîå àðõèâè-
ðîâàíèå äàííûõ â îáëà÷íîì õðàíèëèùå.
Åñëè âñå ýëåìåíòû êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè íàõîäÿòñÿ ïîä
êîíòðîëåì îðãàíèçàöèè, òî ðèñêè, â öåëîì, ÿâëÿþòñÿ
ïðèåìëåìûìè. Îäíàêî íà ïðàêòèêå êàê ìèíèìóì îäèí
ýëåìåíò îêàçûâàåòñÿ âíåøíèì äëÿ îðãàíèçàöèè:
� âîçìîæíî ïîäêëþ÷åíèå ëè÷íîãî ìîáèëüíîãî
óñòðîéñòâà ê êîðïîðàòèâíîé ÝÂÌ;
� âîçìîæíî ïîäêëþ÷åíèå êîðïîðàòèâíîãî ìîáèëüíî-
ãî óñòðîéñòâà ê óäàëåííîìó õðàíèëèùó;
� âîçìîæåí ïåðåíîñ âðåäîíîñíîãî ïðîãðàììíîãî êîäà
ñ îäíîãî óñòðîéñòâà íà äðóãîå.
Â ýòîì ñëó÷àå, ñòðàòåãèè ìèíèìèçàöèè ðèñêîâ çàâè-
ñÿò îò òèïà ñîåäèíåíèÿ. Ïðåäîòâðàùåíèå ñèíõðîíèçà-
öèè êîðïîðàòèâíîãî ìîáèëüíîãî óñòðîéñòâà ñ ëè÷íîé
ÝÂÌ òðåáóåò íàëè÷èÿ íà óñòðîéñòâå ñïåöèàëüíûõ ïðî-
ãðàììíûõ èëè ïðîãðàììíî-àïïàðàòíûõ ñðåäñòâ ðàç-
ãðàíè÷åíèÿ, êîòîðûå îïðåäåëÿþò ðàçðåøåííîå ê ñèí-
õðîíèçàöèè óñòðîéñòâî. Àíàëîãè÷íîå òðåáîâàíèå ñïðà-
âåäëèâî è äëÿ ïðåäîòâðàùåíèÿ ñèíõðîíèçàöèè ëè÷-
íûõ ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ ñ êîðïîðàòèâíûìè ÝÂÌ.
Ïðåäîòâðàùåíèÿ äîñòóïà ê óäàëåííûì õðàíèëèùàì
ìîæíî äîñòèãíóòü ïóòåì áëîêèðîâàíèÿ ñåðâèñîâ, íå
ïîçâîëÿÿ, íàïðèìåð, ñîåäèíèòüñÿ ñ äîìåííûìè ñëóæ-
áàìè èëè êîíôèãóðèðóÿ ìîáèëüíûå óñòðîéñòâà ñ öå-
ëüþ èñêëþ÷åíèÿ èñïîëüçîâàíèÿ ýòèõ ñåðâèñîâ.
Ïðè íàëè÷èè â êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè îðãàíèçàöèè äàí-
íûõ, òðåáóþùèõ áîëåå âûñîêîãî óðîâíÿ çàùèòû, âíóò-
ðè íåå ñîçäàåòñÿ íåñêîëüêî ñåòåé ñ ðàçíûìè òðåáîâàíè-
ÿìè ê çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè. Êàê ïðàâèëî, äëÿ
ïîëó÷åíèÿ äîñòóïà ê ðåñóðñàì êîðïîðàòèâíûõ ñåòåé ñ
ðàçíûìè òðåáîâàíèÿìè ê çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè
èñïîëüçóþòñÿ ðàçëè÷íûå ìîáèëüíûå óñòðîéñòâà ñ ñî-
îòâåòñòâóþùèìè óðîâíÿìè çàùèòû, ÷òî ñîçäàåò îïðå-
äåëåííûå íåóäîáñòâà.
Äëÿ óäîâëåòâîðåíèÿ òðåáîâàíèÿì ê çàùèùåííîñòè èí-
ôîðìàöèè ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ èñ-
ïîëüçóåòñÿ äâà ïîäõîäà [3]:
� óñòàíîâêà ñïåöèàëèçèðîâàííûõ MDM-ðåøåíèé
(Mobile Device Management � MDM) íà ëè÷íûå
óñòðîéñòâà ñîòðóäíèêîâ îðãàíèçàöèè â ðàìêàõ êîí-
öåïöèè BYOD (Bring Your Own Device � BYOD);

� ýêñïëóàòàöèÿ êîðïîðàòèâíûõ çàùèùåííûõ ãàäæå-
òîâ.
Óêàçàííûå ðåøåíèÿ íå âñåãäà îáëàäàþò äîñòàòî÷íîé
ýôôåêòèâíîñòüþ ñ òî÷êè çðåíèÿ ñîîòâåòñòâèÿ òðåáî-
âàíèÿì ê çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèè, îáðàáàòûâàåìîé
ìîáèëüíûìè óñòðîéñòâàìè. Ïðè÷èíàìè ýòîãî ñëóæàò:
� îòñóòñòâèå àäåêâàòíîé ôîðìàëèçîâàííîé ìîäåëè
áåçîïàñíîñòè êîðïîðàòèâíîé ñåòè, â êîòîðîé ïîëíîìåð-
íî ó÷èòûâàåòñÿ èñïîëüçîâàíèå ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ è
ìîáèëüíîñòü èõ ïîëüçîâàòåëåé;
� íåñîâåðøåíñòâî ñèñòåì îïðåäåëåíèÿ ìåñòîïîëîæå-
íèÿ ãàäæåòîâ â ïîìåùåíèÿõ íà òåððèòîðèè îðãàíèçà-
öèè;
� íàëè÷èå òåõíè÷åñêèõ êàíàëîâ óòå÷êè èíôîðìàöèè â
ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâàõ (â òîì ÷èñëå è â êîðïîðàòèâ-
íûõ çàùèùåííûõ ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâàõ) èç-çà íåâîç-
ìîæíîñòè èõ àïïàðàòíîé ïåðåêîíôèãóðàöèè â ðàìêàõ
èñïîëüçîâàíèÿ ñóùåñòâóþùèõ MDM-ðåøåíèé;
� ñáîðêà áîëüøèíñòâà ñîâðåìåííûõ ìîáèëüíûõ
óñòðîéñòâ íà áàçå èìïîðòíûõ ýëåêòðîííûõ êîìïîíåí-
òîâ, êîòîðûå íå ÿâëÿþòñÿ äîâåðåííûìè.
Ïðè ýêñïëóàòàöèè ìîáèëüíûõ óñòðîéñòâ ñóùåñòâóåò
ðÿä âàæíûõ ôàêòîðîâ, îêàçûâàþùèõ ñóùåñòâåííîå
âëèÿíèå íà ñîñòîÿíèå çàùèùåííîñòè èíôîðìàöèîííî-
ãî âçàèìîäåéñòâèÿ â ðàìêàõ ðàáîòû â êîðïîðàòèâíîé
ñåòè. Ê íèì îòíîñÿòñÿ [4]:
� ìèíèàòþðíîñòü, êîòîðàÿ âëèÿåò íà âû÷èñëèòåëü-
íûå è ôóíêöèîíàëüíûå âîçìîæíîñòè, ïîâûøàåò ðèñê

íè ïðîäîëæàåò îñòàâàòüñÿ êóëüòîâûì ïðåäìåòîì îäåæ-
äû. Ïðîñòîé êóñî÷åê òêàíè ñòàë øåäåâðîì, ðåâîëþöè-
îííûì èçîáðåòåíèåì ÕÕ âåêà, êîòîðîìó â 2021 ãîäó
èñïîëíèëîñü 75 ëåò.
Ðàññìîòðèì ýâîëþöèþ æåíñêîãî êóïàëüíîãî êîñòþìà
â ðàçëè÷íûå èñòîðè÷åñêèå ïåðèîäû:

ãî òåëà, à áèêèíè � ýòî äðåâíèé ïðåäìåò ãàðäåðîáà, íà
íåêîòîðîå âðåìÿ èñ÷åçíóâøèé èç îáèõîäà è âîçðîäèâ-
øèéñÿ â ÕÕ âåêå;
2. Àíòè÷íûé êóëüò çäîðîâîãî òåëà áûë îòâåðãíóò ìðà-
êîáåñèåì ñðåäíåâåêîâüÿ. Êóïàëüíûõ êîñòþìîâ òîãäà
íå ñóùåñòâîâàëî, òàê êàê âî âðåìåíà ñòðîãîé ñðåäíåâå-
êîâîé ìîðàëè ñàì ïðîöåññ êóïàíèÿ â îáùåñòâåííîì ìå-
ñòå ðàññìàòðèâàëñÿ êàê ñëèøêîì áîëüøàÿ âîëüíîñòü,
à äëÿ æåíùèí íè î êàêîé ïóáëè÷íîñòè è íå ìîãëî áûòü
è ðå÷è;
3. Äî XVIII âåêà óïîìèíàíèÿ î êàêèõ-ëèáî êóïàëüíûõ
íàðÿäàõ îòñóòñòâîâàëè. Ïðè÷èíîé òîìó áûëî õðèñòè-
àíñòâî, êîòîðîå ïðîïàãàíäèðîâàëî ïóðèòàíñêèé îáðàç
æèçíè è óùåìëÿëî ïðàâà æåíùèí;
4. Íåêîòîðîå ðàñêðåïîùåíèå íðàâîâ ìîæíî îòìåòèòü
â ýïîõó Âîçðîæäåíèÿ. Áëàãîäàðÿ øèðîêîìó óâëå÷åíèþ
èäåÿìè Æ.-Æ. Ðóññî î áëèçîñòè ÷åëîâåêà ê ïðèðîäå è
å¼ åñòåñòâåííîñòè ïîÿâèëñÿ èíòåðåñ ê êóïàíèþ â âîäî-
¼ìàõ. Êóïàëèñü â ïëàòüÿõ, êîòîðûå ìàëî ÷åì îòëè÷à-
ëèñü îò ïîâñåäíåâíûõ. Îäåæäà äëÿ êóïàíèÿ áûëà äàëå-
êà îò ïðàêòè÷íîñòè è óäîáñòâà, ñòèëþ íàðÿäà çíà÷åíèÿ
òîæå íå ïðèäàâàëîñü, à åäèíñòâåííûì êðèòåðèåì ñëó-
æèëà ñêðîìíîñòü. Äëÿ òîãî ÷òîáû ïëàòüå íå ïîäíèìà-
ëîñü â âîäå, ê åãî ïîäîëó äëÿ óòÿæåëåíèÿ ïðèøèâàëèñü
ìåòàëëè÷åñêèå ïðåäìåòû;
5. Â ýïîõó Ïðîñâåùåíèÿ îáùåñòâîì îâëàäåëè èäåè
çäîðîâîãî îáðàçà æèçíè è ãèãèåíû è êóïàíèå â âîäî-
¼ìå ñòàëî ìîäíîé ïðîöåäóðîé. Ïîÿâëåíèþ òàêîãî ïî-
íÿòèÿ, êàê êóïàëüíûé êîñòþì, ñïîñîáñòâîâàë òåõíè÷å-
ñêèé ïðîãðåññ. Ñòðîèòåëüñòâî æåëåçíûõ äîðîã ñäåëàëî
ïëÿæè äîñòóïíûìè äëÿ áîëüøîãî êîëè÷åñòâà ëþäåé.
Âîçíèêëà íåîáõîäèìîñòü â ñïåöèàëüíîé îäåæäå, êîòî-
ðàÿ äîëæíà áûëà áûòü ïî-ïðåæíåìó ñêðîìíîé, íî íå

ñêîâûâàòü äâèæåíèÿ ÷åëîâåêà. Ïîðòíûå íà÷àëè ïðåä-
ëàãàòü æåíùèíàì îáëåã÷¼ííûå ïëàòüÿ äëÿ êóïàíèÿ. Â
ìîäó âîøëè ¾êóïàëüíûå ìàøèíû¿, êîòîðûå ïîçâîëÿëè
ñîõðàíÿòü â îáùåñòâå îáðàç æåíñêîé öåëîìóäðåííîñòè.
Ïî÷òè äî êîíöà ÕIÕ âåêà æåíùèíû áûëè çàæàòû â òåñ-
íûå ðàìêè óñëîâíîñòåé è ïðèëè÷èé, áûëè îãðàíè÷åíû
ìàññîé ïðåäóáåæäåíèé è ñòåðåîòèïîâ;
6. Èçìåíåíèÿ â ìèðå ïëÿæíîé ìîäû íà÷àëè ïðîèñõî-
äèòü â êîíöå XIX âåêà, ïîñëå òîãî êàê ïëàâàíèå îôè-
öèàëüíî áûëî îáúÿâëåíî îëèìïèéñêèì âèäîì ñïîðòà.
Ýòîò ïåðèîä ïðèí¼ñ â ïëÿæíóþ æèçíü íåêîòîðîå ðàñ-
êðåïîùåíèå è ïîñòåïåííîå ñîâåðøåíñòâîâàíèå æåíñêî-
ãî êóïàëüíîãî êîñòþìà: áûëà ïðèäóìàíà ìîäåëü êó-
ïàëüíèêà ¾ïðèíöåññà¿ (òÿæ¼ëûå íèæíèå þáêè óñòóïè-
ëè ìåñòî øèðîêèì øòàíàì èç ë¼ãêîé òêàíè, ê ïîÿñó
êîòîðûõ áûëà ïðèøèòà ë¼ãêàÿ áëóçêà; íî â êîìïëåêò
âñ¼ æå âõîäèëà îòäåëüíàÿ þáêà, êîòîðàÿ ïðèêðûâàëà

ðû. Êóïàëüíûé êîñòþì íà÷èíàåò âòîðèòü ñïîðòèâíûì
òåíäåíöèÿì è çíà÷èòåëüíî óïðîùàåòñÿ: óêîðà÷èâàåò-
ñÿ, èñ÷åçàþò êðèíîëèíû, îáîðêè, ÷óëêè, øëÿïû. Êó-
ïàëüíèê ôàêòè÷åñêè ïðèîáð¼ë ÷åðòû îäåæäû óíèñåêñ.
Íåñìîòðÿ íà ïðåñëåäîâàíèÿ áëþñòèòåëåé çàêîíà, ïî êî-
òîðîìó äàìàì çàïðåùàëîñü îãîëÿòü ÷àñòè ñâîåãî òå-
ëà íà ëþäÿõ, êóïàëüíûå êîñòþìû ïðîäîëæàëè óìåíü-
øàòüñÿ â ðàçìåðàõ, à ïëÿæíàÿ ìîäà ñòàíîâèëàñü âñ¼
áîëåå ñìåëîé è äåðçêîé;
8. Áîðüáîé çà ïðàâî æåíùèí íîñèòü öåëüíûé êóïàëü-
íûé êîñòþì, êîòîðûé â òå âðåìåíà âûçûâàë ìíîãî ñïî-
ðîâ, èçâåñòíà àâñòðàëèéñêàÿ ïëîâ÷èõà À. Êåëëåðìàí �
ñîçäàòåëüíèöà ïåðâîãî êóïàëüíîãî êîñòþìà (1907 ãîä);

ëè ïàòðóëè, êîòîðûå ñ ëèíåéêàìè ïðîâåðÿëè, íàñêîëü-
êî ïðèëè÷íî îäåòû äàìû (íèæíèé êðàé þáêè íå äîë-
æåí áûòü âûøå 15 ñì íàä êîëåíîì, èíà÷å âûïèñûâàëè
øòðàô);

13. Ôðàíöóçñêèé äèçàéíåð Æ. Õåéì â 1932 ãîäó ñî-

15. Âòîðàÿ ìèðîâàÿ âîéíà ïîâëèÿëà íà ñìÿã÷åíèå íðà-
âîâ è ïëÿæíóþ ìîäó. Â 1942 ãîäó, ÷òîáû ñíèçèòü äåôè-
öèò õëîïêà, ø¼ëêà è øåðñòè, Ñîâåò ïî âîåííîìó ïðî-
èçâîäñòâó ÑØÀ ïîñòàíîâèë ýêîíîìèòü òêàíü è ñîêðà-
òèòü èñïîëüçîâàíèå íàòóðàëüíûõ âîëîêîí â îäåæäå, â
òîì ÷èñëå è ïëÿæíîé. Âûïîëíÿÿ ýòî ðàñïîðÿæåíèå,

íûå ìîäåëè. Ïåðâûé âàðèàíò ðàçäåëüíîãî êóïàëüíèêà
áûë ïðåäëîæåí â 1942 ãîäó;
16. Îêîí÷àòåëüíîå ïîðàæåíèå áîðöû çà íðàâñòâåííîñòü
ïîòåðïåëè 5 èþëÿ 1946 ãîäà, êîãäà ìèð óâèäåë èçîáðå-
òåíèå àìåðèêàíñêîãî äèçàéíåðà Ë. Ðåàðà � íîâûé êó-
ïàëüíûé êîñòþì áèêèíè, ñîñòîÿâøèé èç óçêîãî áþñò-
ãàëüòåðà è î÷åíü êîðîòêèõ ïëàâîê èç òêàíè ñ ãàçåòíûì
ïðèíòîì. Áèêèíè ñòàëî ñèìâîëîì ðàñêðåïîùåíèÿ æåí-
ùèí ÕÕ âåêà. Íà åãî ïîïóëÿðíîñòü îãðîìíîå âëèÿíèå
îêàçàë êèíåìàòîãðàô: ïðîäþñåðû ïîíÿëè, ÷òî çàëîãîì
êîììåð÷åñêîãî óñïåõà êàðòèíû ÿâëÿåòñÿ äåâóøêà â îò-
êðûòîì êóïàëüíèêå, è óñèëåííî ïðîäâèãàëè îòêðîâåí-

çâàë ñåíñàöèþ. Îäíàêî îêàçàëîñü, ÷òî ìíîãèå æåíùè-
íû åù¼ íå ãîòîâû åãî íîñèòü. Íî, íåñìîòðÿ íà ìíîãî-
÷èñëåííûå ïðîòåñòû è óïð¼êè â àìîðàëüíîñòè, ó áèêè-
íè ñ ñàìîãî íà÷àëà ïîÿâèëèñü ïðèâåðæåíöû è èõ ÷èñëî
ðîñëî ñ êàæäûì ãîäîì. Äëÿ åâðîïåéñêèõ æåíùèí áè-
êèíè ñòàëî ãëîòêîì ñâåæåãî âîçäóõà è ñâîáîäû. Îäåð-
æàòü îêîí÷àòåëüíóþ ïîáåäó áèêèíè ïîìîã Ãîëëèâóä;

19. Òîðæåñòâî ñåêñóàëüíîé ðåâîëþöèè â 1960-õ ãîäàõ
îçíàìåíîâàëî òîðæåñòâî áèêèíè âî âñåì ìèðå (çà èñ-
êëþ÷åíèåì êàòîëè÷åñêèõ ñòðàí). Ýòîò êóïàëüíûé êî-
ñòþì âí¼ñ âêëàä â ðàçâèòèå èçìåíÿþùèõñÿ îòíîøåíèé
ìåæäó ìóæ÷èíàìè è æåíùèíàìè. Ïîñëåäóþùåå ðàçâè-

22. 70-å ãîäû ÕÕ âåêà ïðèíåñëè ïîëíîå ðàñêðåïîùåíèå
íðàâîâ: äâèæåíèå õèïïè ïðîïàãàíäèðîâàëî îòêðûòîå
ïðèíÿòèå íàãîòû (íóäèçì);
23. Êóïàëüíàÿ ìîäà 1980-õ ãîäîâ àññîöèèðóåòñÿ ñ ïîïó-
ëÿðíûìè òîãäà âå÷åðèíêàìè ó áàññåéíà ñ çàêðûòûìè
êóïàëüíèêàìè;
24. Â 1990-å ãîäû ãðàíäèîçíûì ñîáûòèåì â ìèðå ïëÿæ-
íîé ìîäû ñòàíîâèòñÿ ñåðèàë ¾Ñïàñàòåëè Ìàëèáó¿.Æå-
ëàÿ ñòàòü ïîõîæèìè íà ïðèâëåêàòåëüíûõ ñïàñàòåëü-

Îöåíêà áèçíåñà � ýòî ïðîöåññ îïðåäåëåíèÿ äîëè ñîá-
ñòâåííèêà (àêöèîíåðà, ïàðòíåðà) â ñòîèìîñòè êîìïà-
íèè èëè åå êàïèòàëå. Îáúåêòàìè îöåíêè â ðàìêàõ îöåí-

ñ ãëóáîêèì çíàíèåì îòðàñëåâûõ òîíêîñòåé ïîçâîëÿåò
íàøèì ñïåöèàëèñòàì ñòàòü íàñòîÿùèìè ïðîôåññèîíà-
ëàìè, ðàáîòàþùèìè ñ îñíîâíûìè îòðàñëÿìè ðîññèé-
ñêîé ýêîíîìèêè.
Òðàäèöèîííûå ìåòîäû ôèíàíñîâîãî àíàëèçà îñíîâàíû
íà ðàñ÷åòå ôèíàíñîâûõ êîýôôèöèåíòîâ è áàçèðóþò-
ñÿ èñêëþ÷èòåëüíî íà äàííûõ ôèíàíñîâîé îò÷åòíîñòè
êîìïàíèè. Îäíàêî â ïðîöåññå îöåíêè ñòîèìîñòè êîìïà-

áîëüøå äåíåã ïðèíîñèò âàøà îðãàíèçàöèÿ, òåì âûøå
öåíà âàøåãî áèçíåñà. Îöåíùèê îïðåäåëÿåò ðàçìåð áó-

äóùåãî äîõîäà, êîòîðûé ïîëó÷èò âëàäåëåö â ñëó÷àå
óñïåõà èëè ïðîäàæè êîìïàíèè, è ñâÿçàííûå ñ ýòèì ôè-
íàíñîâûå ðèñêè. Ýòîò ïîäõîä îáû÷íî èñïîëüçóåòñÿ ïðè
ïðîâåäåíèè îöåíêè áèçíåñà, êîãäà âàì íóæíî ïðåäñòà-
âèòü íîâûé èíâåñòèöèîííûé ïðîåêò èëè ïðîäàòü êîì-
ïàíèþ.
Ìåòîä çàòðàò. Ýòî âêëþ÷àåò â ñåáÿ îïðåäåëåíèå ñòî-
èìîñòè êîìïàíèè ñ òî÷êè çðåíèÿ ïîíåñåííûõ çàòðàò.
Ýòîò ìåòîä ñàìûé ïðîñòîé, íî â òî æå âðåìÿ î÷åíü

åò ñàì ñîòðóäíèê è ïðåäïðèíèìàåò îïðåäåëåííûå äåé-

ìèðîâàòü ó ðàáîòíèêà ïîòðåáíîñòü âîñïîëüçîâàòüñÿ
âíóòðåííèì ïðîäóêòîì. Ýòî ìîãóò áûòü è ïðîñòî ðàç-

Öåëüþ ðåàëèçàöèè êîìïëåêñà âíóòðåííåãî ìàðêåòèí-
ãà ÿâëÿåòñÿ ñîçäàíèå òàêîé ñèñòåìû âçàèìîîòíîøåíèé
âíóòðè îðãàíèçàöèè, êîòîðûå ñîçäàþò áëàãîïðèÿòíûå
óñëîâèÿ äëÿ ðàáîòû ïåðñîíàëîì, ÷òî, â ñâîþ î÷åðåäü,
ïîâûøàåòñÿ óñïåøíîñòü è ýôôåêòèâíîñòü äåÿòåëüíî-
ñòè îðãàíèçàöèè â öåëîì.

÷åíèå óäîâëåòâîðåííîñòè ïåðñîíàëîì âñåâîçìîæíûìè

Â ñòàòüå ðàññìàòðèâàåòñÿ îäèí èç àñïåêòîâ ñåíñîðíîãî ìàðêåòèíãà � âîçäåéñòâèå íà îðãàíû ÷óâñòâ ïîòðå-
áèòåëÿ ïîñðåäñòâîì öâåòîâîãî îôîðìëåíèÿ òîðãîâîé òî÷êè. Àâòîðîì íà îñíîâå èçó÷åííîãî òåîðåòè÷åñêîãî
ìàòåðèàëà è ðåçóëüòàòîâ ïðîâåä¼ííîãî àíêåòèðîâàíèÿ äàíû ïðàêòè÷åñêèå ðåêîìåíäàöèè ïî äàííîìó âîïðîñó.

Êàê èçâåñòíî, èíñòðóìåíòû ñåíñîðíîãî ìàðêåòèíãà íà-
ïðàâëåíû íà âîçäåéñòâèå ïÿòè îðãàíîâ ÷óâñòâ, êîòîðûå
åñòü ó êàæäîãî ÷åëîâåêà: ãëàçà, óøè, íîñ, ÿçûê, êî-
æà. Ïî ìíåíèþ ïîòðåáèòåëåé, íàèáîëåå âîñïðèèì÷èâû-
ìè ÿâëÿþòñÿ ãëàçà. Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, ñîâðåìåííûì áðåí-
äàì, èñïîëüçóþùèì â ñâîèõ òîðãîâûõ òî÷êàõ òåõíî-
ëîãèè ñåíñîðíîãî ìàðêåòèíãà, â ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü íåîá-
õîäèìî îáðàùàòü âíèìàíèå íà ôàêòîðû, âîçäåéñòâó-
þùèå íà îðãàí çðåíèÿ. Íåïîñðåäñòâåííîå âëèÿíèå íà

çðèòåëüíîå âîñïðèÿòèå òîâàðà è áðåíäà îêàçûâàåò öâå-
òîâîå îôîðìëåíèå òîðãîâîé òî÷êè. Î íåìàëîâàæíîñòè
ýòîãî ôàêòîðà ñâèäåòåëüñòâóåò è òî, ÷òî ïðè ïîñåùå-
íèè ìàãàçèíà â ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü áîëüøèíñòâî ïîòðåáè-
òåëåé ïðèâëåêàåò åãî öâåòîâîå ðåøåíèå.
Âîçíèêàåò íåîáõîäèìîñòü òàêîãî îôîðìëåíèÿ òîðãîâîé
òî÷êè, ÷òîáû öâåò ñîîòâåòñòâîâàë å¼ òîâàðíîìó àññîð-
òèìåíòó. Íàïðèìåð, åñëè ýòî ìàãàçèí ÷àÿ, òî ðåêîìåí-
äóåìûì öâåòîì îôîðìëåíèÿ òåõ çîí, ãäå ïðåäëàãàåò-
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ñÿ ë¼ãêèé ÷àé (íàïðèìåð, çåë¼íûé) ÿâëÿåòñÿ ñâåòëî-
çåë¼íûé öâåò. Äëÿ òåõ çîí, ãäå ïðåäëàãàåòñÿ ôðóêòî-
âûé ÷àé, ìîæíî ïðèìåíèòü öâåò áîðäî, à â òîé çîíå, ãäå
âíèìàíèþ ïîòðåáèòåëÿ ïðåäñòàâëåí ÷¼ðíûé ÷àé, ñëå-
äóåò èñïîëüçîâàòü ò¼ìíî-êîðè÷íåâûé èëè ÷¼ðíûé öâåò.
Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ó ïîêóïàòåëÿ â ñîçíàíèè ñðàçó ñôîð-
ìèðóåòñÿ ÷¼òêîå ïîíÿòèå òîãî, ÷òî êàæäàÿ îáëàñòü ñ
òåì èëè èíûì öâåòîì ñîîòâåòñòâóåò ÷àþ îïðåäåë¼ííî-
ãî òèïà. Òàêîå ðàöèîíàëüíîå öâåòîâîå îôîðìëåíèå òîð-
ãîâîé òî÷êè ïîìîæåò ëåãêî îðèåíòèðîâàòüñÿ â ïðåäëî-
æåííîì àññîðòèìåíòå, à òàêæå äëÿ ëþáèòåëåé îïðåäå-
ë¼ííîãî âèäà ÷àÿ ýòî ïîçâîëèò ñðàçó æå ñêîíöåíòðè-
ðîâàòü âíèìàíèå íà èíòåðåñóþùåì òîâàðå. Áåçóñëîâ-
íî, ýòî ãîðàçäî ëó÷øå, ÷åì îôîðìëÿòü âåñü ìàãàçèí â
îäíîì öâåòå, êîòîðûé íå âûçîâåò àññîöèàöèé ñ ïðåä-
ëîæåííûì àññîðòèìåíòîì (íàïðèìåð, ñâåòëî-æ¼ëòûé,
ÿðêî-êðàñíûé, ñèíèé öâåòà çäåñü áûëè áû íåóìåñòíû).
Åñëè îáðàòèòüñÿ ê ðàññìîòðåíèþ öâåòîâîãî îôîðìëå-
íèÿ ñóïåðìàðêåòà (ãèïåðìàðêåòà), òî çäåñü íàäî ó÷åñòü
òî, ÷òî êàæäûé òîâàð âûçûâàåò ó ïîòðåáèòåëåé îïðåäå-
ë¼ííûå àññîöèàöèè. Íàïðèìåð, äëÿ îôîðìëåíèÿ îâîù-
íîãî îòäåëà ðåêîìåíäóåòñÿ ïðèìåíÿòü çåë¼íûå òîíà,
êîòîðûå áóäóò ñîîáùàòü ïîòðåáèòåëþ î ñâåæåñòè, ñî÷-
íîñòè îâîùåé. Òàêæå çäåñü ñëåäóåò âçÿòü âî âíèìàíèå
è òî, ÷òî çåë¼íûé öâåò àññîöèèðóåòñÿ ñ æèçíüþ, ñî
çäîðîâüåì, è îâîùè â òî æå âðåìÿ èìåþò â ñîçíàíèè
ïîòðåáèòåëåé ñòàòóñ çäîðîâîãî ïèòàíèÿ. Êðîìå òîãî,
â ðàìêàõ îäíîãî îòäåëà (íàïðèìåð, ôðóêòîâîãî) ìîæ-
íî ïðèìåíÿòü ðàçíûå öâåòà, ñîîòâåòñòâóþùèå ðàçíûì
ôðóêòàì. Íàïðèìåð, íàä ãðàíàòàìè ìîæíî ïðèìåíèòü
âûâåñêó â öâåòå ñïåëîé âèøíè, íàä àïåëüñèíàìè � âû-
âåñêó îðàíæåâîãî öâåòà, íàä áàíàíàìè � ÿðêî-æ¼ëòîãî
è ò.ï. Óäà÷íûì áóäåò ñîçäàòü íà ýòèõ âûâåñêàõ âèçó-
àëèçàöèþ ôðóêòîâ â ðàçðåçå. Åñëè ôðóêò ñî÷íûé, ñ
ìÿêîòüþ, òî èçîáðàçèòü êàïåëüêè ñîêà ýòîãî ôðóêòà,
÷òî ïîä÷åðêí¼ò åãî ñî÷íîñòü.
Â òî æå âðåìÿ ê îòäåëó ñ ìîëî÷íîé ïðîäóêöèåé áóäóò
ñîâåðøåííî èíûå òðåáîâàíèÿ. Íàïðèìåð, ìîæíî âèçó-
àëèçèðîâàòü ìîìåíò, êîãäà ìîëîêî íàëèâàþò â ñòàêàí
ïåðåä åãî ïîòðåáëåíèåì. Íà çàäíåì ïëàíå æåëàòåëüíî,
÷òîáû ïðîñëåæèâàëîñü èçîáðàæåíèå äåðåâüåâ, çàáîðà,
÷òî âûçîâåò ó ïîòðåáèòåëÿ àññîöèàöèè ñ äåðåâíåé. À â
äåðåâíå, êàê èçâåñòíî, ñàìîå âêóñíîå è ïîëåçíîå ìîëî-
êî. Îäíàêî íàä éîãóðòàìè ñëåäóåò ïðèìåíèòü âûâåñêè
äðóãîãî ïëàíà. Íåîáõîäèìî ñäåëàòü àêöåíò íà òîì, êà-
êàÿ äîáàâêà èñïîëüçóåòñÿ â éîãóðòå. Íàïðèìåð, åñëè
ýòî ÷åðíè÷íûé éîãóðò, òî íà áàííåðå ìîæíî èçîáðà-
çèòü, êàê ÿãîäû ÷åðíèêè ïàäàþò â áåëîñíåæíîå ìîëî-
êî, èëè, íàïðèìåð, åñëè ýòî éîãóðò ñ ïåðñèêîâîé íà-
÷èíêîé, òî íåðàçóìíûì áóäåò ïîêàçûâàòü, êàê öåëûå
ïåðñèêè ïàäàþò â ìîëîêî. Ýòî áóäåò ñòðàííî âûãëÿ-
äåòü, òàê êàê ïåðñèêè ñîäåðæàò êîñòî÷êè, à â éîãóðòå
ïîòðåáèòåëþ ñîâñåì íå õî÷åòñÿ èõ îáíàðóæèòü. Çíà÷èò,
íàèëó÷øèé âàðèàíò � èçîáðàçèòü ñàìè ìåëêèå êóñî÷-
êè ïåðñèêà â ìîëîêå. Êðîìå òîãî, êàæäûé ôðóêò èëè
ÿãîäà íà÷èíàþò ñ òå÷åíèåì âðåìåíè, íàõîäÿñü â êèñëî-
ìîëî÷íîé æèäêîñòè, îêðàøèâàòü å¼ ñâîèì ñîêîì. Ýòî
ãîâîðèò î òîì, ÷òî áîëåå àïïåòèòíî áàííåð áóäåò âû-
ãëÿäåòü â òîì ñëó÷àå, åñëè êóñî÷êè ïåðñèêà äàäóò ìî-
ëîêó íåæíî-îðàíæåâûé îòòåíîê.
Â ìåñòàõ ïðîäàæè êîôå ìîæíî ñäåëàòü áàííåðû ñ
êðóïíûì èçîáðàæåíèåì êîôåéíûõ ç¼ðåí. Äðóãîé âà-
ðèàíò � èçîáðàçèòü êðóæêó ñ ò¼ìíîé æèäêîñòüþ (ïî-
òðåáèòåëü ñðàçó æå ïîéì¼ò, ÷òî ýòî êîôå), îò êîòî-

ðîé áóäåò èäòè ïàð. Òàêàÿ âèçóàëèçàöèÿ ñðàçó ïåðå-
äàñò îùóùåíèå íàñûùåííîñòè íàïèòêà, êîñâåííî (ñ ïî-
ìîùüþ èñõîäÿùåãî îò êðóæêè ïàðà) ïîçâîëèò ïî÷óâ-
ñòâîâàòü àðîìàò íàïèòêà. Íåëüçÿ íå ñîãëàñèòüñÿ ñ òåì,
÷òî â òàêîì îòäåëå íåðàçóìíî ïðèìåíÿòü çåë¼íûå öâå-
òà, â áîëüøåé ñòåïåíè âûçûâàþùèå àññîöèàöèè ñ ÷à-
åì, ñ îâîùàìè, íî íèêàê íå ñ êîôå. Ýòî âñ¼ ðàâíî
êàê ïðèìåíÿòü â ìÿñíîì îòäåëå ôèîëåòîâûå èëè ñè-
íèå öâåòà, íèêàê íå âûçûâàþùèå àññîöèàöèé ñ ìÿñîì.
Åäèíñòâåííî ïðàâèëüíûì âàðèàíòîì çäåñü áóäåò ïðè-
ìåíåíèå ðàçëè÷íûõ îòòåíêîâ êðàñíîãî, ðîçîâîãî öâåòà.
Áîëüøóþ ðîëü ñûãðàåò âèçóàëèçàöèÿ ìÿñà â ðàçðåçå,
ãäå áóäóò âèäíû åãî ïðîæèëêè. Êðîìå òîãî, ïðè èçîá-
ðàæåíèè ìÿñà íà áàííåðå ìîæíî òàêæå ñäåëàòü âèçóà-
ëèçàöèþ ñïåöèé, ïðèïðàâ, ÷òî ïîçâîëèò âûçâàòü àïïå-
òèò ó ïîòðåáèòåëÿ. Îäíàêî è çäåñü íàäî áûòü îñòîðîæ-
íûì: íå ðåêîìåíäóåòñÿ èçîáðàæàòü íà áàííåðå ñ ìÿñîì
ñïåöèè æ¼ëòîãî èëè ñåðîãî öâåòà. Òàêèå ñïåöèè íàèáî-
ëåå óìåñòíû äëÿ ñóïîâ, áóëüîíîâ. Íà áàííåðå ñ ìÿñîì
äàæå ïðèïðàâû äîëæíû ñîîòâåòñòâîâàòü îáùåé öâåòî-
âîé êîíöåïöèè è áûòü êðàñíûìè èëè îðàíæåâûìè.
Åñëè ðàññìîòðåòü èíûå ìàãàçèíû, òî çäåñü òàêæå ñó-
ùåñòâóþò îïðåäåë¼ííûå îñîáåííîñòè, êîòîðûå ñëåäóåò
ó÷èòûâàòü ïðè ãðàìîòíîì ñîñòàâëåíèè öâåòîâîãî äè-
çàéíà òîðãîâîé òî÷êè. Íàïðèìåð, â àâòîñàëîíå íåîá-
õîäèìî ïðèìåíÿòü ñäåðæàííûå ñòðîãèå òîíà. Íàèëó÷-
øèé âàðèàíò � ñî÷åòàíèå áåëîãî è ÷¼ðíîãî èëè æå áå-
ëîãî, ÷¼ðíîãî è ñåðîãî. Ýòî ïðèäàñò èìèäæ àâòîñàëî-
íó, ñîçäàñò àòìîñôåðó ýëåãàíòíîñòè, óâàæåíèÿ ê ñâî-
èì êëèåíòàì. Îñòàëüíûå öâåòà çäåñü âîîáùå íå ìîãóò
ðàññìàòðèâàòüñÿ, òàê êàê àâòîñàëîíû â îñíîâíîì íà-
ïðàâëåíû íà ïðèâëå÷åíèå âíèìàíèÿ ìóæñêîé ñîñòîÿ-
òåëüíîé öåëåâîé àóäèòîðèè. Íåëüçÿ ïîñïîðèòü ñ òåì
ôàêòîì, ÷òî ðàçíîîáðàçèå ÿðêèõ òîíîâ âûçîâåò ó ýòèõ
ïîòåíöèàëüíûõ ïîòðåáèòåëåé íåãàòèâíûå ýìîöèè è ñî-
îáùèò î íèçêîì óðîâíå àâòîñàëîíà.
Ïîäîáíûé ïðèíöèï äåéñòâóåò è â ìàãàçèíå ôèðìåííûõ
÷àñîâ. Íàèáîëåå ðàöèîíàëüíûì äëÿ ïîääåðæàíèÿ âû-
ñîêîãî èìèäæà òàêîãî ìàãàçèíà áóäåò ïðèìåíåíèå ïðè-
ãëóø¼ííûõ êîðè÷íåâûõ òîíîâ, ò¼ìíî-ñåðûõ è ÷¼ðíûõ.
Òàêæå âîçìîæíî ïðèìåíåíèå áåëîãî öâåòà äëÿ òåõ ÷à-
ñîâ, êîòîðûå ñîäåðæàò äðàãîöåííûå êàìíè, ÷òî ïîä-
÷åðêí¼ò èõ öåííîñòü, ïðèäàñò èì ýôôåêò áëåñêà, òàêèì
îáðàçîì ñîîáùàÿ ïîòðåáèòåëþ î äðàãîöåííûõ âêðàïëå-
íèÿõ.
Åñëè ðàññìàòðèâàòü ìàãàçèíû äèçàéíåðñêîé îäåæäû,
òî çäåñü öâåòîâîå îôîðìëåíèå çàâèñèò îò òîãî, êàêèå
àññîöèàöèè ñî ñâîèì òîâàðîì õî÷åò ñîçäàòü òîò èëè
èíîé áðåíä. Íàïðèìåð, â ìàãàçèíàõ äæèíñîâ è äæèí-
ñîâîé îäåæäû ìîæíî ñäåëàòü âñ¼ â òîíàõ öâåòà äåíèì.
Êðîìå òîãî, óäà÷íî áóäóò ñìîòðåòüñÿ ïëàêàòû ñ êðóï-
íûì èçîáðàæåíèåì ïîò¼ðòîñòåé íà äæèíñàõ, òîð÷àùèõ
áåëûõ íèòîê, çàïëàòîê, äûð, ÷åðåç êîòîðûå âèäíà êî-
æà. ×åì áîëüøå âîêðóã áóäåò ýòîãî öâåòà è ïëàêà-
òîâ òàêîãî õàðàêòåðà, òåì â áîëüøåé ñòåïåíè ýòî ïî-
ãðóçèò ïîòåíöèàëüíîãî ïîêóïàòåëÿ â àòìîñôåðó âñåãî
òîãî, ÷òî ñâÿçàíî ñ äæèíñàìè è äæèíñîâîé îäåæäîé.
Íåóìåñòíûì çäåñü áóäåò ïðèìåíÿòü íåæíî-ðîçîâûå òî-
íà, êîòîðûå îòëè÷íî â òî æå âðåìÿ ïîõîäÿò äëÿ ìà-
ãàçèíîâ æåíñêîãî íèæíåãî áåëüÿ, ïîòîìó ÷òî íåæíî-
ðîçîâûé öâåò � ýòî öâåò þíîñòè, ìîëîäîñòè, êðàñîòû
è æåíñòâåííîñòè. Êðîìå òîãî, ýòî ìÿãêèé öâåò, âûçû-
âàþùèé ïðèÿòíûå ýìîöèè ó æåíñêîãî ïîëà è çàñòàâëÿ-
þùèé çàäåðæàòüñÿ â ìàãàçèíå ïîäîëüøå. Áåçóñëîâíî,
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äëÿ òàêèõ ìàãàçèíîâ íå ïîäõîäÿò ÿðêèå, âûçûâàþùèå
òîíà. Îäíàêî ðàçíîöâåòíàÿ ïàëèòðà îòëè÷íî ïîäõî-
äèò äëÿ ìàãàçèíîâ ãîðíîëûæíîãî ñíàðÿæåíèÿ. Îòëè-
÷èå îáúÿñíÿåòñÿ òåì, ÷òî ó ýòèõ ìàãàçèíîâ ðàçíûé òî-
âàðíûé àññîðòèìåíò, íàïðàâëåííûé íà óäîâëåòâîðåíèå
ïîòðåáíîñòåé ðàçëè÷íûõ öåëåâûõ àóäèòîðèé ïîòðåáè-
òåëåé. Â ñëó÷àå ñ ìàãàçèíîì ãîðíîëûæíûõ êîñòþìîâ
èëè ãîðíîëûæíîãî ñíàðÿæåíèÿ ïðîäàâåö äîëæåí ïðè-
âëå÷ü âíèìàíèå àêòèâíûõ ëûæíèêîâ, à ýòî â áîëüøèí-
ñòâå î÷åíü æèçíåðàäîñòíûå ëþäè, ëþáÿùèå ðèñêîâàòü,
ïðåäïî÷èòàþùèå êàòàòüñÿ íà áîëüøîé ñêîðîñòè. Èì
èíòåðåñíî âñ¼ ÿðêîå, ðàçíîöâåòíîå, î ÷¼ì ñâèäåòåëü-
ñòâóåò ðàñöâåòêà èõ ñïîðòèâíûõ êîñòþìîâ. Çíà÷èò, è
ìàãàçèí, ïðåäëàãàþùèé òîâàð äëÿ òàêîé êàòåãîðèè ëþ-
äåé, äîëæåí áûòü èíòåðåñåí íå îäíîîáðàçèåì ñäåðæàí-
íûõ è ïðèãëóø¼ííûõ òîíîâ, à íàîáîðîò, îáèëèåì ÿðêèõ
êðàñîê. Ïðè öâåòîâîì îôîðìëåíèè ìàãàçèíà èãðóøåê,
ìàãàçèíà äåòñêîé îäåæäû ìîæíî ïðèáåãíóòü ê èçîáðà-

óïðå÷íîñòü. Êðîìå òîãî, ðàñïîëàãàòü îñâåùåíèå â äàí-
íîì ñëó÷àå ñòîèò òàê, ÷òîáû îíî øëî ñíèçó ââåðõ, àê-
öåíòèðóÿ âíèìàíèå íà âñåé äëèíå ñâàäåáíîãî ïëàòüÿ.
Âèòðèíà âûãëÿäåëà áû íåïðèâëåêàòåëüíî, åñëè áû áûë
ïðèìåí¼í êàêîé-ëèáî äðóãîé öâåò ïîäñâåòêè, êðîìå áå-
ëîãî, è åñëè áû îí áûë áû íàïðàâëåí, íàïðèìåð, ñâåðõó
âíèç. Â ýòîì ñëó÷àå ïëàòüå ñðàçó òåðÿåò ðîñêîøü ñâîå-

öâåòå çîëîòûå èçäåëèÿ áóäóò âûãëÿäåòü òàê, ñëîâíî
ïåðåä ïîêóïàòåëåì íàõîäèòñÿ öåëîå ïîëå, óñûïàííîå
áðèëëèàíòàìè. Êðîìå òîãî, ÷òî òàêîå îñâåùåíèå ïðè-
äà¼ò îùóùåíèå òîãî, ÷òî ïåðåä ïîêóïàòåëåì íàõîäèòñÿ
äåéñòâèòåëüíî î÷åíü äîðîãàÿ è öåííàÿ âåùü, ýòî åù¼ è
ïîçâîëÿåò î÷åíü õîðîøî ðàññìîòðåòü èçäåëèå, óâèäåòü

êàæäóþ åãî äåòàëü, íå çàñòàâëÿÿ ñåáÿ ñïåöèàëüíî âãëÿ-
äûâàòüñÿ. Îäíàêî çäåñü íåîáõîäèìî áûòü îñòîðîæíûì:
íå äëÿ êàæäîãî âèäà çîëîòà ïîäõîäèò áåëîå îñâåùåíèå.
Ýòî íàäî ó÷èòûâàòü ïðè ïðàâèëüíîì ïîäáîðå îñâåùå-
íèÿ äëÿ òåõ èëè èíûõ þâåëèðíûõ èçäåëèé.
Â òî æå âðåìÿ äëÿ îñâåùåíèÿ ìàãàçèíà õëåáîáóëî÷íûõ

òîãî, æ¼ëòîå îñâåùåíèå ïîìîæåò ïîòðåáèòåëþ ñäåëàòü
àññîöèàöèþ õëåáà ñ ñîëíöåì, òàê êàê ñîëíöå òîæå æ¼ë-
òîå. Íî è õëåá, ïðåæäå ÷åì îêàçàòüñÿ íà îáåäåííîì ñòî-
ëå, íà÷èíàåò ñâîé ïóòü îò êîëîñêîâ ðæè èëè ïøåíèöû,
ðàñòóùèõ è ñïåþùèõ òîãäà, êîãäà ñâåòèò ñîëíöå.
Â îïðåäåë¼ííûõ ñëó÷àÿõ âîçíèêàåò íåîáõîäèìîñòü
ïðèìåíåíèÿ õîëîäíîãî, ñèíåãî îñâåùåíèÿ. Íàïðèìåð,
ýòî áóäåò óìåñòíî ïðè ïîäñâåòêå ìèíåðàëüíîé âîäû.
Ýòî ñâåò âûçîâåò ó ïîòðåáèòåëÿ òàêîå ÷óâñòâî, ñëîâíî
ïåðåä íèì ñòîèò ñâåæàÿ õîëîäíàÿ âîäà. Îñòà¼òñÿ òîëü-
êî êóïèòü å¼ � è æàæäà áóäåò óòîëåíà. Ïðè ýòîì óñòà-
íàâëèâàòü ñâåò íàäî òàê, ÷òîáû îí ïàäàë ñâåðõó âíèç.
Ýòî ïîçâîëèò ñâåðõó áóòûëêè îñòàâèòü íàòóðàëüíûé
(¾ïðîçðà÷íûé¿) öâåò âîäû, à âíèçó îí óæå áóäåò ñè-
íèì, ÷òî è ñäåëàåò äàííûé òîâàð ïðèâëåêàòåëüíûì ñ

ýòî ïîçâîëÿåò ñîñòàâèòü ìíåíèå î òîâàðå è â òîì ñëó-

ñòàâëÿåò ñîáîé êðàòêîñðî÷íóþ çàäà÷ó, ðåøåíèå êîòî-
ðîé ðàññ÷èòàíî íà ñðàâíèòåëüíî íåáîëüøîé ïåðèîä
âðåìåíè.
Ñóùåñòâóþò äâà îñíîâíûõ ñïîñîáà ìàêñèìèçàöèè ïðè-
áûëè. Ïåðâûé ñïîñîáñòâóåò ïîëó÷åíèþ áîëüøåé ìàñ-
ñû ïðèáûëè, à âòîðîé � óâåëè÷åíèþ òåìïîâ ïðèðîñòà
ïðèáûëè. Â îñíîâå ïåðâîãî ñïîñîáà ëåæèò ïðèíöèï ñî-
ïîñòàâëåíèÿ ïðåäåëüíûõ èçäåðæåê ñ ïðåäåëüíûìè äî-
õîäàìè, â îñíîâå âòîðîãî ñïîñîáà � ó÷åò âëèÿíèÿ ïî-
ñòîÿííûõ è ïåðåìåííûõ èçäåðæåê íà òåìïû ïðèðîñòà
ïðèáûëè.
Òàêèì îáðàçîì, èìåííî ïî ýòîé ïðè÷èíå ïðèáûëü âû-
ñòóïàåò îñíîâíûì ïîêàçàòåëåì ýôôåêòèâíîñòè ïðîèç-
âîäñòâà è äåÿòåëüíîñòè â öåëîì, ÿâëÿåòñÿ èñòî÷íèêîì

ðàñøèðåííîãî âîñïðîèçâîäñòâà, ñîñòàâëÿåò îñíîâó ýêî-
íîìè÷åñêîãî ðàçâèòèÿ ïðåäïðèÿòèÿ, òàê êàê ðîñò ïðè-
áûëè ñîçäàåò ôèíàíñîâóþ áàçó äëÿ ñàìîôèíàíñèðî-
âàíèÿ, òåõíè÷åñêîãî ïåðåîñíàùåíèÿ, ðåøåíèÿ ïðîáëåì
ñîöèàëüíûõ è ìàòåðèàëüíûõ ïîòðåáíîñòåé êîëëåêòèâà.
Ïîýòîìó â óñëîâèÿõ ðûíêà îðèåíòàöèÿ õîçÿéñòâóþùèõ
ñóáúåêòîâ íà ïîëó÷åíèå ïðèáûëè ÿâëÿåòñÿ íåïðåìåí-
íûì óñëîâèåì óñïåøíîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè ïðåäïðèÿòèÿ.
Ôèíàíñîâûå ðåçóëüòàòû äåÿòåëüíîñòè ïðåäïðèÿòèÿ õà-
ðàêòåðèçóþòñÿ ñóììîé ïîëó÷åííîé ïðèáûëè è óðîâ-
íåì ðåíòàáåëüíîñòè. Ðåíòàáåëüíîñòü â öåëîì âûñòóïà-
åò êàê äîõîäíîñòü è ïðèáûëüíîñòü. Â óñëîâèÿõ ðûíî÷-
íîé ýêîíîìèêè çíà÷åíèå ïðèáûëè îãðîìíî. Ñòðåìëå-
íèå ê ïîëó÷åíèþ ïðèáûëè îðèåíòèðóåò ïðåäïðèÿòèÿ
íà óâåëè÷åíèå îáúåìà ïðîèçâîäñòâà, íóæíîé ïîòðåáè-
òåëþ, ñíèæåíèå çàòðàò íà ïðîèçâîäñòâî. Ïðè ðàçâèòîé
êîíêóðåíöèè ýòèì äîñòèãàåòñÿ íå òîëüêî öåëü ïðåä-
ïðèíèìàòåëüñòâà, íî è óäîâëåòâîðåíèå îáùåñòâåííûõ
ïîòðåáíîñòåé. Äëÿ ïðåäïðèíèìàòåëÿ ïðèáûëü ñëóæèò
ñèãíàëîì, óêàçûâàþùèì, ãäå ìîæíî äîáèòüñÿ íàèáîëü-
øåãî ïðèðîñòà ñòîèìîñòè, ñîçäàåò ñòèìóë äëÿ èíâåñòè-

Îíè âûñâå÷èâàþò îøèáêè è ïðîñ÷åòû â íàïðàâëåíèè
ñðåäñòâ, îðãàíèçàöèè ïðîèçâîäñòâà è ñáûòà ïðîäóêöèè.
Â óñëîâèÿõ ñîâðåìåííîãî ñîñòîÿíèÿ ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé
íåñòàáèëüíîñòè íàøåé ñòðàíû èíôëÿöèÿ âåäåò ê òîìó,
÷òî óâåëè÷åíèå ïðèáûëè ïðîèñõîäèò â îñíîâíîì çà ñ÷åò
ðîñòà öåí íà òîâàðû, òî åñòü çà ñ÷åò èíôëÿöèîííîãî íà-
ïîëíåíèÿ ïðèáûëè. Öåíîâîé ôàêòîð ïåðåñòàåò èãðàòü
ñâîå ðåøàþùåå çíà÷åíèå â îáðàçîâàíèè ïðèáûëè ïðè
ðàçâèòèè êîíêóðåíöèè è íàñûùåíèå ðûíêà òîâàðàìè,
òàê êàê ýòè óñëîâèÿ îãðàíè÷èâàþò âîçìîæíîñòè ïðîèç-
âîäèòåëåé ïîâûøàòü öåíû è ïîëó÷àòü ïðèáûëü òàêèì
ñïîñîáîì. Íà ïåðâîå ìåñòî â ýòîì ñëó÷àå âûõîäèò ôàê-
òîð ñíèæåíèÿ ñåáåñòîèìîñòè, êîòîðûé äîñòèãàåòñÿ êàê

áóäåò ñïîñîáñòâîâàòü óëó÷øåíèþ êîíå÷íûõ ðåçóëüòà-
òîâ äåÿòåëüíîñòè ïðåäïðèÿòèé, ñíèæåíèþ öåí, óëó÷-
øåíèþ äîõîäîâ áþäæåòà, ýôôåêòèâíîìó èñïîëüçîâà-

íåíóæíûõ ïðåäïðèÿòèþ, íî îòÿãîùàþùèõ åãî áàëàíñ;
ëèáî ðàçðàáîòêó ìåðîïðèÿòèé ïî ñíèæåíèþ ïîòðåáíî-
ñòè â ýòèõ çàïàñàõ è çàòðàòàõ, â òîì ÷èñëå è çà ñ÷åò
ñíèæåíèÿ ìàòåðèàëîåìêîñòè, ýíåðãîåìêîñòè ïðîèçâîä-
ñòâà, è ò.ä. Ðÿä òàêèõ ïðåäëîæåíèé, êîòîðûå ïîëó÷èëè
îò ôèíàíñîâîãî ìåíåäæåðà ðóêîâîäèòåëåì ïðåäïðèÿ-
òèÿ, ïîçâîëèò åìó âûáðàòü íàèáîëåå ïðèåìëåìûé è äî-
ñòóïíûé âàðèàíò â ðåøåíèè ôèíàíñîâûõ ïðîáëåì ýêî-

All living organisms, according to human nature, are
terri�ed of something. Fears are an unavoidable aspect
of everyone's personality. It is commonly known that they
can be of various types and severity levels. This is one
of the most powerful emotional phenomena, capable of
activating the drive for self-preservation and allowing for
easy manipulation of a person.
Fear is also one of the most powerful psychological cues
in marketing, driving customers to take a speci�c action.
Without a doubt, this is a strong internal trigger, one
of the most potent psychological stimulants that works
in any situation. For example, if a person is dragged
into a situation that is actually frightening to him or
her and then quickly exhibits awareness in resolving the
problem, he or she will undoubtedly want to apply a
method to avoid problems and become a client of someone
who can ensure and assist him or her. As a result,
modern marketers have adapted this psychological process
for instilling anxiety and addressing problems, and have
already been able to assess its high e�ectiveness.
Let's take a look at the many levels of using the
"fear"trigger in marketing. You should pay attention
to the most important detail: a marketing specialist
can only use the "fear"trigger e�ectively if he can
accurately evaluate the target population and determine

what anxieties they have. It is virtually di�cult to
control sales using the "fear"trigger until these criteria
is met, thus understanding the target audience is the
�rst and most important step. As a result, potential
dental medical center clients are afraid of pain, shop
buyers are afraid of con artists, and parents entrusting
their children to a private kindergarten are concerned
not only about the quality of services provided, but also
about the teachers' competence and compliance with state
educational standards. Customers' key concerns include
the following:
� risk of losing money;
� wasting time to no avail;
� pay dearly;
� not to understand the information and make the wrong
choice of goods (services);
� to be deceived, etc.
The implication of danger in the event of inaction is the
next critical step after understanding the target audience's
worries. For example, the o�er of a popular product that
is limited in quantity and available for a limited time will
be even more bene�cial to the client. The following is an
example of how this suggestion could be implemented in
practice:
� Set up a countdown counter on the website;
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� specify the quantity of the product being provided;
� and record the number of units sold.
The �nal level is a con�dent demonstration of knowledge
about how to help the client overcome their fear. Fear is
a "selling"trigger that can be used in the following ways:
� When it comes to apartment purchase, we know how
to prevent making deadly blunders;
� Only we can permanently eliminate your child's fear of
school; we have a ready-made, tried-and-true strategy for
avoiding scammers and losing your money.
The approach of visualizing the "fear"trigger is especially
helpful. Suggestion that has an e�ect on the visual organ
is always the most e�ective.

Motivators are used in a variety of ways: there is an
incentive for each segment of the CA to make a purchase,
order delivery, use the app, or leave contact information.
The trigger makes the user obligated. You provide a
free gift, a free subscription, or a sample product to
the customer. He, in turn, feels compelled to express his
gratitude by returning to the site and purchasing your
product.
As a result, if a marketing specialist is able to create an
advertising strategy that overcomes the client's fears, the
company has a chance to gain a satis�ed and grateful
client.

Introduction

The culture of contemporaneity, imaged in discourse
daily communication`s practices, functioning in di�erent
forms, ways and genres, correlating with the everyday
life`s category, which in its turn, preforms discourses and
concepts of them.
According to Verschueren (2003) opinion, characteristics
of politeness strategies usually include endeavours to
follow one's utterances with mitigation or indirectness.
So, politeness strategies are utilized to mitigate, shorten
or minimize the threat posed by such face-threatening
acts as apology, request, and refusal, among others, to
one's own or to the addressee's face. Trappes-Lomax
(2004) emphasized that the force between the speaker
and the hearer plays an essential role in identifying which
politeness strategy to be chosen to manage the face-
threatening act. Besides politeness strategies, Levinson
(1997) also notes of 'mitigators' which he considers to
be the same as politeness markers. Brown and Levinson
(1987) determined four politeness super-strategies to deal
with an FTA. Each of these super-strategies involves of
some sub-strategies. These are clari�ed and exempli�ed
below.

Bald On Record Strategies

This strategy is basically based on the Grecian Maxims.
These kinds of strategies are applied when the speaker
wants to do the FTAs with the most productive and does
not try to minimize the threat to the hearer`s face. Direct
imperatives are the best example of this strategy. E.g.
¾Write down now!¿
This strategy is usually used when speaker wishes to do
the FTAs with maximum e�cacy more than to satisfy the
hearer`s. There are two classes of FTAs in bald on record:
the class where the face threat is not understated and the
one in which Speaker attempts to minimize the threat on
the hearer`s face by using gestures(Brown and Levinson
(1987: 96-101). The following are some examples of this
class in Uzbek and English.
� Urgent imperatives like:
� So`zlayman, � dedi To`ybeka, � lekin sirasini
so`zlayman. . . Oh, ko`rsang edi bir kuyovni.Qanday
chiroylik, qanday aqllik ekanini bilarding, bekachim.

Positive Politeness Strategies

This strategy tries to minimize the threat to the hearer's
positive face. It is focused toward the positive face of
Hearer, the positive self-image that he requires for himself.
Brown and Levinson note that the strategies of positive
politeness involve three broad mechanisms:
Claim common ground
The �rst one includes Speaker claiming ½common ground�
with Hearer, which means that both Speaker and Hearer
have in common and share speci�c wants, purposes and
values. There are the following ways to make this claim:
(1) Refer that Hearer`s want or goal is gorgeous and
interesting to Speaker. or (2) Demand that both Speaker
and Hearer belong to a group of persons who share the
similar wants. Finally (3) request that both Speaker and
Hearer are cooperative without certainly belonging to a
membership or group. There are 8 ¾out-put¿ strategies
for these three higher strategies and they are given here
shortly and with some examples.
Strategy I: Notice, attend to H (his interests, wants, needs
goods)
This strategy involves actions in which the speaker
captures the listener's attention by expressing certain
actions of the listener in his speech. Such impressive and
exciting depictions are widely used in both Uzbek and
English literature in both languages. It is re�ected in the
passages as evidence of our opinion:
Example: Karima otin qo`l ochib duo qilg`andan keyin,
O`zbek oyim ¾Xush kelibsiz¿ qildi. Mundan so`ng
hammaning ko`zi ittifoq qilg`andek Kumushka tushdi.

Strategy 2: Exaggerate (interest, approval, sympathy to H)
This is usually accomplished by using overemphasized
intonation, stress and other aspects of prosodic features
like in: ¾what a fantastic garden you have!¿
Strategy 3: Intensify interest to Hear
In this strategy, the speaker has a strong interest in the
listener. In order to show this interest, the conversations
that are interesting to the speaking listener metaphorically
show all the events. For example: I come down the stairs,
and what do you think I see? � a huge mess all over the
place, the phone's o� the hook and clothes are scattered
all over . . . �
Strategy 4: Use in group identity markers
This strategy can be accomplished by the usage of any
of the ways which refer in-group membership. These ways
contain: use of address forms, in-group language, slang or
jargon and of ellipsis. Generic, universal name and terms
of address are also used to convey membership like: Honey,
pal, sweetheart, sister, dear, baby, buddy. . . etc.
Negative Politeness Strategies

According to Brown and Levinson, they regards apologies
as ¾negative politeness strategies¿ in that they refer
respect, deference, and distance rather than friendship
and participation. The type of this politeness is based on
an avoidance-based, on-record strategy of self-e�acement
and self-control. Brown and Levinson classify negative
politeness strategies into 5 super strategies, from which
constitute ten linguistic out-put strategies; the following
is a brief description of them.
The �rst higher-strategy in negative politeness is:

3-1 Be Direct

In negative politeness, the speaker joins together bald-on
record strategy and the redress of the FTA. It is clear
that the best way to send a message is to say it directly
but here there is a con�ict because Speaker wants to
redress Hearer`s negative face. That`s why negative face
negotiate is reached via hybrid strategies of conversational
indirectness.
Strategy 1: Be conventionally indirect
In this strategy, the speaker faces two opposing tensions:
on the other hand, The speaker wants to give H an ½out�
by being indirect and on the other hand, he wants to go
on record. In this situation, it can be solved this problem
by having recourse to the compromise of conventional
indirectness; it means that Speaker will use phrases
and sentences that have contextually an unambiguous
meanings di�erent from the literal one. In this way, the
utterances go on record and the speaker is going to
indicates his desire to go o�-record. While direct the
desire derives from one aspect of negative politeness in
delivering a record level of FTA, and all other negative
politeness strategies come from the desire to redress
Hearer`s negative face. For example:
� Can you please pass the sugar? (it is an indirect
request);
� You couldn`t possibly pass the salt, please (asserted
request);
� I`d like to borrow your mobile phone if you wouldn`t
mind;
� May I borrow your mobile phone, please?
Don't presume/assume
The second higher-strategy in negative politeness is not to
presume or not to assume; it is a good way of redressing
the Hearer`s negative face by escaping any presuming or
assuming about Hearer or his wants, desire or goal. In this
strategy, the speaker clearly demonstrates how he used
questions and hedges to make such assumptions. The same
strategy could be found later in the higher-strategy: don't
force but with varied motivations.
Strategy 2: Question, Hedge
This out-put obtains from the desire not to presume or
force Hearer by using what it is called hedges. According
to Brown and Levinson, Hedge is a particle, word, or
phrase which alters the membership degree of a predicate
or noun in a sentence. The performative hedges in inherent
that are the most essential linguistic means to satisfy the
speaker`s desire of "don`t presume/assume". An example
of the hedged expressions in English language is the usage
of "if"clauses:
� Close the door, if you can � Would you close the door,
if I may ask you?
The Indirect Strategy (O�-record)It is the fourth and
last super-strategy which is given by Brown and Levinson
on politeness. It employs indirect language and ablates the
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Speaker from the potential to coercion. The following is
an excerpt from Brown and Levinson's manuscript:
¾A communicative action is informally if the action can
only be assigned a clear communication intent. Such
o�-record utterances are essentially indirectly using the
language to say something di�erent from what you really
want to mean, or to say something more general. Build
utterances. Speaker hopes that Hearer will draw some
conclusions here to recover what was actually intended
by the utterance.(Brown and Levinson, 1987: 211).
Here is summarized the higher-strategies and out put
strategies of the o�-record strategy.
Invite Conversational Implicatures
Speaker must confer some hints to Hearer for doing the
FTA indirectly and hope that he will suppose them
and there what Speaker really indicates. There are the
following strategies to realize these implicatures:
Strategy 1: Give hints
The main tool in this strategy is to cause a violation the
Maxim of Relevance. Speaker does not in explicit way
say what he wants, but he forces Hearer search for a
commentation convenient to the context by giving him

some hints. Examples:
¾It is hot here¿ means ¾open the window¿
Strategy 2: Give association clues
Speaker reminds something connected with the act Hearer
is requested to do. Such kinds of hints confer it up to
Hearer to invite and to take the liability for the FTA.
Examples:
� ¾Are you going to market tomorrow?¿ there`s a market
tomorrow I;
� suppose¿. (c.i. give me a ride there).
Strategy 3: Presuppose
� Here is a violated of the Relevance Maxim which is
carrying a criticism. Examples;
� ¾I washed the dish again today.¿.
Conclusion

Thus, politeness norms in speech behavior of the
English and Uzbek are a characteristic characters of
their communicative culture, that de�nes the choice
of de�nitions and models of their communication
of everyday, accomplishing their class and social
circumstances and behaving within politeness strategy of
socio-pragmatic conditions.

In the modern world, the ability to in�uence the
interlocutor and in�uence him is an important aspect of
achieving a communicative goal. Modality, which belongs
to the main categories of natural language and is a
linguistic universal, allows the speaker not only to express
his attitude to the statement and to include the necessary
meaning in it, but also to give it a convincing character.
Modal verbs and lexico-grammatical forms of expressing
modality are e�ective tools for implementing the emotive
and persuasive functions of the language.
In personal (personally-oriented) discourse, modal verbs
help the speaker to re�ect his personal motives in the
statement, endow the speech with an emotional character,
and demonstrate a certain degree of involvement in
the communication situation. However, if in personal

discourse the indicated functionality of modal verbs more
often allows the speaker to express his attitude to the
situation, then in institutional communication modal
verbs can be consciously used by the speaker to in�uence
the interlocutor.
The skillful use of modal verbs in institutional English
communication can not only have the necessary emotional
impact on the recipient, but also change his post-
communicative behavior, which is a necessary tool for
achieving success in the world of business and politics.
For example, in business communication modality, along
with other technologies of persuasive in�uence, allows you
to create a corporate image, make the statement more
convincing, it turns out to be functionally signi�cant
during decision-making.
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In this article, we will consider some deontic, dynamic and
epistemic modal verbs that are of interest from the point
of view of in�uencing the interlocutor. In order to induce
the interlocutor to perform an action, speakers often use
deontic modal verbs expressing obligation or obligation
(obligation). The verbs should, ought to and need are
usually referred to as a weak type of obligation, and must
and have to as a strong one.
e. g. Ought I (to) tell her?. He oughtn't (to) have left for
Australia. Your argument is nonsense. You should ring
him.
The use of the modal verb must in the sense of obligation
is not typical for institutional discourse. In situations of
institutional communication, speakers use the modal verb
¾have to¾ to indicate the need for action, as well as should,
ought to and need to sound more diplomatic, tactfully or
even create a false impression of reducing the distance,
thereby gaining the favor of the audience.
The central problem related to the functioning of modal
verbs is their ability to express both root and epistemic
modality, causing a certain ambiguity of the sentence.
Thus, the sentence John may come can: a) express the
possibility of John coming, based on the permission given
to him, and have a reading within the framework of the
root modality(John is permitted to come; b) express the
speaker's assumption about the possible appearance of
John and be interpreted epistemically. Given what I �
the speaker � know, it is possible that John will come.
It is noteworthy that the possibility of a double
interpretation is typical not only for modal verbs of
the English language. Due to the incompleteness of the
morphological paradigm of English modal verbs, the
composition of their tense forms is very limited. It turns
out that restrictions are imposed even on the use of
existing forms. Moreover, the temporal interpretation of

tense forms depends on the type of modality conveyed by
the modal verb. If, when expressing root modality, modal
verbs can � could, may � might, will � would è shall �
should. more or less consistently act as forms of the present
and past tenses, then when expressing epistemic modality,
the opposition in time in these pairs breaks up. A common
explanation for this fact was the assumption of a di�erent
position of the modal verb in the logical form of the root
and epistemic statements regarding the time operator.
Only in sentences with root modality, the modal verb falls
into the scope of the tense operator, depending on the
sign [-Past]/[+Past] of which the possibility / necessity
conveyed by the modal verb is placed in the present or
past, respectively. In epistemic sentences, the modal verb
is not included in the scope of the tense operator, and the
assumption conveyed by it is determined by the time of
its statement.
In root sentences with the modal verbs must and shall and
the quasi-modal expression have got to, the modality tense
and the utterance tense can only coincide: the semantic
features of these units determine their close connection
with the speech situation and make it pragmatically
impossible to use them to establish a modal relationship
in the previous or subsequent tenses. periods.
The modal verbs should, ought to and need can convey
a need that existed in the period preceding the speech
situation, only with a perfect in�nitive. In this case, the
sentence receives a counterfactual interpretation. Either
the need was not implemented (should, ought to), or it was
absent, and the action performed was redundant (need).
The modal verbs can and may can also convey a possibility
that was not realized in the past (in the forms could and
might with a perfect in�nitive), in other cases their use to
express a possibility in the period of time preceding the
speech situation is limited.

� itian [iS@n] 'diet � die'titian;
� arian [e@ri@n] 'celibate-celiba'tarian.
The identi�ed variants of the su�x are considered
allomorphs, since they have one meaning � the name of
a person engaged in a certain activity, a person living in
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a certain area: Ca'nadian, Ge'nevan, Gre'cian. Compared
segments, which are in relation to additional distribution,
are found in analogous constructions.
The su�xes [-@n], [-j@n l, [-I@n] are accent conditioning
because they determine the presence of stress in the
derived word on the syllable preceding the su�x. The
main stress characterizes both the original and the derived
stems. The su�xes [IS@n], [e@ri@nl themselves are carriers
of the main stress in the derived word. The main stress, in
this case, characterizes only the original basis. Thus, the
structure of the su�x determines the shift of the stress in
the derived word compared to the original one.
Thus, the structure of the su�x -an determines the shift
of stress in the derivative word compared to the original.
Comparing the accent characteristics of the original and
derived bases, we derive the following types:
1. Monosyllabic stems sect � sec'tarian;
2. Two-syllable stems 'pulpit � pulpi'tarin;
3. Three-syllable stems politics � politician;
4. Four-syllable foundations, mathematics � mathema-
tician;
5. Five-syllable foundations meta 'politics metapolitician.
An analysis of derivatives in -ian shows that the derived

word, in comparison with the original one, has not only
a su�x but also certain morphonological alternations.
The main lexical meaning of the opposition is the word-
formation basis � a common part for both members of the
opposition. The su�x conveys a generalized derivational
meaning, which is speci�ed by the lexical meaning of the
stem.
So, the su�x acts as the main means of conveying
derivational meaning. Its grammatical function is that it
refers a word to a particular class of nouns.
The results of the study showed that the semantic
di�erence between words can be created by morphological
means, and accent changes act as additional means of
di�erence. Since the place of stress in each word is
individual, any change of stress in a certain way signals
that the word belongs to one or another semantic group
and at the same time indicates its morphonological
function.
Conclusion

Thus, our morphonological analysis showed that
morphonological phenomena are relevant both in terms of
expression as well as in terms of content.

Intonological morphology is the scienti�c study of the
function of intonation and its components to perform a
grammatical function, which is a complex phonetic and
phonological unit. Intonation is a complex unit of tone
and phrase emphasis, speed (tempo) and quality (timbre)
of speech, pause and rhythm, forming a sentence lexically
and grammatically, expressing the thoughts and feelings of
the speaker. While the primary components of intonation
are tone (melody) and accent, the rest are secondary
components. Intonation performs its phonological and
morphonological function using these components. If the
primary components of intonation are present in all
types of expressions and through them in sentences,
the secondary components may not always be present.
For example, in the sentence ¾Ahmad keldi¿ does
not talk about pauses, tempo and rhythm of speech.
But pronouncing this sentence with interrogative and
exclamatory intonation, such as Ahmad keldi-mi? Ahmad
keldi-ya! transforms its grammatical function into a
di�erent type of sentence from the sentence. In this

sentence, with the help of stress, it is possible to
distinguish which part of it is important, and it is the
center of the intonation of the word, separated by this
logical emphasis.
In intonology, the prosodic center of communication is
phrase stress, and it performs the following functions:
1. Indicates the communicative type of sentence:
a�rmation, question, incompleteness, re-interrogation,
exhortation, etc;
2. The emphasis of the phraseologies completes the
sentence and the deliminitv function is completed. For
example: If in the sentence Men uni kecha ko'chada
ko'rgan edim emphasizes each word more strongly, that
word will be emphasized: not you, me; her, not you; not
today, yesterday; on the street, not in the o�ce; not
seen, I had seen. Intonologically, dividing a sentence into
syntagms and placing a strong emphasis on a word in
it changes its content. In this case, the emphasis can be
done by changing the word order in the sentence or using
the inversion word structure, i.e. inversion, to show that

phonostylistically prosodic means perform an expressive
function.
The phonological and morphonological use of intonation
is also explained in the example of the Russian language
as follows: Òû ñïèøü. Òû ñïèøü? Ñïè! syntactic
paradigms di�er in their intonations. Òû ñïèøü? only
the intonema serves phonologically as grammar, syntax.
But Ñïèøü ëè òû? Ñïè! interrogative and exclamation
intonations are represented by lexical and morphological
as well as syntactic means. Another monophonic tool
is the change of word structure in a sentence, i.e.
inversion. Ahmad Samarqandga boradi � the word can
be interpreted as the main distinguishing feature of
morphological prosody by inversion, changing it to the
form Samarqandga Ahmad boradi. When a sentence
is divided into actual parts, the rheme and emphasis
on the topic are treated as a ¾morphological accent¿
and connect the semantic structure of the sentence
with the syntax. The formation of syntactic, lexical and
morphological means in a sentence with separate prosodic
elements is morphologically signi�cant. By comparing
these features, it is possible to identify phonological
and morphological di�erences in intonation within single
or multiple languages. For example, in Germanic and
Romance languages, a general question is represented by
separate syntactic constructions and at the same time
has a special question intonation. In many languages, the
intonation of a common question (yes / no questions) is
pronounced in an ascending tone. This feature is found
not only in the British and American-literary variants of
English but also in 36 languages with an accented rhythm
(stress-timed), i.e., languages with a strong dynamic
emphasis. Among them is the Azeri language, one of the
Turkic languages that have a high rise in the general
question of tone. In English, the common question rising
tone is usually at the end of a sentence. But when it is
used morphologically, the emphasis is on the word before
the end of the sentence:
� `Are you `going home now;
� `Are you `going home now.
In English, the unit belonging to the ogang is
called a "terminal tone"and its various variants are
called "allotons."M. Romportl considers "intonological
typology"as a part of "prosodic typology distinguishes
"allomel"used in di�erent situations within the melody
("melodema") and identi�es homonyms and synonyms.
The homonyms and synonyms of these intonation devices
are much closer to prosodic morphology, reminiscent of
di�erent variants of an intonation that di�er in syntactic,
lexical and morphological means of speech. In other
words, di�erent variants of these morphemes, or variants
of the morpheme (e.g., / -s, -z, -iz /) resemble the
plural morpheme. Here the terms "allotons, allomels"are
preferred and more convenient than the term "intonema
allophones"used by V. B. Kaseyevich. Because the term
¾allophone¿ refers to variants of segmental phonemes.
Prosodically, when it comes to tone � melody, it seems
preferable to use the terms alloton or allomel.
A group of two or more words bounded by a short
pause in speech and connected in structure and content
is called a syntagma. In English, such a group of
words is called "sense-group "breath group "tone-group or
tone-unit "phonological phrase or clause"or "intonational
phrase". However, the term ¾intonation group¿ is used

more often. Each intonation group is limited by a pause.
There are two types of pauses: 1) full pause (exhalation)
and 2) incomplete pause, i.e. in English speech is usually
/º/ vowel or labial / s / consonant together pronounces
as /S/. Divide the speech into parts by saying it more
clearly. Such a situation is more commonly referred to
in Russian as ¾dividing into syntagma¿ in which an
inaccurate pause / n/, /m/ consonant and a vowel close
to /a/ are used to divide the speech. In Uzbek, when a
speech is syntagmatic, the /a/ vowel and /h/ consonant
and their /ºh/ combination can be used as an incorrect
pause.
It is possible to morphologically di�erentiate a sentence
using a pause when dividing a speech into syntagms:
For example: Bu mashinachi Karimning otasi (this place
is indicated without the necessary punctuation, which
depends on how the sentence is syntagged): 1) Bu
mashinachi � Karimning otasi. 2) Bu � mashinachi
Karimning otasi.
In English, Ann/isn't going is divided into two syntagms,
Ann isn't going into one syntagm, and the intonation of
both of them ends with a falling tone. This intonation
morphological feature is also found in Russian and Uzbek
languages. In Russian the content of a sentence can
be changed by dividing it into di�erent syntagms: the
sentences Êàçíèòü/ íåëüçÿ ïîìèëîâàòü! Êàçíèòü íåëü-
çÿ!/ ïîìèëîâàòü! di�erentiate according to the division
into syntagms and the position of pause.
One of the primary components of intonation, a phrase
accent (it is called ¾ôðàçîâîå óäàðåíèå¿ in Russian,
in Uzbek ¾phrase¿ and sometimes ¾speech accent¿)
performs a morphological function in distinguishing the
meaning of a phrase and sentences: uchta bolali/ xotin
(a woman who has 3 children) � uchta/ bolali xotin
(women who has 3 children each); qalin muqovali/ kitob
(hardcover book) � qalin/ muqovali kitob (the book is
thick itself); katta mevali/ daraxt (the fruit is big) �
katta/ mevali daraxt (the tree is big); ona qidirdi/ bola
(the child searched) � ona/ qidirdi bola (the mother
searched); temir/ yo'lda yotibdi (the piece of metal is lying
on the road) � temiryo'lda yotibdi; yigit/ izladi qiz (the
guy is subject) � yigit izladi/ qiz (the girl is subject).
Changing the content of a phrase or sentence using such
emphasis is also common in English and Russian:
� Is there any `mistake here?
� `Is there any Miss Take here?
In English, `mistake is a word that emphasizes the
�rst syllable (in the sense of a mistake), while in the
second sentence, 'Miss Take' is a phrase that emphasizes
two syllables (Mrs. Take). This situation is similar to
the Uzbek language: Bu uy g'ishtin (single stressed) �
Itimizga g'isht in uy qurib berdik (ikki urg'uli). Also,
in Russian, in Òðåòüÿêîâñêàÿ ãàëåðåÿ � Òðåòüÿêîâêàþ
Ìîñêîâñêèé æèòåëü � Ìîñêîâè÷ word combination and
its short form are distinguished by word stress. It will be
possible to reinforce the expressive form of that word with
a logical emphasis so that they can retain their accents in
speech as well, and when necessary, highlight a component
in a phrase using stress.
As Uzbek is an agglutinative language, the connection of
words in sentences is very rich in morphological features.
However, Uzbek still has its own distinctive features. In
particular, there is no morphological indication in phrases
such as oltin soat, qizil olma, asphalt yo'l. In English there
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is no morphological indication in phrases such as gold
watch, stone wall as well. Nevertheless, emphasis serves
to di�erentiate between words and phrases: a bl�uebird �
a blue bi'rd, a `glass'house � a gl�ass d�oor, a ladies-slipper
� a ladies slipper, `evergreen-�ever r�eady, a `stand still �
`stand still, a `black `out � a `black out.
When these words and phrases are used in the context of
a sentence, they retain their accent, and when separated
by a strong accent, the content becomes more expressive
and explores: The glass door was opened. She is looking
for a `ladies-`slipper.
Interestingly, in Russian and Uzbek the phrase and
accent do not di�er, in English the word, phrase and
sentence accents are di�erentiated. When using them
morphologically, it is necessary to consider the functional
aspect, which is an area that has not yet been studied.
The relationship of morphonology with syntax is related
to text linguistics, which studies the variability of
intonation types, variability, changes in the function of
its components, and these issues have not yet been
scienti�cally studied. It is the Russian scholar V. S.
Lasevich who called this �eld ¾prosodic and syntactic
(intonational) morphonology¿ and partially described
its functions. In his view, intonation performs its
morphological function by prosodically distinguishing a
given phrase or a word in a sentence using emphasis and
taking place in a certain syntactic state. We can see that
the simple sentence ß ðàáîòàþ øîô¼ðîì can be changed
into ß øîô¼ðîì ðàáîòàþ a syntactic way with inversion
which does morphonological function.
In this case, the intonation of the word øîô¼ðîì guides
the inversion. In both Uzbek and English, inversion is
the most important tool to help intonation perform its
morphological function:
� On the `way to the station/ I met a man. (I met a man
on the way to the station);
� Yo'lda men bir odamni uchratdim. (Men bir odamni
yo'lda uchratdim).
When a sentence's relation to reality is expressed using
grammatical means other than intonation (connecting,
auxiliary, morphological indicators), the intonation fails
to perform its independent function and becomes
a secondary morphological tool: Kecha uchrashuvga
borolmadim, chunki zarur ish chiqib qoldi. Transformation
of the components of sentences reduces the position
of intonation and imposes on it a morphonological
function: Biz ona-Vatanimizni sevamiz. Biz sevamiz ona-
Vatanimizni. Sevamiz biz ona-Vatanimizni.
At this point, word order is very important. Sentences
with the correct word order and inverted sentences
given above are distinguished by their inversion and
morphological function of inversion. A. M. Peshkovsky
shows that in Russian intonation rhythm plays an
auxiliary function. For example, Ïðèåäåøü äîìîé � ïå-
ðåîäåíåøüñÿ is said to count events. But Ïðèåäåøü äî-
ìîé � ïåðåîäåíåøüñÿ is given in a conditional tone.
Åñëè ïðèåäåøü äîìîé or Êîãäà ïðèåäåøü äîìîé The
condition or time-following sentence is given by the various
conjunctions ¾åñëè¿ and ¾êîãäà¿. The type of sentence
given with these conjunctions has a morphonological
intonation because the grammatical aspect of the sentence
is slightly di�erent than the form without the conjunction.
At this point, although, A.M. Peshkovsky does not
use the terms morphological intonation or intonation

morphonology, he points out that the di�erent intonations
of these sentences and the grammatical function of the
connective are enhanced.
The anecdotes of Khoja Nasriddin are written in simple
and clear words. The words in it have no sign of
appearance. But the di�erent emotion and grammatical
meaning in their pronunciation, the syntactic structure
� are not free from morphological means. For example,
Turkish: Bagdat'a gitme�gt vaktim yok � the sentence
�nds di�erent meanings in six variants: 1) I do not have
time to go to Baghdad; 2) No time to go to Baghdad; 3)
I can't �nd time to go to Baghdad; 4) I don't have to
�nd time to go to Baghdad; 5) I have no time to go to
Baghdad; 6) I can't go to Baghdad because I don't have
time. The content of these sentences is close, but there are
di�erences in intonation and syntactic structure. Looking
at these di�erences from an intonational morphological
perspective allows us to identify interesting features.
The intonation of sentences without any grammatical
means is not morphologically signi�cant. However, when
a grammatical device is added to that sentence, its
intonation becomes morphologically signi�cant: Ahmadni
dori tuzatdi (simple intonation). Ahmad doridan (because
of the medicine) tuzaldi (there is morphonological
in�ection -dan, conjunction ¾due to¿).
In Russian, A.M. The various intonations cited by
Peshkovsky are of great importance for syntactic
morphology. In particular, the explanatory intonation is
equivalent in meaning to conditional conjunctions or is a
substitute for them: Ñåðæóñü � òî ÿ íà ñàìîãî ñåáÿ: ñàì
ÿ êðóãîì âèíîâàò (Pushkin).
In another example, a warning intonation is given and it is
equated to the explanatory conjunctions èìåííî, êàê-òî:
ß ýòî ñäåëàþ òàê: âûêîïàþ âîçëå ñàìîãî êàìíÿ áîëü-
øóþ ÿìó; çåìëþ èç ÿìû ðàçâàëþ ïî ïëîùàäè, ñâàëþ
êàìåíü â ÿìó è çàðîâíÿþ çåìëåé.
In the above examples given by A. M. Peshkovsky, he
considers intonation and conjunctions to be equal. He
writes: ¾Ýòà èíòîíàöèÿ ñîâåðøåííî òîæäåñòâåííî ïî
çíà÷åíèþ ñ ïðè÷èííûìè ñîþçàìè (ïîòîìó-÷òî, òàê êàê
è ò.ä) è ÿâëÿåòñÿ, â ñóùíîñòè, èõ çàìåñòèòåëüíèöåé¿.
He repeats this idea several times, but does not say
that the speech in which the connectors are involved is
morphonologically important because morphonology had
not yet been formed in the period in which he lived.
Since this is the �rst study of intonological morphology
in English, Russian, and Uzbek, some of its ideas
may be controversial. But the study of intonological
morphonology as a separate research topic is important
not only as an intonological typology, but also as a
separate branch of morphonological typology.
As a result of changing the intonation of a sentence, it can
be turned into a question or command sentence and even
a sentence that expresses emotion: Nasiba keldi. Nasiba
keldi? Nasiba keldi! ¾Nasiba keldi. Nasiba¿keldi.
This feature serves as a morphonological tool as an
exchange of verb / question / command / emotionally-
expressive speech intonations. Such intonation alloton or
allomel (variants of melody) is also found in English,
Russian and other languages.
For example, in English John came. John came? John
came! ¾John came. John¿ came. In Russian Ñàøà ïðè-
ø¼ë. Ñàøà ïðèø¼ë? Ñàøà ïðèø¼ë! ¾Ñàøà ïðèø¼ë. Ñà-
øà¿ ïðèø¼ë.
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Intonation is the only means of general (requiring a ¾yes¿
and ¾no¿ answer) interrogative sentence. Therefore, a
change in intonation at this point does not prevent the
sentence from ful�lling its grammatical function. At this
point, the prosodic-syntactic intonation is reminiscent of
internal in�ection in morphology: in words like tooth-
teeth, man-men the substitution of the vowel in the stem,
i.e. the in�ection, distinguishes singular and plural forms
of nouns.
Interrogative pronouns (such as what, who, why, how),
special word order, and auxiliary verbs can be used when
composing special interrogative sentences in English. A
similar situation exists in Russian and Uzbek. This feature
indicates that the special question intonation in these
languages has di�erent substitutions, and this indicates
the morphological function of the intonation:
� What do you think of it?
� ×òî âû äóìàåòå îá ýòîì?
� Siz bu haqida nima deb o'ylaysiz?
During the intonation of these sentences, the meaning of
the sentence may change depending on which word is
emphasized. Variations in intonation do not completely
change the content of a sentence. When variations
of intonations are heard and felt, one can feel that
the syntactic-semantic aspect of a sentence changes.
When intonation is a complex whole, the melody and
accent in it (phrase accentema) are the most necessary
components that serve to express di�erent syntactic-
semantic meanings. In our view, the morphonological
function of intonation is largely performed by these two
main components, the emphasis of melody and expression,
and the pause within the boundaries of the syntagmatic
division of speech.
The intonation tone (melody) may change when modal
means are used in a sentence. This is con�rmed from the
point of view of experimental phonetics in the example of
the Russian language. Compare:
� Ìîæåò, îíà îïîçäàëà? (probability);
� Îíà îïîçäàëà? (not believing);
� Íåóæåëè îíà îïîçäàëà? Âäðóã îíà îïîçäàëà? ×òî
åñëè îíà îïîçäàëà? (probability, some modality).
In this case, the intonation given by the modality helps to
express the probability and logical modality to the content
of the sentence and performs a morphological function.
Expression of meaning contrary to the grammatical-
semantic structure of a sentence can only be done using
intonation. For example: Yana o'sha yerga borib ko'r-chi!
Ko'rasan. (don't go). In this sentence, yana is used to
exaggerate the meaning.
Even when the lexical-syntactic structure of a sentence
is the same, the intonation is slightly di�erent, and the
intonation of the content may take over. This feature is
what A.M. Peshkovsky calls the ¾compensation method¿.
In English, the morphological function of intonation is
clari�ed by such a "compensatory method": she found it
'easy / although he' didn't.
In Russian, in similar sentences the verbs áûòü and îêàçû-
âàòüñÿ can be used interchangeably. For example, ýòîò ÷å-
ëîâåê îêàçàëñÿ Ïåòåé. Ýòîò ÷åëîâåê áûë Ïåòåé. Ýòèì
÷åëîâåêîì áûë Ïåòÿ � correct sentence.
These statements are logically � grammatically similar
and the content is also close. There may be a slight
di�erence in their intonation. But this di�erence does
not completely change the meaning. Perhaps the slight
di�erence in intonation, i.e. the presence of di�erent

variants of an intonema, reminds us that the plural
morpheme is given by allomorphs such as / -s, -z, -iz /
according to the sign of the consonant at the end of the
word. The fact that stages, levels, units, processes, and
various other features of language are mutually isomorphic
is once again con�rmed here.
In the process of direct communication, we use intonation
speci�c to di�erent sentences. But it is natural that desire
and conditional inclinations, as a form of grammatical
categories, do not have their own intonation, but are
related to a part of speech (cut). Apparently, intonation
is an aid to grammar. Because it is nothing in itself, just
a speech; the piece is formed and classi�ed as di�erent
sentence types in syntax.
The text is based on the connection between the concepts
of theme (new) and rheme (old). The theme is the
starting point of the information, which represents what
it is about. If the word "Hiragana"is the subject in the
sentence "Hiragana represents / the 46 basic sounds / of
the Japanese language the rest of the sentence constitutes
rhema. This rhema-thematic analysis forms the basis of
the theory of dividing the sentence into actual parts.
Separating the theme or rhyme of the above sentence
with emphasis makes a slight change in its content.
The intonation of this sentence is divided into syntagms
according to the personal pronunciation habit of the
speaker (3 syntagms, 2 short pauses), pronounced with
a descending tone, and the subject � "Hiragana"with
emphasis and according to the intonation according to
the pauses has Sometimes sentences di�er only in their
grammatical features, but their intonation is quite similar,
as if they were synonymous.
Compare: I've read 'enough poetry.
� I've read enough poems;
� I've read enough 'poem.
In these sentences, poetry (0) di�ers only in the
morpheme, poems (plural), poet (singular, but represents
a group), the words at the end of the word.
This feature is also available in Uzbek and Russian.
Compare: Uzbek. Men ko'p kitob o'qidim. Men ko'p
kitoblarni o'qidim. Lekin � Men kitoblarni ko'p o'qidim.
While the last sentence means ¾read a lot,¿ the �rst two
sentences mean ¾a lot of books.¿ This di�erence is: if
phonological, the di�erence between the �rst and second
sentence; morphologically con�rmed. Also, in Russian:
� Ìàãàçèíó ïðèâåçëè ïîìèäîð;
� Ìàãàçèíó ïðèâåçëè ïîìèäîðû.
Similar to morphological exchange, both sentences can
be a clear example of syntactic morphology. The above
examples refer to the literary norm of language. Because
each language has its own set of rules for expressing
a number of phonological units, this set of rules is the
criterion (norm) of the language. Not only phonologically,
but also according to the characteristics of the language
criteria, options are also available in the �eld of
intonation. They di�er not only linguistically but also
paralinguistically. Di�erences in oral speech are due to
prosodic and paralinguistic means. It is necessary to
identify di�erent variants of prosodic and paralinguistic
means. Because it is necessary to show with concrete
examples that there are options for the diversity of the
means within the language. An in-depth study of the
morphological function of intonation is of theoretical and
practical importance.

Genderology is the youngest science that studies biological
sexes in a social environment. The term ¾gender¿ is
ambiguous and was introduced to science in 1955 by
the great sexologist John Mani. Apparently, the term
originally had a medical meaning. Today, the �eld of
genealogy is emerging as a social science.
Gender is social gender, human behavior in society. It is a
social norm that studies the aspects of women and men.
Sometimes gender is also used as a synonym for ¾male¿
and ¾female¿. So it is a clear standard of behavior of the
representatives of these two sexes.
Language is a phenomenon associated with human life,
its social activities. One of the main tasks of modern
linguistics is to take into account the social function of
the linguistic sign, the social system in which a person
lives, in order to know how to use it.
Gender linguistics, on the other hand, is part of scienti�c
gender research that studies gender using linguistic
concepts. Research in the �eld of gender linguistics
focuses on di�erences in adult speech, adolescent speech,
children's speech, female and male speech, and boys and
girls speech.
In modern linguistics, such disciplines, there is a growing
research in the �eld of gender linguistics, which deals with
the role of man and women in society, their mental world
and language features.
Gender linguistics is of great importance in society.
In the case of a single criminal investigation, in the
process of searching for the guilty the detective �rst
tries to determine the identity and gender of the person
who committed the crime. According to their writings,
signatures, actions, words, the person who committed the
crime is identi�ed.
Gender linguistics is a key resource in addressing these
issues. The study of the issue of language-society relations
from the linguistic point of view is one of the most
important tasks of modern linguistics. The development
of society and humanity itself requires such new areas
and directions of linguistics. Because the representatives
of both sexes have their own, di�erent norms of
communication, words and phrases, which it is di�cult to
understand their thoughts and feelings without knowing
them, it is di�cult to understand, to communicate.
The study of the relationship between language and
gender has been extensively and comprehensively studied
by the Western and Russian linguistics.
Russian linguist A.V.Kirilina has studied in detail the
features of gender linguistics in her research entitled

¾Gender Research in Scienti�c Works¿. According to
her, gender research is studied on several methodological
principles. They in turn are divided into two groups.
The �rst group is the general gender approach in the
humanities, which is common to linguistics, psychology,
sociology and other humanities.
There are four categories in the gender analysis:
1. The category of existence;
2. Thinking category;
3. The use of language in human activities for a speci�c
purpose;
4. The relationship of units in the language system.
For this purpose, perform the following tasks is expected
to increase:
� analysing the Uzbek language and gender
characteristics of speech deeply;
� to study the importance of the genderological approach
on gender analysis;
� exploring the theoretical and practical aspects of other
issues related to the certain problem;
� identi�cation of speci�city in the speech of men and
women;
� classi�cation of appeals to di�erentiate gender
relations based on them;
� an analysis of the means used in men's and women's
appeals.
To achieve this goal, the following tasks will be performed
to get acquainted with scienti�c works on linguistics
on the issue of language and gender relations, tracking,
collecting and classifying women's and men's appeals
such as recording and analyzing the characteristics that
characterize the re�ections.
Thus, the concept of gender and its emergence began
in the �eld of medicine and spread to the social and
humanitarian spheres. The concept of gender is a complex
socio-cultural process, and the behavior of men and
women in society is a social construct of gender, expressing
their place. It is a comprehensive multifaceted concept
that de�nes not only biological di�erences but also socio-
cultural norms.
At the beginning of the XXI century, the research
methodology of genderology was developed in the areas of
psycholinguistics and sociolinguistics. But science gender
research is now conducted across multiple areas, there are
still many issues that are controversial.
However, conducting scienti�c research on this topic
indicates that there is a growing interest in these issues.

Language, like any phenomenon of reality, is in a constant
state of change and development. This development is
based on the e�ects of intralingua and extra-linguistic
factors. The role of the latter is especially obvious in
the change of the lexical structure of language, for the
emergence of new words and phrases in the language is
closely linked to the development of society, with the
changes that occur in the life of the people.
Wîrd � fîrmatiîn is that branch îf lexicîlîgy which
studies the derivative structure îf existing wîrds and the
patterns în which a language, in this case the English
language, builds new wîrd. For example, compounds
resulting from two or more stems joined together to
create a new word are formed on de�nite structural and
semantic patterns and formulas, for instance, adjectives
of the last minute type built according to the formula
adj+n., i.e. an adjective stem + a noun stem: full �
length, blackboard, freshwater, etc. It is obviously that the
meaning of the whole compound is related to the meaning
of the component parts. In kind, the noun inventor is
created after the pattern v + -er, i.e. a verb-stem+the
noun-forming su�x �er. The meaning of the noun inventor
is related to the meanings of the stem invent � and the
su�x �or : an inventor is one who invent something¿.
Wîrd-fîrmatiîn as a means îf the language develîpment
was widely studied by many linguists, fîreign and native.
All îf them agree that wîrd-fîrmatiîn play a great role
in replenishment and enriching vocabulary of a language.
Every language has its own structural patterns of word
formation.
There are two principal approaches in linguistics which
investigate language material, namely the synchronic
and diachronic. Word-formation is not an exception in
such investigation. Modern system of the types of word-
formation can be observed by synchronic approach, in the
same time the history of word � building is concerned with
diachronic approach. In English language as in many other
languages there are a lot of di�erent types of word building
or word formation, also called word manufacturing. These
types appear because of di�erent interesting historic cases
and are part of the whole English grammar.
A great deal of linguists has concerned the problems
and classi�cation of word formation in their books.

For instance, according to Ginzburg R.S. there are two
principal types of word formation, which called word
composition (compounding) and word derivation. Word
composition is the formation of a new word by joining
two or more stems which occur in the language as free
forms, e.g. bedroom, bodyguard, house � keeper. Word
formed by word derivation have only one derivational a�x,
e.g. teacher (from teach), neighbourhood (from neighbour)
etc. Also some derived words have no derivational a�x,
because derivation is got through conversion, for instance,
to book (from a book), a go (from to go), etc.
Another well � known linguist Marchand H. classi�es
word formation proceeding from the distinction between
linguistic signs and pseudo signs suggest two main groups:
1. The combination of full linguistic sign (resulting
in ¾grammatical syntagmas¿), namely compounding,
pre�xation, su�xation, derivation by a zero � morpheme
(another term for conversion), back derivation;
2. The combination of word which are not madeup of
full signs (not resulting in syntagmas), namely expressive
symbolism (examples are the word click, bang), blending,
clipping, word manufacturing (forming new words by
welding more or less arbitrary parts of given words into a
unit).
One of the peculiarities of word formation is an aspect of
productivity. All types can be divided into productive and
non � productive. Productive ways are used more often
for forming new words. For example, a�xation has been a
productive way of creating words for many centuries, but
in contrast, sound- interchange had been a word building
means, but in contemporary English it doesn't play a role
in forming words, its function is only di�erentiate between
various forms and classes of words.
The di�erentiation between productive and non-
productive ways and means of word-formation is not,
however, accepted by all linguists without reserve.
Some linguists consider it necessary to de�ne the term
productivity of a word-building means more accurately.
From their point of view productive ways and means
of word-formation are only those that can be used for
the formation of an unlimited number of new words in
the modern language, i.e. such means that ¾know no
bounds"and easily form occasional words. Productivity
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of derivational means is relative in many respects.
Furthermore all derivational patterns have di�erent
degrees of productivity.
Mîst linguists cînsider as prîductive prîcesses îf English
wîrd-fîrmatiîn: wîrd-derivatiîn (a�xatiîn,cînversiîn,
wîrd-cîmpîunding � cîmpîsitiîn and shîrtening
(abbreviatiîn, acrînymy, clipping).
There are sîme nîn-prîductive (minîr) ways îf wîrd-
fîrmatiîn such as back-fîrmatiîn, sîund interchange,
sîund imitatiîn, blending.
A�xation has been one of the most productive types
of word � formation throughout the history of English
language. It is characterized as the formation of words
by adding derivation a�xes to stem of de�nite part of
speech. Wîrds which cînsist îf a rîît and an a�x (îr
several a�xes) are called derived words or derives.
The English vocabulary is rich of derived words. The
processes of a�xation consist in coining new words by
adding an a�x or several a�xes to some root morpheme.
The role of a�x in this process is very relevant. The
word-forming activity of a�xes may change in the course
of time. This rases the question of productivity of
derivational a�xes, the ability of being used to form new,
occasional words, which can be readily understood by the
language � speakers. Thus, productive a�xes are those
used to form new words in the period in question. For
example � er (from manager), � ist (from impressionist),
� ly (from slowly) are ones of the most productive English
language.
In contrast, non � productive a�xes cannot form new
words in the period in question. The a�xes -th (from
truth), -ful (from peaceful),- en (from golden) are examples
of non-productive English a�xes.
From the etymological point of view a�xation divided into
two large groups as words: native and borrowed.
Native a�xes are those existed in the Old English period
and were created from Old English words, for instance �
ship, � er, mis -, un-. Borrowed a�xes are those that
have come to the English language from di�erent foreign
languages. These a�xes divided into groups according
their origin language: Latin (-able, extra-, pre -), Greek
(-ist, -ism, anti -), French (-age, -ate, en -/em -).
A great amount of a�xes of native origin were originally
independent words. In the course of time they have
gradually lost their independence and became derivational
a�xes. For instance, such a�xes as -hood, -ly may be
traced back to words: su�x -hood goes back to the Old

English, noun had, which meant 'state', `condition'; the
adjective su�x -ly (e.g. manly, friendly) is also traced
back to the Old English noun l	�c � `body', 'shape'. Many
su�xes, however, have always been known as derivational
a�xes within the history of the English.
A�xes can be subdivided in pre�xation and su�xation
according to the last stage of derivation.
Pre�xation is the formation of words by means of adding
a pre�x to the stem. Pre�xes play a great role in forming
verbs in English language. The main function of them is
to change the lexical meaning of the same part of speech,
e.g. lucky � unlucky, write � rewrite.
The term ¾pre�x¿ and ¾pre�xation¿ is very disputable
among linguists nowadays. Some of them suppose
pre�xation as an integral part of word derivation regarding
pre�xes as derivational a�xes which di�er essentially
from the root � morpheme and stems. Nevertheless
most of linguists consider pre�xation as a part of word
composition; they believe that a pre�x has the same
function as the �rst component of a compound word.
Pre�xes like su�xes can be classi�ed according to di�erent
principles:
1. From the semantic point of view pre�xes can be:
� negative, e.g. in-, un-, cf. invaluable, unlucky, etc;
� pre�xes denoting repetition or reversative actions: de-,
re-, dis-, cf. decolonize, rewrite, disapper, etc;
� pre�xes denoting time, space, degree relations: inter-
, ex-, over-, pre-, hyber-, cf. international, ex-wife,
preelection, overdrugging, hypertension, etc.
2. According to their function pre�xes may be:
� convertive pre�xes transfer derivatives to a di�erent
part of speech in comparison with their original stem: em-
, de- bronze � to embronze, bus � to debus;
� non-convertive pre�xes: dis-, under-, un- to agree � to
disagree, to go � to undergo, easy � uneasy.
3. The grammatical type of the stem pre�xes combine
with:
� denominal: de-, un-, ex-, cf. detrain; unbutton, ex-
husband, etc;
� deverbal: re- out-over-, cf. rewrite, outstay; overdo, etc;
� deadjectival: in-, un- cf. inactive, uneasy, etc.
The main function of su�xes in Modern English is to form
one part of speech from another, another function is to
change the lexical meaning of the same part of speech.
Su�xes may be classi�ed into several groups according to
di�erent principles.

Taking into account the fact that shortenings are linguistic
units with the status of a word, a number of lexical
and semantic features should be noted that have a
signi�cant impact on the structuring of their meanings. It
should be mentioned that initially shortenings (graphic)
were created primarily in writing and were intended
for visual perception. Later, as a result of their use in
the oral form of speech, a sound shell arose. Currently,
mass communication is developing at a rapid pace
with the help of printed texts and messages, which is
especially characteristic of computer discourse. Therefore,
it is necessary to analyze the spelling-meaning-sounding
relationship in shortenings.
Proceeding from the provision that lexical shortenings
refer to the lexical units of the language, after the creation
and beginning of use in speech, shortenings are directly
included in the lexical-semantic system of the language
and are subject to its laws. In the process of functioning,
lexical shortenings can undergo various semantic changes,
which in many cases do not concern the semantics of the
original complete phrase.
The content of the shortening is derived from the meanings
of the constituent elements. It is believed that conveying
the meaning of the shortening is the same as decoding
(�lling in) the abbreviated elements of the shortening.
Semantic changes in shortenings are of great theoretical
and practical interest, however, their study, like any
semasiological study, is fraught with numerous di�culties,
among which stands out, in particular, the need to take
into account the action of various factors. The study of
changes in the values of shortenings requires a thorough
analysis of the development of speci�c conditions for their
use, which makes it possible to identify the following
patterns:
Shortening of the name of the organization, based on
the transfer of meaning, mainly on metonymy: Mac
<Mackintosh � a line of personal computers and the
product itself � MacBook, iMac; HP <Hewlett-Packard
� a large American IT company, one of the leaders in
the world market of solutions in the �eld of computer
technology � HP Deskjet 5743; HP LaserJet 3030:
"Recently and have had problems when typing my Gmail
emails on my HP Presario (Vista) . . . "[http: // www,
computer-j uice. com / forums].
Shortenings, as a rule, have one or two meanings if they are
formed from polysemous original full phrases: AFAIR <As
Far As I Recall � as far as I can remember; AFAIR <As
Far As I Remember � If my memory serves me; ABMA
<Alt Binaries Mac Applications; ABMA <Alt Binaries
Multimedia Anime; AJ <Another Joke; AJ <Arrogant
Jerk; AML <All My Love; AML <Animorph Mailing List
[http://www.abbreviations.com/].
When starting to consider the issue of human shortening,

one should, �rst of all, as precisely and strictly as
possible de�ne the content of this concept. Note that
there is no consensus in the terminology regarding
this concept, therefore, linguists use various options:
disabbreviation (de-abbreviation), conditional decoding,
false decryptions, "euphemistically mocking disclosure of
an abbreviation etc. Hence and among modern scientists,
there are disagreements in the interpretation of this
concept.
According to A.F. Zhuravlev, human or game
disabbreviation is a "false decoding"of a concept or
phenomenon. He considered the shortening in the context
of "secondary phrase formation". From this de�nition
it follows that the generally accepted meaning of the
shortening does not correspond to the meaning of the
secondary, rethought version. We are interested in the
point of view of A.V. Zelenin, according to which the
playful nature of the shortening is emphasized. In other
words, ¾human shortening¿ introduces an element of
comic relief into the language of communication between
PC users. Following A.V. Zelenin, we will use the term
human shortening, thereby emphasizing the playful
beginning of this type of shortening (from the Latin ludus
� game).
In addition, it should be noted that when the shortening is
used, there is a collision of meanings within the phonetic
and / or graphic form. This clash is observed regarding
the nature of meanings: generally accepted and neological,
uncodi�ed. The purpose of the shortening is to transform
the codi�ed shortening into a speech element that re�ects
the creativity of speech. It is the "comic"beginning that
is the initial premise of the shortening, which is called
human.
In general, these approaches do not contradict, but
complement each other, considering the same phenomenon
at di�erent levels. Comparison of the points of view of
linguists on the term "human shortening"leads us to
a common understanding. It is advisable to conclude
that human shortening is a semantic derivation, in the
process and as a result of which a new occasional unit is
generated within the original graphic and sound shell of
the shortening. Taking into account the point of view of
A.V. Zelenin, let's start studying the functioning of human
shortening in the language of PC users.
Let us consider in more detail the features of human
shortening using examples. It seems appropriate to start
the analysis with information known not only to PC users,
but also to a wide range of users, the shortening WWW
<World Wide Web � network, web, (world) web.
At the phonetic level, the uniqueness of the sound shell
of the shortening is revealed. As you know, the basis of
all sound combinations of a language is the articulation
of individual sounds, as a result of which the language
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increases vivid visibility. Even W. von Humboldt noted
the connection between sound and its meaning. According
to G. Schuchardt, ¾apart from our will, such a close

connection is established between concept and sound that
they are mutually induced in our consciousness, giving rise
to words¿.

Currently, the shortening is considered as one of
the most productive ways of word formation. Under
the in�uence of various intralingual and extralinguistic
factors, the tendency to reduce the lexical units of the
language increases, which raises the shortenings to a
qualitatively new level � it is becoming a widespread
method of designation. The complexity and intensity
of the shortening process necessitates a detailed study
of this method of word formation. Responding to
the pragmatic attitudes of modern society, shortening
performs nominative, cognitive and expressive functions,
as well as the function of information compression.
The process of shortening and the types of shortenings
are comprehensively described by linguists of the 20th
century (DI Alekseev, Z.A. Alikulov, V.V Borisov,
R.I Mogilevsky); functional, pragmatic, cognitive and
structural-semantic features of contractions were studied
by such scientists as A.N. Eldyshev, E.N. Ozhogin, E.R.
Musta�nova. The reference to the speci�cs of shortenings
is mainly associated with the study of problems of
discourse (V.I. Karasik, N.A. Akhrenova) and the theory
of communication (A.N. Baranov, V.B. Kashkin, G.G.
Pocheptsov, S. Herring).
This paper describes the speci�cs of shortenings in ICT in
modern English. On this basis, the role of shortenings in
the generation of new lexical units is considered.
It is known that the vocabulary of the modern language is
constantly evolving under the in�uence of various factors.
¾The vocabulary of the language is known to be in a
state of continuous change. This mobility and variability
of it is due to the fact that language, and primarily its
vocabulary, is directly related to both production and any
other social activity of a person. In order for a language
to fully ful�ll its main function of the most important
means of communication, its vocabulary must quickly
respond to changes occurring in all spheres of people's
life and activities: in production, in science, in worldview,
in socio-economic relations, �nally, at home; � re�ect
and record these changes. Concepts arising in the course
of social development need to be realized in linguistic

matter, in verbal embodiment. The complication of the
forms of social life, the development and deepening of
the entire amount of human knowledge of the surrounding
reality causes the emergence of new words and the gradual
displacement from linguistic use of those words that were
associated with the passed stage of social practice and
ideology¿.
The development of society at the present stage gives rise
to the need for mass nomination, which the language must
satisfy with the help of the means of word formation at
its disposal. The formation of new words is always an act
of nomination, since any lexical unit is created to name a
certain reality. On the other hand, the connection between
the creation of a word and the nominative activity of a
person is obvious.
¾Word formation is aimed at solving a purely
onomasiological problem � the creation of nominative
units with the status of a word. For the theory
of the general process of nomination, the provision
that derivatives (shortenings), acting as new names,
simultaneously refer us to the familiar from the
previous one � to the familiar signs of the language
(the original unabridged version of the word) is of
paramount importance. The existence of derivative words
creates conditions for easier access to the structures of
consciousness, which ensures the ful�llment of one of
the most important functions of the language � the
communicative one¿.
A similar view of the functioning of word formation is
expressed by E.A. Zemskaya: ¾It is the word-formation
mechanism that �rst of all provides the language with an
in�nite variety of words that meet all the needs of human
communication¿.
Despite the fact that word formation primarily performs
the function of a nomination, the speci�city of word
formation methods in individual languages is di�erent.
In addition to the communicative function, language acts
as a kind of mirror re�ection of culture and national
traditions. We are interested in the point of view of M.A.
Yarmashevich, according to which the vocabulary of a
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language certainly re�ects the cultural heritage and is
an indicator of the evolution of native speakers of this
language: ¾The vocabulary of the national language �xes
and transfers from generation to generation the speci�cs
of ethnosocial and cultural norms, thus supporting the
continuity and stability of the ethnic mentality. Studying
the peculiarities of word usage, one can diagnose the
state of spiritual health of an ethnic group and, to some
extent, even predict its evolution � provided that the
facts are adequately assessed, consistently recorded and
the direction of the dynamics is established¿. This point of
view is shared by the linguist N.N. Amosova, mentioning
that "the quantitative growth and qualitative changes in
the vocabulary of the language are ultimately associated
with the history of the people, the creator and speaker of
this language".
The general result of all these considerations is that the
study of word-formation processes is interesting not only
from a linguistic, but also from a linguacultural point of
view.
Before embarking on a more detailed study of one of
the word formation methods � shortening � it seems
necessary to determine the problems related to the role
of word-formation processes in general. From the above
it follows that the development of a language is largely
due to the development of its word-formation system,
the formation of new word-formation models of words,
a change in existing ones, an increase or decrease in

their productivity, and many other factors of the word-
formation process.
The term "word formation"itself has two meanings.
According to the de�nition given in the Linguistic
Encyclopedic Dictionary, word formation is ¾the
formation of words called derivatives and complex, usually
on the basis of single-root words according to existing
linguistic patterns and models using a�xation and other
formal means¿ [LES 1990]. In addition, this term means
"a section of linguistics that studies all aspects of the
creation, functioning, structure and classi�cation of
derivatives and compound words"[ibid.].
In the �rst sense, this term is used to refer to the constant
process of the formation of new words in the language. The
language is in a state of continuous development, including
certain linguistic processes, including the creation of new
lexical units. This process is called "word formation". The
structure of each non-root word, as well as many modern
root words, is the result of the process of formation of these
words. The essence of word-formation processes lies in the
creation of new names, new secondary units of designation
(shortenings), and since such names are words, the term
¾word formation¿ is disclosed in the literal sense, that is,
primarily as a name for the process of word formation. In
the second sense, the term "word formation"designates a
branch of science dealing with the study of the processes
of formation of lexical units.

Before analyzing the language material of this paper, we
consider it important to clarify the concept of idiom in
Modern Linguistics. There are many de�nitions of the
term ¾idiom¿, and we will try to present the most widely
used and universally accepted de�nitions with references
to their authors.
If you look up the word `idiom' in di�erent dictionaries
and manuals you will be given the following de�nitions:
Phraseological unit (idiom) is a stable combination of
words with a fully or partially �gurative meaning.
Idioms are distinguished from phrasemes by the
idiomaticity of the whole word-group (e.g. red tape �
`bureaucratic methods') and the impossibility of attaching
meaning to the members of the group taken in isolation.
Idioms are semantically and grammatically inseparable
units. They may comprise unusual combinations of words
which when understood in their literal meaning are
normally unallocable as, e.g. mare's nest (a mare � `a

female horse', a mare's nest � `a hoax, a discovery which
proves false or worthless'). Unusualness of collocability or
logical incompatibility of member-words is indicative of
the idiomaticity of the phrase.
Idioms made up of words normally brought together are
homonymous with corresponding variable word-groups,
e.g. to let the cat out of the bag � `to divulge a secret',
and the clue to the idiomatic meaning is to be found in
a wider context outside the phrase itself. Here are several
de�nitions of the term by di�erent authors:
Idiom � a group of words (an expression) whose meaning
is di�erent from the meaning of the individual words.
Idiom is an expression in the usage of a language that
has a meaning that cannot be derived from the conjoined
meanings of its elements (e.g. raining cats and dogs).
Idiom is an expression, that is a term or phrase whose
meaning cannot be deduced from the literal de�nitions
and the arrangement of its parts, but refers instead to a
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�gurative meaning that is known only through common
use. Supposedly, in linguistics, idioms are widely assumed
to be �gures of speech that contradict the principle of
compositionality; however, this has shown to be a subject
of debate.
It may be better to refer to idioms as John Saeed does:
words collocated together happen to become fossilized,
becoming �xed over time. This collocation � words
commonly used in a group � changes the de�nition of
each of the words that exist. As an expression, the word-
group becomes a team, so to speak. That is, the collocated
words develop a specialized meaning as a whole and an
idiom is born e.g. He really threw me a curve when on our
�rst date he asked if I could pay for the dinner. Note, in
some cultures, when a man and a woman are courting each
other, the male is traditionally the one who takes up the
bill or pays the bill; however, times change and in many
modern societies, a lot of couples go Dutch-to share the
cost of a meal or some other event. (yet another idiom).
Idiom � a sequence of words which functions semantically
as a unit and with an unpredictable meaning. This is
generally accompanied by a degree of syntactic restriction.
Idiom � phrase or sentence whose meaning isn't obvious
through knowledge of the individual meanings of the
constituent words but must be learnt as a whole.
Idiom � is a group of words that, taken as a whole, has a
meaning di�erent from that of the sum of the individual
words.
Idiom � an expression that does not mean what it literally

says, as to have the upper hand has nothing to do with
hands. Note: Idioms are peculiar to a given language and
usually cannot be translated literally.
Idiom � a phrase or expression that means something
di�erent from what the words actually say. An idiom is
usually understandable to a particular group of people.
As we have already mentioned English is a language
particularly rich in idioms � those modes of expression
peculiar to a language (or dialect) which frequently defy
logical and grammatical rules. Without idioms English
would lose much of its variety and humor both in speech
and writing.
The background and etymological origins of most idioms
is at best obscure. This is the reason why a study of
di�erences between the idioms of American and British
English is somewhat di�cult.
But it also makes the cases, where background, etymology
and history are known, even more interesting. Some idioms
of the "worldwide English"have �rst been seen in the
works of writers like Shakespeare, Sir Walter Scott, and
Lewis Carroll or even in the paperbacks of contemporary
novelists. An example of Shakespearian quotation can be
found in the following sentence: "As a social worker, you
certainly see the seamy side of life,"where ¾seamy side of
life¿ means ¾èçíàíêà æèçíè¿.
Summing up the above de�nitions of the term ¾idiom¿, we
in our work will accept the following de�nition: an idiom
is a stable word group with partially or fully transferred
meaning.

3. Comparison � a grammatical category of an adjective
and an adverb designating the big degree of display of a
sign in comparison with the same sign named in positive
degree.

Used of people who have a tanned skin after sunbathing.
� as green as grass.
Used of an ill-tempered person.
� as red as a beetroot;
� as red as �re.
These two are used of a person who blushes or becomes
�ushed with anger embarrassment etc.
� as red as blood;
� as red as a cherry;
� as red as a rose.
This three are used to describe the special color of things.
� as white as a snow.
Used to describe the cleanliness or hue of the color.
� as white as sheet;
Used of the colour of the face of a person who has turned
pale after a shock or bright.
As yellow as a guinea;
This is used of colour of the face of a person when he is
being ill.
Colour is probably the brightest visual quality perceived
by the person and having its paramount value for
evaluation.

� as cold as a frog � person who shows no emotion or
little feeling;

� as greedy as wolf � person who eats more than he
needs;
� as timed as a rabbit � fain � hearted;
� as tricky as a monkey � sly bad;
� as wet as a drowned rat � person whose clothes have
got very wet.

Langacker
asks his reader to use the tools handed in Foundations'
�rst volume in a broad range of, mostly English,
grammatical situations.

Since its evolution, cognitive grammar has provided a
new method of considering the construction of language.It

has been applied to academic contexts, mostly in the
illustration of teaching verb tenses to foreign language
students.Cognitive grammar's importance on the meaning
of grammar and the use of pictorial representations has
been successful in helping build students' grammatical
knowledge, compared to traditional instructional ways
that focus on distinct elements.

The
basic methodological position underlying the cognitive-
culturological approach, implemented in the article, is
the thesis that the processes of conceptualization and
interpretation of the world are carried out in the context
of a certain culture and language, which gives cognition
a culturally determined character. The research is based
on the following hypothesis: the cognitive conditioning of
cognition is most fully re�ected in the metaphor, since the
process of our thinking is metaphorical in its essence and
is based on correspondences in experience, which is also
culturally speci�c.

This is con�rmed by
the following excerpt from the novel by Ian McEwan
"Atonement which describes the behavior of twin boys
experiencing a strong emotional shock and trying to hide
their feelings, following the rules of politeness, accepted in
their society.

The simplicity of the remark unhinged his brother who
went by a wall and found something of interest in the
skirting board which he worried with the tip of his shoe.
Lola put her arm across his shoulder and said: 'We'll be
going home soon'. Her arm was much thinner than his
mother's and Pierrot began to sob, but quietly, still mindful
of being in a strange house where politeness was all (I.
McEwan. Atonement).
British cultural norms dictate restraint in expressing
emotions even in times of grief. So, in the next passage,
the heroine tells that during the mourning ceremony she
realizes with horror that tears are welling up in her eyes,
and she turns away to hide it from others. The fact that
this was noticed makes her unhappy with herself, since
it is contrary to the norms accepted in her culture and
behavior.
The research carried out from the standpoint of the
cognitive-culturological approach is based on the thesis
about the determinism of cognition and the many ways
of its manifestation in language. Having put forward
the hypothesis that the linguocultural conditioning of
cognition is most fully re�ected in the metaphor, while
using various forms of its manifestation in the text, we
set ourselves the task of identifying and describing these
forms. In conclusion, we note that the article only partially
highlights such an important aspect of the linguocultural
speci�city of the metaphor as the speci�city of the
metaphorical thinking of a bilingual linguistic personality;

They play an
important role in understanding meanings implied by
words that are used to denote relevant categories. So, the
stereotype of a single mother is not just a woman who is
raising her child alone, and a woman who is experiencing
�nancial di�culties, because she is forced to support child
without husband support.
V. A. Kosyakov notes that the stereotype emphasizes

certain features the nature and characteristics of behavior
that, in the opinion of people who share such a stereotype,
are characteristic of all representatives of the stereotyped
group. In the creation and functioning of a stereotype,
lexical, grammatical and phonetic means, but the main it
is the vocabulary that plays the role, since the stereotype
primarily communicates the qualitative characteristics of
a group and, in addition, it is in the vocabulary that
the language experience of many generations of native
speakers is contained.
An important role in the formation of a stereotype is
played by the observer factor, his history of interaction
with the environment and other people. The stereotype
is a mechanism of orienting in�uence, i.e. it dictates
to a person how he should react and what he should
expect from contact with members of the other group.
Assimilated in the process of socialization, the stereotype
is �xed in the minds of people and practically does not
change or changes with di�culty.
We live in a world full of stereotypes that often limit our
freedom. One of the means of expressing gender relations
is advertising discourse. Most people believe in the gender
stereotypes in advertising discourse. Numerous studies of
this type of discourse help to identify the mechanism of
gender discrimination and encourage modern advertisers
to make some adjustments to advertising technologies.
E. Ivanova notes that stereotypes often support a
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distorted and even false idea about a certain social group
and, having the character of prejudices, most lead to
discrimination.

Advertising built on associations that are used to enhance
contrast. The female image is made ironically and
re�ects the conventional wisdom about the intelligence
of blondes. At the same time, the advantages of the
car are demonstrated � a beautiful appearance, its
intelligence. From a marketer's point of view, advertising
is ingenious, because it evokes emotions (surprise, interest,
indignation), pleasant associations, which creates a
positive image of the advertised product.
One of the e�ective methods for analyzing the gender
paradigm in the language is an association experiment.
This method allows you to set the relationship between
the meaning of a word and its semantic content, which
arises in the process of acquiring a person's experience
within a given culture. The data of the associative
experiment help to reveal the images of consciousness
of speakers of di�erent languages. Our experiment was
carried out in cities London, Manchester in 2011 among
100 young Britons aged was 15�25 years old. The survey
was conducted using the Internet by questionnaires or
conversations in on-line mode.
The subjects received questionnaires with the task to �x
their associations arising on the word-stimulus ¾woman¿,
the �rst word or phrase that came to mind. When
analyzing the results of the experiment, we singled
out "nuclear reactions where their frequency is more
than three. Among the responses of female respondent's
indicators are as follows: beauty, independence,
con�dence, mother, education, career, success, intuition,
child, re�nement, freedom. The men responded as follows:
man, emancipated, weaker sex, beauty, girlfriend, mother,
mean, sex, naturalness, pretty. The basic components
for stereotyping the image of a woman in the linguistic
consciousness of the English are:
1. Physical data. Reference appearance with parameters
90/60/90 forms a gender stereotype that expresses the
dominant position of men and the physical weakness

of women. description prevails physically attractive
women/girls. English mentality perceives the ideal female
�gure as something elegant, re�ned, with well-de�ned
lines, but not too thin. However, girls prefer mental
rather than natural abilities, character traits. Beautiful
appearance, according to female respondents, is not
main merit. Practicality, intuition, freedom of action
contributes to the achievement of success in life;
2. Qualitative characteristics (intuition / shortsightedness,
con�dence / weakness, etc.). It should be noted that the
answers of the female respondents allow us to speak about
the formation of a new stereotype associated with high
woman's intellectual capacity. Independence in behavior
prudence, hard work, striving for success distinguish
modern Englishwoman;
3. Social role. The most frequent reaction among
Englishmen living in Manchester (Great Britain) is
"mother". Note that the majority of female respondents
between the ages of 15 and 20 have a child, which does
not �t into the Western way of life. However, the state
supports young mothers through various social programs.
But, according to young Englishwomen, life and economy
do not give an opportunity improve, grow professionally
and develop as personality. They prefer career growth.
Englishwomen begin to deal with the arrangement of
everyday life after 30 years. There is a fairly widespread
opinion that a woman who takes care of the house and
brings up children, remains unrealized professionally, so
they themselves try to provide for themselves, their lives
on the desired social level;
4. Emancipation. It is obvious that the stereotype ¾a
woman is the second half¿ loses its relevance. The modern
woman in the view of the bearers of English culture is
independent, mobile, businesslike. However, the modern
picture of the world re�ects the changing historical
realities. Men rarely object to the self-realization of a
woman in society. Of course, this is the result of the growth
of feminist trends � equality men and women.
The data of the experiment demonstrate the
transformation in the English language consciousness
in the direction of leveling the boundaries between
masculinity and femininity. Despite the stability of
stereotyped thinking, which a�rms the superiority of
a man over a woman, the dynamics of their development
public consciousness testi�es to the changes taking place in
the perception of the image of a woman who, on an equal
basis with a man, can make decisions, take responsibility,
occupy leadership positions, etc.

Â ñòàòüå ðàññìàòðèâàþòñÿ âîïðîñû î òîì, êàêèå íàïðàâëåíèÿ ñîâåðøåíñòâîâàíèÿ ïðàâîâîãî ðåãóëèðîâàíèÿ
èíñòèòóòà íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû ÿâëÿþòñÿ ïðèîðèòåòíûìè. Ðàññìîòðåíû íåñîâåðøåíñòâà ïðàâîâîãî ðåãó-
ëèðîâàíèÿ óêàçàííîãî èíñòèòóòà, à òàêæå ïðåäëîæåíû çàêîíîäàòåëüíûå èçìåíåíèÿ.

Â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ èíñòèòóò íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû íå
ëèøåí ïðîáëåì êàê òåîðåòè÷åñêèõ, òàê è ïðàêòè÷å-
ñêèõ, è ñâÿçàííûõ, â òîì ÷èñëå ñ êâàëèôèêàöèåé äåé-
ñòâèé ëèöà, îáîðîíÿþùåãîñÿ îò ïðåñòóïíîãî ïîñÿãà-
òåëüñòâà. Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì, ñîâåðøåíñòâîâàíèå ïðàâîâî-
ãî ðåãóëèðîâàíèÿ íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû ïðåäñòàâëÿåò-
ñÿ îñîáåííî âàæíûì â ñâåòå íàëè÷èÿ ïîäîáíûõ ïðî-
áëåì.
Ñîãëàñíî äåéñòâóþùåìó íà ñåãîäíÿøíèé ìîìåíò äåé-
ñòâóþùåìó óãîëîâíîìó çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâó, óãîëîâíàÿ
îòâåòñòâåííîñòü çà ïðåâûøåíèå ïðåäåëîâ íåîáõîäèìîé
ñàìîîáîðîíû èìååò ìåñòî áûòü òîëüêî òîãäà, êîãäà
ïîñÿãàþùåìó ïðè÷èíåí âðåä. Îäíàêî, èìåííî ýòî îá-
ñòîÿòåëüñòâî èç ðÿäà äðóãèõ, ïîäëåæàùèõ óñòàíîâëå-
íèþ, äîêàçàòü íàèìåíåå ïðîáëåìàòè÷íî. Ýòî îáóñëîâ-
ëåíî òåì, ÷òî âðåä, ïðè÷èíåííûé ëèöó, � ôàêò ïîíÿò-
íûé è î÷åâèäíûé.
Ìåæäó òåì, âîññòàíîâëåíèå ïîëíîé êàðòèíû ïðîèçî-
øåäøåãî, óñòàíîâëåíèå òîãî, êàê ýòîò âðåä áûë ïðè-
÷èí¼í, êàê ñîâåðøåííî òî÷íî îòìå÷àåò â ñâîèõ òðó-
äàõ Í.À. Âîðîáüåâà[1], òðåáóåò äîñêîíàëüíîãî èçó÷å-
íèÿ è ñîïîñòàâëåíèÿ ôàêòîâ, ìåíåå çíà÷èòåëüíûõ è
áîëåå ìåëêèõ ïî ñðàâíåíèþ ñî ñìåðòüþ. Èçëîæåííîå,
â ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü, îáóñëàâëèâàåòñÿ òåì, ÷òî ïðè÷èíå-
íèå âðåäà ïðè íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíå ÷àñòî ïðîèñõîäèò
â óñëîâèÿõ íåî÷åâèäíîñòè.
Òàêèì îáðàçîì, îêàçûâàåòñÿ, ÷òî ñìåðòü � ýòî äîñòî-
âåðíûé ôàêò, à ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâî è îáîðîíà ïðåäñòàâëÿ-
þò ñîáîé ôàêòû ïðåäïîëàãàåìûå, äîñòîâåðíîñòü êî-
òîðûõ, ê òîìó æå, íå âñåãäà î÷åâèäíà, ïîñêîëüêó ñà-
ìî íàïàäåíèå è îáîðîíà îò íåãî, êàê ïðàâèëî, òîëüêî
ìûñëåííî ïðåäñòàâëÿþòñÿ, à ñïîñîáíîñòè ê ìîäåëèðî-
âàíèþ ðåàëüíîé æèçíåííîé ñèòóàöèè íà îñíîâå ôàêòè-
÷åñêèõ äàííûõ íå ó âñåõ õîðîøî ðàçâèòû.
Àíàëèç èçëîæåííîãî ïîçâîëÿåò ñäåëàòü âûâîä î òîì,
÷òî ïðè ïðèìåíåíèè çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâà î íåîáõîäè-
ìîé îáîðîíå ïðàâîïðèìåíèòåëü èñïûòûâàåò íåêîòîðûå
ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿ, à èìåííî ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿ ìåæäó òåì ôàê-
òîì, êîòîðûé ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ î÷åâèäíûì, è òîé êàðòè-
íîé, êîòîðàÿ îïèñûâàåò âîîáðàæàåìîå ðàçâèòèå ñîáû-
òèé. Â òàêîì ñëó÷àå ïðåäïî÷òèòåëüíûì ÿâëÿåòñÿ çðè-
ìûé ôàêò. Ýòî îáóñëîâëåíî òåì, ÷òî âîîáðàæåíèÿ íå
õâàòàåò äëÿ òîãî, ÷òîáû ïîñòðîèòü êàðòèíó â äåòàëÿõ
íà îñíîâå èìåþùèõñÿ êîñâåííûõ äîêàçàòåëüñòâ.
Íåñìîòðÿ íà íàëè÷èå íåäîñòàòêîâ è ïðîáåëîâ, ðîññèé-
ñêîå çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâî ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ íàèáîëåå ïðî-
äóìàííûì ñðåäè òåõ çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâ, êîòîðûå òàêæå

âõîäÿò â ðîìàíî-ãåðìàíñêóþ ïðàâîâóþ ñåìüþ. Ìåæäó
òåì, íå âñå òàê ïðîñòî. Â íåêîòîðûõ ñëó÷àÿõ ïðàâîïðè-
ìåíèòåëü íå âñåãäà èìååò âîçìîæíîñòü âåðíî êâàëèôè-
öèðîâàòü äåéñòâèÿ âèíîâíûõ ëèö.
Â ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü ýòî çàòðàãèâàåò òå äåÿíèÿ, êîòîðûå
ñîâåðøàþòñÿ â ñîñòîÿíèè íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû. Îñî-
áåííî ýòî êàñàåòñÿ òåõ äåÿíèé, êîòîðûå ñîâåðøàþòñÿ â
ñîñòîÿíèè íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû.
Â îòå÷åñòâåííîì çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâå ÷åëîâåê, åãî ïðàâà
è ñâîáîäû ÿâëÿþòñÿ, íåñîìíåííî, âûñøåé öåííîñòüþ.
Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ, ÷òî ãîñóäàðñòâî â ñëó-
÷àå ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà íà ïðàâà ãðàæäàíèíà, â òîì ÷èñëå
íà òàêîå íåîòúåìëåìîå ïðàâî, êàê æèçíü, äîëæíî çà-
íèìàòü ñòîðîíó îáîðîíÿþùåãîñÿ ëèöà, è, ïîìèìî ïðî-
÷åãî, ó÷èòûâàòü âñå îáñòîÿòåëüñòâà, êîòîðûå ïîäòîëê-
íóëè îáîðîíÿþùååñÿ ëèöî ê òåì èëè èíûì äåéñòâèÿì
â ñîñòîÿíèè íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû. Ìåæäó òåì, èìåííî
òàê ïðîèñõîäèò íå âñåãäà. Íåðåäêî, êàê îòìå÷àåò â ñâî-
èõ òðóäàõ Í.À. Âîðîáüåâà[2], ïîñÿãàþùèé ñóáúåêò èìå-
åò çàêîíîäàòåëüíîå ïðåèìóùåñòâî, à ïðàâà è çàêîííûå
èíòåðåñû ëèöà, îáîðîíÿþùåãîñÿ îò ïðåñòóïíîãî ïîñÿ-
ãàòåëüñòâà îòõîäÿò íà âòîðîé ïëàí.
Â íàñòîÿùåå âðåìÿ çàêîíîäàòåëü îáðàùàåò îñîáîå âíè-
ìàíèå íà òî, ÷òî ãðàæäàíèíó, îáîðîíÿþùåìóñÿ îò îá-
ùåñòâåííî îïàñíîãî äåÿíèÿ, íåîáõîäèìî òùàòåëüíûì
îáðàçîì îöåíèòü ñëîæèâøóþñÿ â íàñòîÿùèé ìîìåíò
ñèòóàöèþ, è òîëüêî ëèøü ïîñëå ýòîãî ïðèáåãàòü ê
èñïîëüçîâàíèþ êàêèõ-ëèáî ñðåäñòâ çàùèòû. Åñëè æå
ýòîãî íå ñäåëàòü, òî îáîðîíÿþùèéñÿ ãðàæäàíèí ìî-
æåò ñòîëêíóòüñÿ ñ íåáëàãîïðèÿòíûìè ïîñëåäñòâèÿìè,
à äåéñòâèÿ ïîñëåäíåãî áóäóò êâàëèôèöèðîâàíû îðãà-
íàìè ïðåäâàðèòåëüíîãî ðàññëåäîâàíèÿ ïî ñòàòüÿì 108
èëè 114 Óãîëîâíîãî êîäåêñà Ðîññèéñêîé Ôåäåðàöèè.
Íà íàø âçãëÿä, â öåëÿõ èçáåæàíèÿ îøèáîê ïðè îöåíêå
âðåäà, êîòîðûé áûë ïðè÷èíåí ëèöîì, äåéñòâóþùèì â
ñîñòîÿíèè íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû, âàæíî ÷åòêî îïðåäå-
ëèòü âðåìÿ íà÷àëà è îêîí÷àíèÿ ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà, à òàê-
æå îïðåäåëèòü ìîìåíò íà÷àëà è îêîí÷àíèÿ íåîáõîäè-
ìîé îáîðîíû. Â ñâÿçè ñ ýòèì, î÷åâèäíîé ïðåäñòàâëÿåò-
ñÿ íåîáõîäèìîñòü çàêîíîäàòåëüíîãî çàêðåïëåíèÿ êðè-
òåðèåâ íà÷àëà è îêîí÷àíèÿ íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû.
Âàæíî îòìåòèòü, ÷òî òàêèå êðèòåðèè äîëæíû õàðàê-
òåðèçîâàòü êàê ïîâåäåíèå ëèöà, êîòîðîå îñóùåñòâëÿåò
ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâî èëè æå ñîçäàåò ðåàëüíóþ óãðîçó íà÷àëà
ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà, òàê è âîñïðèÿòèå äåéñòâèé ëèöà, îñó-
ùåñòâëÿþùåãî ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâî, ëèöîì îáîðîíÿþùèì-
ñÿ. Ïî íàøåìó ìíåíèþ, ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ íåîáõîäèìûì
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îïðåäåëÿòü ìîìåíò íà÷àëà íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû ÷åðåç
òàêîå óñëîâèå ïðàâîìåðíîñòè, êàê ñâîåâðåìåííîñòü çà-
ùèòû. Èçëîæåííîå ìíåíèå â ïîëíîé ìåðå ñîãëàñóåòñÿ ñ
ìíåíèåì, êîòîðîå èçëàãàåò À.Â. Çàðÿ â ñâîèõ òðóäàõ[3].
Â êà÷åñòâå êðèòåðèåâ íà÷àëà ñîñòîÿíèÿ íåîáõîäèìîé
îáîðîíû, ïî íàøåìó ìíåíèþ, äîëæíû âûñòóïàòü:
� íà÷àëî ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà, òî åñòü òîò ìîìåíò, êîãäà
ëèöî, ïîñÿãàþùåå ñîâåðøàåò äåÿíèå, êîòîðîå ïîïàäàåò
ïîä ïðèçíàêè ñîñòàâà êàêîãî � ëèáî ïðåñòóïëåíèÿ;
� ñîâåðøåíèå ëèöîì, ïîñÿãàþùèì òàêîãî äåÿíèÿ, êî-
òîðîå ñâèäåòåëüñòâóåò î ñîçäàíèè èì ðåàëüíîé óãðîçû
íà÷àëà ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà.
Ïðè ýòîì, ëèöî, êîòîðîå îáîðîíÿåòñÿ îò ïîñÿãàòåëü-
ñòâà, äîëæíî îñîçíàâàòü òî îáñòîÿòåëüñòâî, ÷òî â îò-
íîøåíèè íåãî ñîâåðøàåòñÿ ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâî. Ïðè îòñóò-
ñòâèè ïðåñòóïíîãî ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà ïðè÷èíåíèå âðåäà
îáîðîíÿþùèìñÿ ëèöîì íå ìîæåò ïðèçíàâàòüñÿ íåîáõî-
äèìîé îáîðîíîé.
Îá îêîí÷àíèè ñîñòîÿíèÿ íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû òàê-
æå äîëæíû îïðåäåëÿòüñÿ ðÿäîì êðèòåðèåâ, êîòîðûå, â
ñâîþ î÷åðåäü, äîëæíû áûòü çàêðåïëåíû çàêîíîäàòåëü-
íî. Òàêèìè êðèòåðèÿìè, ïî íàøåìó ìíåíèþ, äîëæíû
ÿâëÿòüñÿ ñëåäóþùèå:
� ïîñÿãàþùèé äîñòèã ñâîåé öåëè, è íàðóøåííûé îõðà-
íÿåìûé îáúåêò âîññòàíîâèòü ïóòåì ïðè÷èíåíèÿ âðåäà
ïîñÿãàâøåìó íå ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ âîçìîæíûì;
� ïîñÿãàþùèé îòêàçàëñÿ îò ïðîäîëæåíèÿ ïðåñòóïíûõ
äåéñòâèé;
� ïîñÿãàþùèé ïðåêðàòèë ñâîè äåéñòâèÿ â ðåçóëüòàòå
èõ ïðåñå÷åíèÿ îáîðîíÿþùèìñÿ.
Âàæíî îòìåòèòü òàêæå òî îáñòîÿòåëüñòâî, ÷òî äëÿ ïðè-
çíàíèÿ ñîñòîÿíèÿ íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû îêîí÷åííûì
íåîáõîäèìî òàêæå îñîçíàíèå îáîðîíÿþùèìñÿ ëèöîì
ôàêòà îêîí÷àòåëüíîãî ïðåêðàùåíèÿ ïðåñòóïíîãî ïî-
ñÿãàòåëüñòâà. Íàëè÷èå òàêîãî îñîçíàíèå ïîçâîëèò ðàç-

ãðàíè÷èòü ñëó÷àè ìíèìîé îáîðîíû è îáîðîíû îò ëèøü
ïðèîñòàíîâëåííîãî ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà.
Îòñóòñòâèå çàêîíîäàòåëüíîãî çàêðåïëåíèÿ âûøåóêà-
çàííûõ êðèòåðèåâ, íà íàø âçãëÿä, ÿâëÿåòñÿ çàêîíîäà-
òåëüíûì íåñîâåðøåíñòâîì. Óêàçàííîå ìíåíèå â ïîëíîé
ìåðå ñîãëàñóåòñÿ ñ òåì ìíåíèåì, êîòîðîå îòìå÷àåò â
ñâîèõ òðóäàõ Í.À. Âîðîáüåâà[4].
Êàê îòìå÷àëîñü ðàíåå, îáîðîíÿþùèéñÿ ãðàæäàíèí
äîëæåí òùàòåëüíî ïðîàíàëèçèðîâàòü ñèòóàöèþ, ïðåæ-
äå ÷åì ïðèìåíÿòü òå èëè èíûå ñðåäñòâà çàùèòû. Â ïðî-
òèâíîì ñëó÷àå ìîãóò íàñòóïèòü íåáëàãîïðèÿòíûå äëÿ
íåãî ïîñëåäñòâèÿ, êîòîðûå áóäóò êâàëèôèöèðîâàíû ïî
ñòàòüÿì 108 èëè 114 Óãîëîâíîãî êîäåêñà Ðîññèéñêîé
Ôåäåðàöèè.
Ìåæäó òåì, ñàìà ôîðìóëèðîâêà ñòàòüè 37 Óãîëîâíîãî
êîäåêñà Ðîññèéñêîé Ôåäåðàöèè íå ïîçâîëÿåò â ïîëíîé
ìåðå ðåàëèçîâûâàòü ïðàâî íà îáîðîíó. Íîðìû ïðàâà,
ïðåäñòàâëåííûå çàêîíîäàòåëåì â óãîëîâíîì çàêîíå, ÿâ-
ëÿþòñÿ äîâîëüíî óçêîíàïðàâëåííûìè, ïîñêîëüêó ïîç-
âîëÿþò îáîðîíÿþùåìóñÿ îñóùåñòâëÿòü ïðàâî íà çàùè-
òó òîëüêî ïðè óñëîâèè âîçíèêíîâåíèÿ óãðîçû åãî æèç-
íè èëè æèçíè äðóãîãî ëèöà. Òî åñòü çàêîí èçíà÷àëüíî
âñòàåò íà ñòîðîíó ëèöà, êîòîðîå ñîâåðøàåò ïîñÿãàòåëü-
ñòâî.
Áåçóñëîâíî, òàêîé ïîäõîä ÿâëÿåòñÿ íåïðàâèëüíûì, òàê
êàê ñóáúåêò çàùèòû áûë ñïðîâîöèðîâàí ê îñóùåñòâ-
ëåíèþ îáîðîíèòåëüíûõ äåéñòâèé. Ïðè ýòîì íå âñåãäà
èìååòñÿ âîçìîæíîñòü èçáåæàòü ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà.
Â ñâÿçè ñ èçëîæåííûì, ïî íàøåìó ìíåíèþ, ïðåäñòàâ-
ëÿåòñÿ íåîáõîäèìûì âíåñòè èçìåíåíèÿ â ïîëîæåíèÿ
ñòàòüè 37 Óãîëîâíîãî êîäåêñà Ðîññèéñêîé Ôåäåðàöèè,
çàêðåïèâ â ïîñëåäíåé êðèòåðèè íà÷àëà è îêîí÷àíèÿ
êàê ïðåñòóïíîãî ïîñÿãàòåëüñòâà, òàê è íåïîñðåäñòâåí-
íî ñîñòîÿíèÿ íåîáõîäèìîé îáîðîíû.

Â ñòàòüå ðàññìîòðåíû îñíîâíûå îñíîâàíèÿ ïðåêðàùåíèÿ ïðàâà ñîáñòâåííîñòè íà æèëûå ïîìåùåíèÿ ñîãëàñíî
íîðìàì äåéñòâóþùåãî çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâà Ðîññèéñêîé Ôåäåðàöèè.

Èìóùåñòâåííûå ïðàâà âêëþ÷àþò ïðàâî ñîáñòâåííîñòè
íà æèëóþ ïëîùàäü. Èìåííî ñîáñòâåííèê â ñîîòâåò-
ñòâèè ñ ïóíêòàìè 1 è 2 ñòàòüè 209 ÃÊ ÐÔ èìååò ïðàâî
âëàäåòü, ïîëüçîâàòüñÿ è ðàñïîðÿæàòüñÿ ñâîèì èìóùå-
ñòâîì, à èìåííî: çåìåëüíûìè ó÷àñòêàìè, èìóùåñòâîì,
ïåðåìåùåíèå êîòîðîãî íåâîçìîæíî áåç íåñîðàçìåðíîãî
óùåðáà èõ íàçíà÷åíèþ, â òîì ÷èñëå çäàíèÿìè, ñîîðó-
æåíèÿìè, ñòðîÿùèìèñÿ îáúåêòàìè; æèëûìè è íåæè-
ëûìè ïîìåùåíèÿìè, à òàêæå ÷àñòÿìè çäàíèé èëè ñî-
îðóæåíèé (ñòîÿíêè), ïðåäíàçíà÷åííûìè äëÿ ðàçìåùå-
íèÿ òðàíñïîðòíûõ ñðåäñòâ [1].
Ñîáñòâåííèê âïðàâå ïî ñâîåìó óñìîòðåíèþ ñîâåðøàòü
â îòíîøåíèè ïðèíàäëåæàùåãî åìó ïîìåùåíèÿ ëþáûå
äåéñòâèÿ, íå ïðîòèâîðå÷àùèå çàêîíó è èíûì ïðàâîâûì
àêòàì è íå íàðóøàþùèå ïðàâà è îõðàíÿåìûå çàêîíîì
èíòåðåñû äðóãèõ ëèö, â òîì ÷èñëå îò÷óæäàòü ñâîå ïî-
ìåùåíèå â ñîáñòâåííîñòü äðóãèõ, ïåðåäàòü èì, îñòàâà-
ÿñü ñîáñòâåííèêîì, ïðàâà âëàäåíèÿ, ïîëüçîâàíèÿ è ðàñ-
ïîðÿæåíèÿ èìóùåñòâîì, çàëîæèòü ïîìåùåíèå è îáðå-
ìåíÿòü åãî èíûìè ñïîñîáàìè, ðàñïîðÿäèòüñÿ èì èíûì
ñïîñîáîì.
Â ñîîòâåòñòâèè ñî ñò. 8 ÃÊ ÐÔ ïðàâà, îáåñïå÷èâàþ-
ùèå ïðàâî ñîáñòâåííîñòè íà îáúåêò ãðàæäàíñêèõ ïðàâ
êîíêðåòíîìó ëèöó, îãðàíè÷åíèÿ òàêèõ ïðàâ è èìóùå-
ñòâåííûå îáðåìåíåíèÿ (èìóùåñòâåííûå ïðàâà) ïîäëå-
æàò ãîñóäàðñòâåííîé ðåãèñòðàöèè.
Ïðàâà íà ïîìåùåíèÿ, ïîäëåæàùèå ãîñóäàðñòâåííîé ðå-
ãèñòðàöèè, âîçíèêàþò, èçìåíÿþòñÿ è ïðåêðàùàþòñÿ ñ
ìîìåíòà âíåñåíèÿ ñîîòâåòñòâóþùåé çàïèñè â ãîñóäàð-
ñòâåííûé ðååñòð, åñëè èíîå íå ïðåäóñìîòðåíî çàêîíîì
[3].
Çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâîì Ðîññèéñêîé Ôåäåðàöèè ïðåäóñìîò-
ðåíû îñíîâàíèÿ êàê âîçíèêíîâåíèÿ ïðàâ ñîáñòâåííî-
ñòè, òàê è ïðåêðàùåíèÿ èõ äåéñòâèÿ. Ïðàâî ñîáñòâåí-
íîñòè ïðåêðàùàåòñÿ ïðè ïåðåäà÷å ñîáñòâåííèêîì ñâî-
åãî èìóùåñòâà äðóãèì ëèöàì, îòêàçå ñîáñòâåííèêà îò
ïðàâà ñîáñòâåííîñòè, â ñëó÷àå óòðàòû èëè óíè÷òîæå-

íèÿ ðàçìåùåíû â ðàçëè÷íûõ ãëàâàõ Îñîáåííîé ÷àñòè
ÓÊ ÐÔ. Íî ñ ó÷åòîì ñòðåìèòåëüíî èçìåíÿþùåãîñÿ
çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâà è ïîÿâëåíèÿ íîâûõ êîððóïöèîííûõ
ïðåñòóïëåíèé âêëþ÷åíèå ïåðå÷íÿ êîððóïöèîííûõ ïðå-
ñòóïëåíèé â êà÷åñòâå ïðèìå÷àíèÿ ê êàêîé-ëèáî ñòàòüå
ÓÊ ÐÔ èëè ÔÇ î ïðîòèâîäåéñòâèè êîððóïöèè ïðåä-
ñòàâëÿåòñÿ ìàëîýôôåêòèâíûì è íå ðåøàþùèì ïðî-
áëåìó. Ôîðìèðîâàíèå îòäåëüíîé ãëàâû ÓÊ ÐÔ, ñîäåð-
æàùåé êîððóïöèîííûå ïðåñòóïëåíèÿ, ïîòðåáîâàëî áû
¾ïåðåêðàèâàòü¿ ïðèâû÷íóþ ñòðóêòóðó ÓÊ ÐÔ, ¾èç-
âëåêàòü¿ ñîñòàâû èç ãëàâ 23, 30 è äðóãèõ, ÷òî íåèçáåæ-
íî ïðèâåäåò ê íàðóøåíèþ ñòðîéíîñòè ÓÊ ÐÔ è âîç-
ìîæíûì ïðîáëåìàì â ïðàâîïðèìåíåíèè îòíîñèòåëüíî
äðóãèõ (íå êîððóïöèîííûõ) äåÿíèé.

ìåæäóíàðîäíûõ àêòîâ î áîðüáå ñ êîððóïöèåé, â ÷àñò-
íîñòè Êîíâåíöèþ Ñîâåòà Åâðîïû îá óãîëîâíîé îòâåò-
ñòâåííîñòè çà êîððóïöèþ (1999), Êîíâåíöèþ ÎÎÍ ïðî-
òèâ òðàíñíàöèîíàëüíîé îðãàíèçîâàííîé ïðåñòóïíîñòè
(2000), Êîíâåíöèþ ÎÎÍ ïðîòèâ êîððóïöèè (2003). Íà-
ñòîÿùèå êîíâåíöèè äî íàñòîÿùåãî âðåìåíè íå ðàòè-
ôèöèðîâàíû, âî ìíîãîì ïî ïðè÷èíå ïðîòèâîðå÷èé ñ
ðîññèéñêèì óãîëîâíûì çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâîì. Íàñóùíîé
ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ íåîáõîäèìîñòü â ðàáîòå ïî óñòðàíåíèþ
óêàçàííûõ ïðîòèâîðå÷èé è íåçàìåäëèòåëüíîé ðàòèôè-
êàöèè ìåæäóíàðîäíûõ àíòèêîððóïöèîííûõ äîêóìåí-
òîâ. Ðîññèÿ êàê ãîñóäàðñòâî, ïðåòåíäóþùåå íà ãëîáàëü-
íóþ ðîëü â ìèðîâîì ñîîáùåñòâå, íå ìîæåò ñòîÿòü â

Çíà÷åíèå ìåæäóíàðîäíîãî ñîòðóäíè÷åñòâà â áîðüáå ñ
êîððóïöèåé çàêëþ÷àåòñÿ íå òîëüêî â ñòàíîâëåíèè ýô-
ôåêòèâíûõ ìåõàíèçìîâ ïðîòèâîäåéñòâèÿ òðàíñíàöèî-
íàëüíûì ôîðìàì êîððóïöèè, íî è â ôîðìèðîâàíèè
åäèíîãî ìèðîâîãî ¾àíòèêîððóïöèîííîãî ÿçûêà¿, ïîíÿ-
òèéíîãî àïïàðàòà, áåç êîòîðûõ ýôôåêòèâíàÿ àíòèêîð-
ðóïöèîííàÿ ïîëèòèêà ÿâëÿåòñÿ íåâîçìîæíîé.
Îñîáóþ àêòóàëüíîñòü â ýòîé ñâÿçè ïðåäñòàâëÿåò ôîð-

Ïðèáëèæåíèå ðîññèéñêîãî çàêîíîäàòåëüñòâà ê ìåæ-
äóíàðîäíûì ñòàíäàðòàì, èìïëåìåíòàöèÿ ïîëîæåíèé
ìåæäóíàðîäíûõ äîêóìåíòîâ â òàêîé ïðèíöèïèàëüíî

âàæíîé îáëàñòè, êàê áîðüáà ñ êîððóïöèåé, ÿâëÿåòñÿ
âûðàæåíèåì ìàãèñòðàëüíîé ëèíèè ïîëèòèêè ðîññèé-
ñêîãî ãîñóäàðñòâà, íàïðàâëåííîé íà èíòåãðàöèþ Ðîñ-
ñèè â ñîîáùåñòâî öèâèëèçîâàííûõ ãîñóäàðñòâ. Ïðåä-
ñòàâëÿåòñÿ, ÷òî ðåàëèçàöèÿ óêàçàííûõ àêòóàëüíûõ çà-

íîìó âîïðîñó.

îòíîøåíèè íåñîâåðøåííîëåòíèõ. Ïðèâîäèòñÿ îñíîâíûå ïîíÿòèÿ è âèäîâ íàêàçàíèé â îòíîøåíèè íåñîâåðøåí-
íîëåòíèõ. Îñîáîå âíèìàíèå óäåëÿåòñÿ àíàëèçó îïðåäåëèòü îñîáåííîñòè óãîëîâíî-ïðàâîâîé êâàëèôèêàöèè ïðå-

Çàäà÷à äèàãíîñòèêè ýìïàòèè ó äåòåé ìëàäøåãî âîçðàñ-
òà ðåøàëàñü ñ ïîìîùüþ òåñòà ýìïàòèéíîãî ïîòåíöè-
àëà ëè÷íîñòè (ìåòîä ýêñïðåññ-äèàãíîñòèêè ýìïàòèè),
ðàçðàáîòàííîãî È.Ì. Þñóïîâûì. Òàêæå äëÿ îöåíêè
ñâîéñòâ ýìïàòèè áûëà ïðåäëîæåíà ìåòîäèêà ¾Øêàëà
ýìîöèîíàëüíîãî îòêëèêà¿. Ýòîò îïðîñíèê áûë ðàçðà-
áîòàí Àëüáåðòîì Ìåãðàáÿíîì è ìîäèôèöèðîâàí Í. Ýï-
øòåéíîì.
Âûáîð äèàãíîñòè÷åñêîãî èíñòðóìåíòàðèÿ áûë îñó-
ùåñòâëåí ñ ó÷åòîì ïðåäìåòà ýìïèðè÷åñêîãî èññëåäî-
âàíèÿ, ïîêàçàòåëåé âàëèäíîñòè è íàäåæíîñòè êàæäîé
ìåòîäèêè, àäåêâàòíîñòè åå èñïîëüçîâàíèÿ íà âîçðàñò-
íîé ãðóïïå èñïûòóåìûõ.
Â ñîîòâåòñòâèè ñ öåëüþ è âûäâèíóòîé ãèïîòåçîé, íàìè

îòíîøåíèÿ ëè÷íîñòè ê âíåøíåìó ìèðó, ê ñåáå, ê äðó-
ãèì ëþäÿì, ðåãóëèðóåò ïðîöåññ âõîæäåíèÿ ëè÷íîñòè â
ñîöèóì.

äåÿòåëüíîñòü, íàñêîëüêî ìëàäøèé øêîëüíèê îâëàäå-
åò ñïîñîáàìè ó÷åáíîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè, ïðèâèò èíòåðåñ ê
ïðîöåññó ïîçíàíèÿ, ñîçäàíû êîìôîðòíûå óñëîâèÿ äëÿ

æàíèÿ äëÿ ðàçâèòèÿ îáðàçíîãî ìûøëåíèÿ ìëàäøèõ

ñâîåîáðàçíûå ñðåäñòâà õóäîæåñòâåííîé âûðàçèòåëüíî-

ìó, êîìïîçèöèþ). Îáîáùàÿ âûøåèçëîæåííîå ïðåäñòà-
âèì ñðåäñòâà èñêóññòâà, íàïðàâëåííûå íà ðàçâèòèå îá-
ðàçíîãî ìûøëåíèÿ ìëàäøèõ øêîëüíèêîâ â òàáëèöå 2.
Çíà÷èòåëüíóþ ðîëü â ôîðìèðîâàíèè òâîð÷åñòâà èãðà-
åò èñêóññòâî. Îíî îáîãàùàåò æèçíåííûìè âïå÷àòëåíè-
ÿìè, âûçûâàåò ïåðåæèâàíèÿ ó äåòåé, ñîçäàâàÿ ýìîöèî-
íàëüíûé íàñòðîé. Èñïîëüçîâàíèå êàðòèí è èëëþñòðà-
öèé â ïðîöåññå ðóêîâîäñòâà èçîáðàçèòåëüíîé äåÿòåëü-
íîñòüþ äåòåé ÿâëÿåòñÿ îäíèì èç âîçìîæíûõ ïðèåìîâ.

Ìîãóò áûòü ïðèìåíåíû è äðóãèå ìåòîäè÷åñêèå ïðèå-
ìû: íàáëþäåíèÿ îêðóæàþùåé äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè, ñëî-
âî ó÷èòåëÿ, ïðèâëå÷åíèå õóäîæåñòâåííîé ëèòåðàòóðû,
ïîêàç ñïîñîáà èçîáðàæåíèÿ è ïðèåìîâ èñïîëíåíèÿ.
Íà ïåðâîì ýòàïå èññëåäîâàíèÿ â ðàìêàõ êîíñòàòèðó-
þùåãî ýêñïåðèìåíòà áûëà ïðîâåäåíà äèàãíîñòèêà îá-
ðàçíîãî ìûøëåíèÿ. Äëÿ ïðîâåäåíèÿ äèàãíîñòèêè áû-
ëè âçÿòû ìåòîäèêè èçó÷åíèÿ ìûøëåíèÿ äåòåé ìëàäøå-
ãî øêîëüíîãî âîçðàñòà. Íà îñíîâàíèè êðèòåðèåâ âûäå-
ëåíû óðîâíè ðàçâèòèÿ îáðàçíîãî ìûøëåíèÿ ìëàäøèõ
øêîëüíèêîâ ñðåäñòâàìè èñêóññòâà, ïðåäñòàâëåííûå â
Òàáëèöå 3.
Îäèí èç âàæíûõ ïðèçíàêîâ ðàçâèòèÿ îáðàçíîãî ìûø-
ëåíèÿ ñîñòîèò â òîì, íàñêîëüêî íîâûé îáðàç îòëè÷àåò-
ñÿ îò èñõîäíûõ äàííûõ, íà îñíîâå êîòîðûõ îí ïîñòðî-
åí. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, ðàçâèòèå îáðàçíîãî îòðàæåíèÿ äåé-
ñòâèòåëüíîñòè ó ìëàäøèõ øêîëüíèêîâ èä¼ò â îñíîâ-

towards progress in a foreign language. Up to a point,
an anxious learner may try hard to catch up with the
group and acquire pro�ciency in a language. Based on the
pioneering work of Brophy (1998), Corno (1993), Kuhl
(1987), Corno and Kanfer (1993), Dornyei (2001c) divided
self-motivating strategies into four main classes.
These were:
1. Commitment control strategies for increasing the
learners� original goal;
2. Satiation control strategies to make extra interest
towards the task;
3. Emotion control strategies for managing disruptive
emotional moods and;
4. Environmental control strategies used to eliminate
negative in�uences and exploiting positive in�uences to
achieve the speci�c goal.
Resarch methodology

According to Wikipedia, foreign language anxiety,
additionally called xenoglossophobia, is the sensation of
unease, worry, anxiousness and apprehension skilled in
getting to know or the usage of a 2nd or overseas language.

According to the results of Uzbekistan state world
languages university students' questionnaire, in the

vicinity of 15% of students su�er from linguistic
barrier in communication, this means that problem of
miscommunication is fairly common among language
learners. The �gure for students who are subjected to
morti�cation is signi�cantly higher approximately 30% of
learners are facing challenge, owing to their state of being
embarrassed and confused.

Based on the chart 2, the widespread reason for student's
anxiety is fear of being harshly criticized by their
contemporaries or educators because of their �aws in
their speech, the number of students who are impacted
with this feeling account for 44.4%. The second most
common hindrance to smooth speaking is deemed to
be the insu�ciency of lexical resources among learners,
however, percentage of learners who are not con�dent
about their accent and pronunciation are quite smaller
than expected. The rest of the students just �nd it hard
to be accustomed to foreign language itself.

Foreign language.
Being motivated. Learners with higher levels of ability
and motivation will do better than the learners with lower
levels. Those learners are goal oriented and more attentive.
They are eager to know about di�erent materials and
highly motivated to participate in language learning. Some
learners have high ability and high or low motivation,
so these two factors can be related with one another.
Ability and motivation both are related with formal
and informal language learning context. Formal language
learning is happened through realization of language in
ñclassroom and informal language learning is learning
through experience like learning from radio or television.
Ability and motivation both are involved in formal
learning context but in informal context motivation would
be more involved than ability. Educational setting and
cultural context both are related to motivation but not
for ability.
Chart 1 explained learners� opinion about speaking in
English as well. This question was also made to �nd out
learners� intrinsic motivation. There were 5 options for
this part. Most of the students think that speaking in
English is their enthusiasm. Some students think that
speaking in English is their challenge. Others are taking
it as hobby or challenge.
Chart 2 is also explains learners� own feeling about

speaking in English. 28% students felt nervous and shy.
27% students felt con�dent. 7% students embarrassed and
10% students supported the option others. The result
shows that, most of the students felt nervous and shy while
they are speaking in English.

In this
question 30% students agreed that they speak in English
because they want to make a good impression about them
among the people.

Students have di�erent
perspective to learn English.

Chart 5 explains stimulation of job market 40.00%
students choose the option strongly agreed. 40.00%
students agreed. 10. 00% were neutral and 10.00% strongly
disagreed. It really shows that job market stimulates the
students to learn English. Students want to learn English
to get a good job.
The stimulus for learning English in order to extend
future opportunities may be classi�ed as belonging to
extrinsic, instrumental category of motivation. It may be
concluded that in general the learners' motivation for

learning English is Extrinsic. However, there may be
the intrinsic motivation, arising from a genuine interest
in English, detected in a much smaller proportion of
learners (23.3%).
The �ndings here revealed that extrinsic, instrumental
motivation seemed to outweigh intrinsic, integrative
motivation as a drive to learn. However, to succeed in
learning English, the learners need to beintrinsically

motivated as well. To conclude again, the learners at
school still have low motivation of speaking English in
class.
Conclusion and recommendations

Foreign language anxiety ought not to be neglected
in learning process as it might undermine students'
interpersonal skills and makes them underperform both
academically and socially. Admittedly, some of learners
subjected to perfectionism, therefore they abstain from
interacting in the second language if they insecure
about their level. Fortunately, copying with stress is
no longer an impediment if learners and instructors
put into practice e�cient techniques to tackle with it.
In my perspective, psychological approach in language
acquisition is as vital as general explanation of language
itself. As it was proved in the study that, motivation
is the main stimuli for better performance in learning.
In this study, another purpose was to �nd out the
e�ect of intrinsic and extrinsic motivation in students�
performance. Based on the questionnaire we found out
that both intrinsic and extrinsic motivation had a strong
in�uence on learner. Both of them play an important role
to learn a second language. This study also investigated
the present atmosphere in the class-room if the class room
was friendly, nervous or negative. We came to conclusion
that positively motivated students are more pleasant to
teach, prepare more carefully for class, participate more
actively in class, less feel stress and achieve more than
negatively motivated students.

The mental lexicon is far larger than either the
grammatical component or the phonological component
in a person's linguistic competence. Investigating and
describing it is the largest and most time-consuming task
in descriptive linguistics. With perhaps 6 000 languages
in the world and perhaps 20 000 words in each, we need
to collect and describe something on the order of 120
000 000 words.The major languages of the world often
have several large published dictionaries available to them.
The major publishing companies can a�ord to hire scores
of professional lexicographers to compile massive text
corpora and do the research necessary to produce quality
dictionaries. The relation between language and culture
is of complex character and great importance, since,
language expresses, embodies and symbolizes cultural
reality. Lexicography is one of the areas in which the
language-culture relation is manifested to a great extent.
However, it should be admitted that in the early stages
of research on lexicology cultural aspects were not given
so much attention, with much more emphasis on other
problems: idiom syntax, semantics and pragmatics as
well as text- -related modi�cations observed in idiom
structure. The close link between culture and phraseology,
best revealed in idioms and proverbs, is one of the
problems researched widely over recent years. Thanks to
the development of cognitive linguistics and conceptual
analysis a reliable foundation for such research is provided.
In the majority of current studies on lexicography culture
is treated as a fundamentally acknowledged constant.
For the practical purposes of compiling a dictionary of
lexical connotations, a number of theoretical points must
be elucidated concerning the general problem of cultural
markedness. Therefore, the cultural issues are important
in terms of lexicographic description, especially bilingual.
The user of the dictionary needs to be provided with
the comprehensive information on a given unit, including
that of cultural character. As to the de�nition of the
term culture, most studies concerned with culture or
terms derived from it make no attempt to de�ne the
terms, drawing attention to the fact that the notion of
culture �uctuates between a wide and a narrow concept.
Broadly speaking, culture is the ability of members of a
speech community to orientate themselves with respect
to social, moral, political, and so on values in their
empirical and mental experience. There are �ve channels

through which culture penetrates language: cultural
seems, cultural concepts, cultural connotations, cultural
background and discourse stereotypes. Cultural seems
are parts of the lexical meaning formed by the cultural
component. Cultural concepts can be de�ned as abstract
notions mapping and constructing the picture of the world
in a way speci�c to a given culture, i.e. concepts proper
and sub concepts. Cultural connotations result from the
associative relation between the inner form of a language
sign and symbols of any other non-verbal code, such as
stereotypes, prototypes, myths, etc. Aiming at classifying
the cultural aspects in question, lists the following:
textual dependence, pre-scienti�c conception of the world,
cultural symbols, aspects of material culture, aspects
of culture-based social interaction. The group of units
showing textual dependence is composed of units which
can be traced to given texts. It is worth adding that the
units belonging to the group can also be allusions to texts.
Numerous units originate from the Bible and mythology
as well as masterpieces of literature. Modern phrase seems
tend to arise in pop culture, for instance, popular songs,
�lms and commercials give rise to many units. Lexemes
based on pre-scienti�c conceptions of the world are those
motivated by folk beliefs, superstitions, old folk medicine.
As to cultural symbols, they tend to be represented
by a single constituent of a given unit. The aspects of
material culture manifest themselves as names of artifacts
which are components of phrase logical units, which
can be either universal In fact, the boundaries between
the categories overlap and interrelate, which shows the
complex nature of the phenomena analyzed. Sabbanstates
that units can be considered culturally bound in
various ways, i.e. the type of phrase and its associated
dominant semiotic function (referential phrasemes, e.g.
idioms;[2] communicative lexemes, e.g. routine formulae),
the semantic level under consideration (the lexical level or
entire target domains, concepts and types of motivations),
the de�nition of culture or a particular dimension of
culture (modes of conceptualizing and evaluating, modes
of interaction and social behavior and underlying value
orientations, a culture's texts, or cultural codes, as in
the framework of cultural semiotics), the synchronic or
diachronic orientation. The question arises which cultural
elements of lexical units and aspects concerning the �xed
combinations of words are of importance in terms of

lexicographic description. The most common ones are the
following: idioms, collocations, routine formulae, proverbs.
The central argument is that the cultural component has
been neglected in bilingual lexical works and deserves
more attention. The analysis aims to provide grounds for
making a model of the presentation of cultural information
in the multilingual dictionaries on the matter of cross-
cultural approach. Besides, the claim is made that in
their e�orts to coordinate with the lexical units of one
language those lexical units of another language which
are equivalent in their lexical meaning. Polish-English
bilingual lexicographers do not pay su�cient attention to
the socio-cultural layer of word meaning. As a result, the
English equivalents of the culture-bound items in Polish-
English dictionaries are of little use to Polish English
speakers, writers and translators. It is suggested that � in
addition to the monolingual dictionaries of both languages
� a useful source of language data for Ll-L2 dictionaries
would be texts produced by competent bilinguals. In order
to be entered in dictionaries, translation equivalents would
�rst have to pass acceptability and grammaticality tests
with native speakers of English. bilinguals. In order to

with native speakers of English.By strict de�nition, the
set of culture-bound lexical units should include only
those items which represent objects, ideas, and other
phenomena that are truly unique to a given speech
community. While there may be many such items in
various areas of the lexicon (e.g. �ora and fauna, foods,
utensils, customs, etc.), it is relatively easy to argue
not just that the boundary between culture-bound and
universal is a very fuzzy one, but that in fact there is no
such thing as non-culture-speci�c or universal vocabulary,
and that culture-speci�city is merely a matter of degree.
This is due to the well-known phenomenon of languages
which, together with the structural incongruences between
languages, forces the people involved in interlingual
lexical comparison to conclude that � aside from the
technical terminologies of the various �elds of science
and technology � lexical equivalence is best regarded as
always partial and never complete or perfect. Needless to
say, this presents numerous problems not only for foreign
and second language learners, speakers, interpreters and
translators, but also for bilingual lexicographers, who
are supposed to know better and actually help the

di�erent categories of (incipient) multilingual. As with
other matters pertaining to dictionaries designed for
foreign-language learners and speakers, the problem has
two aspects relating, respectively, to the receptive and
productive needs of dictionary users. Thus, in an Ll-
L2 ('passive', 'receptive') dictionary one expects, for the
bene�t of the native speakers of L2, de�nitions in L2 of L1
items, as well as the nearest, if possible, L2 equivalents.
For the bene�t of the native speakers of L1, on the other
hand, one expects an 'active' or 'productive' dictionary to
provide insertable L2 equivalents, i.e. lexical units which
can be inserted in the appropriate L2 contexts and used in
�uent translation. Since the equivalents are bound to be
partial, the degree of equivalence and di�erence should be
indicated. For practical reasons the information relating
to the receptive and productive aspects can be combined
in one entry, so instead of four dictionaries for each
pair of languages one can have the usual two. It should
be clear from the above discussion that my particular
concern is the satisfaction of the productive needs. The
reason is that while the receptive needs can be reasonably
adequately served by monolingual L2 dictionaries, some
of the productive needs do seem to require a multilingual
dictionary.
Conclusion

The majority of multilingual dictionaries of idioms do not
contain cultural information. Furthermore, the inclusion
of the component tends to be limited to the de�nitions
containing some cultural information. It can be concluded
that in some cases the inclusion of cultural information is
necessary, while in others providing it is optional. In fact,
some units require longer entries because of their cultural
importance and the presentation limited to the linguistic
properties and devoid of the cultural component does not
provide the dictionary users with su�cient information,
necessary to use the unit correctly and decode it in various
contexts. The inclusion of cultural information ensures a
full description of a given phrase logical unit. It should be
emphasized that the inclusion of the cultural component
is particularly important in the case of phrase logical gaps
and asymmetrical cultural prominence.
In conclusion, it should be stressed that the inclusion and
proper treatment of the cultural component facilitates
the development of users' linguistic and intercultural
competence.

Or if I have a good job but lack human warmth. Adding
something to one's existence that is lacking, or, conversely,
removing something super�uous (unkind or that makes
one feel inferior and insu�cient) are also goals, and quite
ambitious.
However, accomplishing them in the same way that
material achievements are obtained is unlikely to be
achieved. Rather, you need to pay attention to yourself,
to try to analyze and know yourself, and to pay constant
attention to your feelings. By getting in touch with
your own emotions, you begin to discover what makes
you happy and generates enthusiasm, and what, on the
contrary, makes you feel uncomfortable.

He
points out that a person needs to feel loved, valued and
respected.
We have grown accustomed to expecting praise from
others, but not from ourselves. We celebrate only great
achievements and goals in this life: a promotion at work,
going to university, buying something expensive. But we
should not forget that the road to the big goal consists
of small steps that no one notices. It's like an iceberg,
everyone sees only the top, but has no idea what's hiding
the bottom, which is the main part of the iceberg. (picture
2). Consequently, instruct yourself to praise yourself for
even the smallest victories. In this way, you will motivate
yourself for more victories, as well as raise your self-
esteem, which is also important.

During apathy, we mistakenly think that we will wake
up in the morning in a great mood.

We have to slowly get back to our normal rhythm
of life, without rushing. But there has to be a balance
in everything: denying your condition and overloading
yourself with things will not help. Start by doing things
a little at a time, as much as you can manage � 5, 10 or
15 minutes a day.

Even if the work has nothing to
do with previous failures, there is almost certainly some
association that inhibits you from starting it.
There's still some un�nished business. We frequently start
something and never �nish it. We occasionally assume
we'll �nish it eventually, and other times we completely
forget � we set the assignment, but forgot to cancel it.
Un�nished business saps our energy and puts us under
strain. People frequently do not begin new cases because
they are overburdened by previous responsibilities. And
if they can't deal with them right away, they'll be stuck
with a large list of jobs to do and won't be able to start
new ones.

Motivation is the desire to act on the service of the goal.
It is an important factor to set and achieve our goals.
The motivation is one of the driving power behind human
behavior. The motivation wants to hope for continuing
the importance, purpose, and lifetime life. Motivation
is why people and animals start speci�c actions at a
particular time, continue speci�c actions, and end speci�c
actions. Motivation conditions are usually understood
as a force acting on drugs that create disposal to
participate in Taridia behavior. Various mental states
often compete with one another, and only the strongest
condition determines the behavior. This means that this
is actually motivated to do something without doing it.

According to a few theorists, the 2 important factors
for intrinsic motivation are self-dedication or autonomy
and competence.

Extrinsic motivation

External motivation occurs when a person is driven by
external in�uences. These are either rewarding (money,
good grades, fame, etc.) or disciplinary (punishment
threat, pain, etc.). The di�erence between intrinsic and
extrinsic motivation lies in the driving force behind
behavior. When someone is motivated in nature, they
engage in the activity because it is interesting, fun, or
rewarding in nature. With external motivation, the agent's
goal is a desirable outcome that is di�erent from the
activity itself. Agents can have both intrinsic and extrinsic
motives for the same activity, but usually one type of
motive is more important than the other. Playing tennis
and winning awards is an example of external motivation
in play, as enjoying the game involves internal motivation.
Some studies have shown that extrinsic rewards can lead
to excessive reasoning and subsequent reduced intrinsic
motivation. In the study that demonstrates this e�ect,
the children who draw the band and the gold star and the
children shorter the drawing material as children assigned
to the unexpected insulting state will be shortened. This
suggests that the trend is to take care of the activity
itself when rewards are expected. Other studies suggest
that positive or negative rewards can also increase unique
motives. This assumes that it is possible that the impact of
exogenous motivation for unique motives may depend on
the type of compensation. According to the articles "Self-
determination theory and alleviation of unique motives,
social development and happiness our essential that we are
not inspired by the motivational motive motivation It is
not inspired by motivation. However, instead, we met our
traumatic motivation instead of strengthening what we do
not feel naturally.
The advantage of external motivation is that other people
can be used relatively easily so that they are motivated
to advance to the goal. The disadvantage is that it may
be necessary to monitor the quality of work, as it is not
motivated to do a good job. It has also been suggested
that extrinsic motivation declines in value over time,
making it di�cult to motivate the same person in the
future. John Marshall Reeve distinguishes between four
types of external motivation. This includes varying degrees
of autonomy. External regulations, adopted regulations,
speci�ed regulations, integrated regulations. External
regulation is not the most autonomous form of external
motivation. Only the result of the action is counted by
the agent. For example, if students want good grades,
they are motivated to study for those grades. The
regulations introduced come from the impression of what
the agent should do. For example, students know that
they should study and do not want the guilt that
comes with not studying, so they do it. The identi�ed
regulations come from what the agent considers to be
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personally important. In the student example, they may
have an understanding that research is important to their
success, and will continue their research for this reason.
Integrated regulation is the most autonomous form of
extrinsic motivation, which arises when motivation arises
from a sense of personal identity. This type of extrinsic
motivation is very close to, but not entirely, extrinsic
motivation. This is because the person is motivated
to engage in the activity not because of pure interest
or enjoyment, but because of his good expression of
his values. In this case, the student studies because it
expresses his or her core values and re�ects how he or
she sees himself as a person. Students who are essentially
willing to learn will do so because they �nd learning
interesting and enjoyable.

ñêîì äîìå¿ è íå ïîíèìàíèþ ê ñâîåé ïåðñîíå, ÷òî îò
íèõ õîòÿò, çà÷åì òàê ñ íèìè ïîñòóïàþò.
Â òàêîì ñëó÷àå â ïåðâóþ î÷åðåäü ó÷èòåëþ íóæíî îáðà-
òèòñÿ çà ïîìîùüþ ê øêîëüíîìó ïñèõîëîãó, íî íå óïðå-
êàòü è îñêîðáëÿòü ðåá¼íêà è âûçûâàòü åãî íà ñîâåò ïðî-

ïñèõèêà è ñåé÷àñ îí íàõîäèòñÿ íà ñòàäèè àäàïòàöèè.
Ïñèõîëîãó ãëàâíîå íóæíî óñòàíîâèòü ñ ðåá¼íêîì äî-
âåðèòåëüíûå îòíîøåíèÿ, è íå âñåãäà ðåá¼íîê ñðàçó æå
ìîæåò ïîéòè íà êîíòàêò. Äîâîëüíî ìíîãî âðåìåíè óé-
ä¼ò íà òî, ÷òîáû ðåá¼íîê ïðèâûê ê òîìó, ÷òî ïñèõîëîãó
ìîæíî äîâåðÿòü è îí íèêîìó íå ðàññêàæåò î åãî ïðî-
áëåìàõ è ïåðåæèâàíèÿõ.

òåðè ñâîèõ ïðè¼ìíûõ ðîäèòåëåé. Ýòî ìîæåò ïðîÿâèòñÿ
íåîáúÿñíèìûìè ñòðàõàìè. Ðàçëè÷íûìè íàâÿç÷èâûìè
ìûñëÿìè, èõ áåñïîêîÿò íî÷íûå êîøìàðû. Ðåçêóþ ðå-
àêöèþ ìîãóò âûçûâàòü çàïàõè, çâóêè, êîòîðûå íàïî-
ìèíàþò ðåá¼íêó î ïåðåæèâøèì ñòðåññå.
Â òàêîì ñëó÷àå íå íóæíî ðåá¼íêà ñðàçó æå âåñòè ê
ïñèõèàòðó è ñàìîñòîÿòåëüíî ðîäèòåëÿì ñàæàòü åãî íà
ðàçëè÷íûå ïñèõîòðîïíûå èëè íåîòðîïíûå ïðåïàðàòû.

äóàëüíûé ïîäõîä ê ðåá¼íêó â ñâÿçè ñ òåì, ÷òî îí ïå-

óæåñòî÷àòü êîíòðîëü çà êà÷åñòâîì ñïèðòíîãî è ïîâû-
øàòü åãî öåíó çà ñ÷åò ñïåöèàëüíîé íàöåíêè (àêöèçà).
Çàïðåò íà àëêîãîëüíóþ ìîíîïîëèþ ââîäèëñÿ ó íàñ íà
Ðóñè íå ðàç, à òàêæå íå ðàç îí îòìåíÿëñÿ.
Èâàí Ãðîçíûé ïðîâ¼ë ðÿä ìåðîïðèÿòèé ïî ìîíîïîëè-
çàöèè âèííîé òîðãîâëè. Îí æåñòîêî íàêàçûâàë òåõ, êòî
çàíèìàëñÿ è èçãîòîâëåíèåì, è ïðîäàæåé âîäêè.
Â 1652ã. Àëåêñåé Ìèõàéëîâè÷ çàïðåòèë òîðãîâëþ âîä-
êîé ïî âîñêðåñåíüÿì, ñðåäàì è ïÿòíèöåé, à òàêæå â
ðîæäåñòâåíñêèé è Ïåòðîâ ïîñò.
Ïðè Ïåòðå 1 è Åêàòåðèíå 2 òàêæå ñòðîãî êàðàëîñü çà
óïîòðåáëåíèÿ ñïèðòíîãî.
Â 1880 ãîäàõ ïî âñåé Ðîññèéñêîé èìïåðèè ñîçäàþòñÿ îá-
ùåñòâà òðåçâîñòè. Ýòè îáùåñòâà çàðó÷àëèñü ïîääåðæ-
êîé ãîñóäàðñòâà è ðóññêîé öåðêîâüþ.
Óæå â 1912 ãîäó ðàçëè÷íûõ îáùåñòâ òðåçâîñòè â Ðîñ-
ñèéñêîé èìïåðèè íàñ÷èòûâàëîñü áîëåå 1800, à ñîñòîÿëè
â íèõ áîëåå ïîëóìèëëèîíà ÷åëîâåê � ýòî áîëüøå, ÷åì
âî âñåõ ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ïàðòèÿõ òîãî âðåìåíè, ãäå 95%
îáùåñòâ áûëè ðåëèãèîçíûìè. Îäíèì èç íàèáîëåå èç-
âåñòíûõ îáùåñòâ òðåçâîñòè áûëî îñíîâàíî Ëüâîì Òîë-
ñòûì â 1887ãîäó, â í¼ì ñîñòîÿëî áîëåå 700 ÷åëîâåê, ñðå-
äè êîòîðûõ áûëè èçâåñòíûå ëþäè, êàê ïóòåøåñòâåííèê
Íèêîëàé Ìèêëóõî-Ìàêëàé è õóäîæíèê Èëüÿ Ðåïèí.
Ñ 1913 ãîäà â Ðîññèè Íèêîëàé 2 ââîäèò ñóõîé çàêîí.
Ýòîò çàêîí ïðîñóùåñòâîâàë äî 1921ãîäà, òîãäà ðàçðå-
øèëè ïðîäàæó âèíîãðàäíîãî âèíà, â 1922ã. ïðîäàæó
ïèâà è íàëèâîê, à ñ àâãóñòà 1925 ãîäà äåêðåòèðîâàëàñü
ïðîäàæà ñîðîêàãðàäóñíîé âîäêè.
Èç äîêëàäà Âëàäèìèðñêîé ãóáåðíñêîé óïðàâû çà 1911
ãîä, ñêàçàíî: ãëàâíûì ïîòðåáëåíèåì âîäêè ÿâëÿåò-
ñÿ ìîëîä¼æü, îñîáåííî ðàáîòàþùàÿ âäàëè îò ñåìüè.

¾Ïðè÷¼ì ïðèâû÷êè ê âèíó âûðàáàòûâàåòñÿ ñïëîøü ê
ðÿäó åù¼ â äåòñêîì âîçðàñòå. Óãîùåíèå äåòåé âèíîì
ïðåäñòàâëÿåòñÿ â äåðåâíè îáû÷íûì ÿâëåíèåì¿. Òîãäà
ïîñòóïèëî â Äóìå ïðåäëîæåíèå î ïðèìåíåíèå îïûòà
Ôèíëÿíäèè, ãäå äàæå â íà÷àëüíûõ øêîëàõ áûëî ââå-
äåíî ïðåïîäàâàíèå íàóêè î òðåçâîñòè.
Ê. Ìàðêñ è Ô. Ýíãåëüñ ðàñöåíèâàëè ïüÿíñòâî êàê íåèç-
áåæíîå ñëåäñòâèå ñîöèàëüíûõ óñëîâèé, â îáùåñòâå, îñ-
íîâàííîì íà ýêñïèöàòíèè ÷åëîâåêà ÷åëîâåêîì. Æåðò-
âîé ïüÿíñòâà òðóäÿùèõñÿ, êîòîðûé â ñèñòåìå ýêîíî-
ìè÷åñêèõ îòíîøåíèé íåñ¼ò ôóíêöèþ ïðîèçâîäèòåëü-
íîé ñèëû è â ñëåäñòâèè íåðàâíîìåðíîãî ðàñïðåäåëå-
íèÿ ìàòåðèàëüíûõ è îáùåñòâåííûõ áëàã îêàçûâàëñÿ
ïîäàâëåííûì, èçíóð¼ííûì, òÿæ¼ëûì òðóäîì, íèùåòîé
è áåçðàáîòèöåé. Ïüÿíñòâî ÿâëÿëîñü ëîãè÷åñêèì ïðîÿâ-
ëåíèåì ïðîòèâîðå÷èé äàííîé ôîðìàöèè. Àëêîãîëü äëÿ
òðóäÿùèõñÿ ñòàíîâèëñÿ ñðåäñòâîì ñïàñåíèÿ îò íåâçãîä,
èëëþçîðíîãî óáåæäåíèÿ îò íåïîñèëüíûõ çàáîò, êðî-
ìå òîãî. ïüÿíñòâî ñòèìóëèðîâàëîñü ïðàâÿùèì êëàñ-
ñîì, ýòî áûë ôàêòîð åãî âíóòðåííèé ïîëèòèêè, ïðîÿâ-
ëåíèå åãî èäåîëîãèè. Àëêîãîëü áûë äîïîëíèòåëüíûì
ñðåäñòâîì îòâëå÷åíèÿ òðóäÿùèõñÿ ìàññ îò êëàññîâîé
áîðüáû. Çäåñü òàêèå ñêàçûâàëèñü ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿ êàïè-
òàëèñòè÷åñêîãî îáùåñòâà. Ïàðàäîêñ ïîîùðåíèÿ ïüÿí-
ñòâà çàêëþ÷àëñÿ â òîì, ÷òî ïàðàëëåëüíî ñ íèì ðîñëà
è øèðèëàñü ïðåñòóïíîñòü.
Â ñâÿçè ñ àâàðèåé íà ×åðíîáûëüñêîé ÀÝÑ â 1986ã. ñðå-
äè ÷àñòè íàñåëåíèÿ (îñîáåííî â Êèåâå) ðàñïðîñòðàíè-
ëèñü ñëó÷àè, ÷òî ñïèðòíûå íàïèòêè çàùèùàþò îðãà-
íèçì îò ðàäèàöèè. Ëåãêîâåðíûå ëþäè íà÷àëè ìàññîâî
¾íàêà÷èâàòü¿ ñåáÿ àëêîãîëåì. Ëþäè, ïîñòðàäàâøèå îò
ðàäèàöèè è óïîòðåáëÿþùèå àëêîãîëü òîëüêî óõóäøè-
ëè ñâî¼ çäîðîâüå. Ïîñëå àâàðèè äåòåé òàê æå ïðèó÷àëè
ê ñïèðòíûì íàïèòêàì â íàäåæäå íà òî, ÷òî îíè áóäóò
çàùèùåíû îò îáëó÷åíèÿ.
Íà ãîñóäàðñòâåííîì óðîâíå: â òå÷åíèè ïîñëåäíèõ äå-
ñÿòèëåòèé â Ðîññèè ïîëèòèêà ïî îòíîøåíèþ ê ïîòðåá-
ëåíèþ àëêîãîëÿ ìåíÿëàñü íåñêîëüêî ðàç. Â 1985 ãîäó
áûë ââåä¼í ¾ñóõî çàêîí¿, îãðàíè÷èâàþùèé ïðîäàæó
àëêîãîëÿ è ïîâûøàþùèé âîçðàñò, ñ êîòîðîãî ðàçðå-
øåíà ïðîäàæà àëêîãîëÿ äëÿ ìîëîä¼æè, à ýòî 21 ãîä.
Îäíàêî ÷åðåç òðè ãîäà ýòè ìåðû ïðîäåìîíñòðèðîâàëè
ñâîþ íåñîñòîÿòåëüíîñòü, ïîñêîëüêó íàðÿäó ñî ñíèæå-
íèåì ïðîäàæè àëêîãîëÿ íàìåòèëñÿ ðîñò ñàìîãîíîâàðå-
íèÿ, îñòðî âîçíèêëà ïðîáëåìà çëîóïîòðåáëåíèÿ òîêñè-
÷åñêèìè âåùåñòâàìè ó ïîäðîñòêîâ è óïîòðåáëåíèÿ ñà-
ìîãîíà.
Çàêîí �410 îò 7.05.1985 ãîäà, ãäå áûëî ðàçðåøåíî ïðî-
äàâàòü ñïèðòíîå ëèöàì, äîñòèãøèì 21 ãîä. Ñåé÷àñ ýòî
çàêîí íå èìååò þðèäè÷åñêîé ñèëû.
Çà ïîñëåäíèå 15 ëåò ó íàñ ñíîâà íà÷àëàñü áîðüáà ñ àë-
êîãîëåì, íàïðèìåð, ïîñòàíîâëåíèåì Ñîâåòà ìèíèñòðîâ
îò 27.04.2006ã óêàç �556 óòâåðæäåíà Ãîñóäàðñòâåííàÿ
ïðîãðàììà Íàöèîíàëüíûõ äåéñòâèé ïî ïðåäóïðåæäå-
íèþ è ïðåîäîëåíèþ ïüÿíñòâà è àëêîãîëèçìà.
Íà÷èíàÿ ñ êîíöà 80õ.ã è íà÷àëî 90õã., ñòàëî ðàçâè-
âàòüñÿ ìàññîâîå ñïàèâàíèå ðîññèÿí. Çà ïîñëåäíåå âðå-
ìÿ óñóãóáèëîñü ïðåîáëàäàíèå íà ðîññèéñêîì ðûíêå ìà-
ëîêà÷åñòâåííûõ ñîðòîâ âîäêè. Òîãäà êàê ñèñòåìàòè÷å-
ñêèé ýêñïîðò ðóññêîé ðæàíîé âîäêè â Ãåðìàíèþ ïðè-
âåë ê ïðåîáëàäàíèþ íà âíóòðåííåì ðîññèéñêîì ðûíêå
äåøåâîé êàðòîôåëüíîé âîäêè èç óêðàèíñêèõ ãóáåðíèé.
À ýòî ñòàëî ñïîñîáñòâîâàòü ðàñïðîñòðàíåíèþ â Ðîññèè
ìàññîâîãî ïüÿíñòâà è ïðèâîäÿùåãî ê îòðàâëåíèþ.
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Óâåëè÷èâàíèå ïðîäàæè àëêîãîëÿ ïðèâîäèò â ðîñòó ãîñ-
áþäæåòà. Îòñþäà ñëåäóåò, ÷òî â íà÷àëå 20 â. áîëåå
1/3 äîõîäîâ åæåãîäíîãî ãîñáþäæåòà ñîñòàâëÿëà èìåí-
íî âûðó÷êà îò òîðãîâëè âîäêîé.
Ôèñêàëüíûé èíòåðåñ ê ïðîäàæå àëêîãîëÿ ñîõðàíèëñÿ
êàê â ñîâåòñêóþ ýïîõó, òàê è â ñîâðåìåííîé Ðîññèè.
Òÿãà ê ¾çåëåííîìó çìåþ¿ äîâîëüíà ðàñïðîñòðàí¼ííî íå
òîëüêî ó ïðîñòûõ ãðàæäàí, íî è ó òâîð÷åñêîé èíòåëëè-
ãåíöèè. (ìîæíî âñïîìíèòü, íàïðèìåð, Ñ Åñåíèí, À. Ôà-
äååâ, À. Òâàðäîâñêèé, Â. Âûñîöêèé, Â. Øóêøèí è äð.).
Èç ñîöèîëîãè÷åñêîé ñòàòèñòèêè èñõîäèò, òî, ÷òî ñðåä-
íåäóøåâîãî ïîòðåáëåíèÿ ñïèðòîâîäî÷íûõ íàïèòêîâ â
ÑÑÑ áûëî ãîðàçäî âûøå, ÷åì â öàðñêîé Ðîññèè. À â ïå-
ðèîä îáîñòðåíèÿ äåôèöèòà ïîòðåáèòåëüñêèõ òîâàðîâ,
âîäêà äàæå èãðàëà ðîëü ñâîåãî ðîäà âòîðîé âàëþòû.
Â 1990-å íà ðîññèéñêîì ðûíêå ïîÿâèëîñü áîëüøîå êî-
ëè÷åñòâî íèçêîïðîáíûõ, ÷àñòî ôàëüñèôèöèðîâàííûõ
êðåïêèõ àëêîãîëüíûõ íàïèòêîâ. Íà Ðîññèéñêèé ðû-
íîê íà÷èíàþò ïîñòóïàòü êàê çàðóáåæíûå, òàê è îòå-
÷åñòâåííûå ïñåâäîñïèðíûå íàïèòêè, ïîÿâëÿåòñÿ ñíîâà
ìàññîâîå ñàìîãîíîâàðåíèå. Ïî íåêîòîðûì äàííûì, â
1993ã. êàæäàÿ ÷åòâåðòàÿ áóòûëêà ÿâëÿëàñü ïîääåëêîé.
Â ðåçóëüòàòå ïðîáëåìà àëêîãîëèçìà ñòàëà åùå áîëåå
îñòðåå. Îò îòðàâëåíèå ñóððîãàòíûì àëêîãîëåì åæåãîä-
íî óìèðàëî îêîëî 30 000 ÷åëîâåê.
Ïî ñòàòèñòè÷åñêèì èññëåäîâàíèÿì óæå â 21 âåêå ïðè-
ìåðíî 75000 Ðîññèÿí óìèðàþò åæåãîäíî îò îòðàâëå-

íèÿ àëêîãîëåì. Ñîîòâåòñòâåííî àëêîãîëèçì ÿâëÿåòñÿ
íà ñåãîäíÿøíèé äåíü ñàìûì ðàñïðîñòðàí¼ííûì ïñèõè-
÷åñêèì çàáîëåâàíèåì â Ðîññèè. À ñêîëüêî ïðåñòóïëå-
íèé ñîâåðøàþòñÿ â àëêîãîëüíîì îïüÿíåíèå.
Íà äàííûé ìîìåíò âåä¼í çàïðåò íà ïðîäàæó àëêîãîëÿ

Â ïîäâåäåíèå èòîãà âèäíî, ÷òî àëêîãîëèçì � ýòî áî-
ëåçíü êîòîðàÿ ñóùåñòâóåò ñ äðåâíèõ âðåì¼í. È ñ òåõ
æå âðåì¼í âñåãäà øëà áîðüáà è çàïðåò ñ ¾çåë¼íûì çìå-
åì¿. Åù¼ â äðåâíèå âðåìåíà ãîâîðèëîñü î òîì, ÷òî îò
àëêîãîëèêîâ äåòè ðîæäàþòñÿ ñ ïàòîëîãèåé. Íî ïðîäà-
æà àëêîãîëÿ òàêæå ïîïîëíÿåò êàçíó ãîñóäàðñòâà. Áó-
äåò î÷åíü ñëîæíî áîðîòüñÿ ñ äàííîé ïàãóáíîé ïðèâû÷-
êîé, íóæíî ñíèæàòü óðîâåíü ïðîèçâîäñòâà àëêîãîëü-
íîé ïðîäóêöèåé. Íî òîãäà âîçðàñò¼ò ñàìîãîíîâàðåíèå.
È ñíîâà ïîéä¼ò ìàññîâîå îòðàâëåíèå íàñåëåíèÿ. Âîïðîñ
äîâîëüíî ñëîæíûé, íî åãî íåîáõîäèìî ðåøàòü íà ãîñó-
äàðñòâåííûå óðîâíè, à òàêæå íà óðîâíå ðåëèãèé.
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
